 	NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that the Ogden City Redevelopment Agency (the “Agency”) has scheduled a public hearing for Tuesday, January 12, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers, Municipal Building, 2549 Washington Blvd., 3rd Floor, Ogden, Utah.  
	The Agency is proposing to designate a four-block area in downtown Ogden as an urban renewal project area (the “project area”).  The purpose of designating the project area is to encourage residential, retail and office improvements in downtown Ogden.  The proposed boundaries of the project area are generally described as 20th Street on the north, Adams Avenue on the east, 24th Street on the south and Washington Boulevard on the west.  A specific description of the boundaries may be obtained at no cost from the Agency office or on the Ogden City Internet site at www.ogdencity.com.  Urban renewal project areas may only be designated in areas where blight, as defined in Section 17C-2-303, Utah Code Annotated, exists.  The Agency caused a study to be conducted to assist in its determination of whether or not the proposed project area contained blight, as defined by statute. The blight study is available at the Agency offices for review by record owners of property located within the proposed project area.  Record owners of property have the right to present evidence at the blight hearing contesting the existence of blight and to show cause why the proposed urban renewal project area should not be designated.  Following the Agency’s consideration of all pertinent evidence and testimony, the project area may be declared to have blight.     
PURPOSES OF THE PUBLIC HEARING
	The purposes of this public hearing will be to:
(1)	permit all evidence of the existence or nonexistence of blight within the proposed urban renewal project area to be presented; 
(2)	permit each record owner of property located within the proposed urban renewal project area or the owner’s representative the opportunity to:
	(a)	examine and cross-examine witnesses providing evidence of the existence or nonexistence of blight; and
	(b)	present evidence and testimony, including expert testimony, concerning the existence or nonexistence of blight; 	
(3)	allow public input into Agency deliberations on proposing the project area; and
(4)	receive all written objections, and hear all oral objections, of record property owners.
	Pursuant to Section 17C-2-503(2), Utah Code Annotated, notice is hereby given that the urban renewal project area plan may provide for the acquisition of property by eminent domain.  The same will be discussed at the blight hearing.
	Record property owners will be notified of each additional public hearing held by the Agency prior to adoption of an urban renewal project area plan.
