Building Authority—Start: 7:00 p.m.

Prayer/ Expression of choice: Kent Kummer led the citizens and council in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call: John D. Monnett, Keith Coltharp, Doug Durfey, Scott Allred, and Neil Sorensen were in attendance. 

Resolution 2014-02: The council had many questions regarding the development of the old school. It was discussed that the building would consist of many phases to finish the build according to Craig Paulson. Councilman Scott Allred commented that he believed that the Friends of Historic Spring City were holding the funds out until the CIB grant was in place. 
Council inquired what consisted of “phase one”, Craig Paulsen stated that drywall/ structural integrity would be finished. Paulsen stated that it would be finished enough to be have occupancy, except the bathrooms would not be finished, and there would be no fixtures in place. Councilman Scott Allred, reiterated that all structural, wiring, plumbing, heating and cooling would be finished, except the attic. Craig Paulsen stated it would be a warm, lit shell of a building, available for occupancy at the end of phase one. 
Councilman Neil Sorensen inquired if the elevators would be in operating condition at the end of phase one, Craig Paulsen agreed that elevators would be in place. Craig Paulsen stated that the Friends of Historic Spring City did not have enough funds to match the grant, and that to finish phase one 
Scott Allred motioned to accept Resolution 2014-02 allowing the bonding of the Old School. Doug Durfey seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Review agreement with Friends of Historic Spring City [payments/Loan Old school]:  
	Mayor Monnett inquired if all of council had time to review the agreement with the Friends of Historic Spring City.  Council had read the agreement.  Council member Keith Coltharp thanked the Friends of Historic Spring City for their patience. 

AIA Agreement with Paulsen Construction
	Craig Paulsen stated that he would need an increase of the bid in the amount of $19,154 due to the rise in prices for materials and costs of subcontractors that had risen since his bid had been accepted in October 2013.  Mayor Monnett stated that this would still be the lowest bid.  
	Craig Paulsen stated that the draft AIA Agreement would need to be adjusted due to the increase and he would bring the AIA Agreement to the city for signing. 
	Council member Scott Allred motioned to accept the AIA Agreement with Paulsen Construction with the added costs.  Council member Neil Sorensen seconded the moiton.  There was no further discussion.  All present were in favor.

Regular Council meeting
Thursday January 16th, 2014 at 7:58 pm

Roll Call: John D. Monnett, Keith Coltharp, Doug Durfey, Scott Allred, and Neil Sorensen were in attendance.

Thomas Butler—fund raising: Mr. Butler presented a fundraising program at no cost, no obligation to the city that would give a percentage of internet purchases to an account for Spring City. It was stated by Mayor Jack Monnett that he had done his research on this company and found that they had a history initially, but in the past couple years the company was reputable. Councilman Scott Allred stated he thought they should table this for a week so the right decision could be made. Carl Sedlak stated that if we wait we would be missing out on making money. 
Councilman Keith Coltharp made a motion to table the issue until the next meeting, and would like to investigate this company’s legitimacy. Councilman Doug Durfey seconded the motion. There was no further discussion. All were in favor. 

Resolution 2014-01
Councilman Scott Allred motioned to accept resolution 2014-02. Councilman Doug Durfey seconded the motion. There was no further discussion. All were in favor. 

Request for Mission statements from council
 Keith Coltharp asked to table this until the next meeting. There was no further discussion. 

Carpet cleaner procurement
Councilman Keith Coltharp stated he looked at the budget for cleaning the carpets, he researched three different carpet cleaning machines. He stated that he would have volunteers do the cleaning, or the janitorial staff would be responsible if a volunteer was unavailable. The council reviewed the three bids and they decided upon the Bissell—at $470.00. Councilman Neil Sorensen motioned that we purchase the Bissell Carpet Cleaning System. Councilman Doug Durfey seconded the motion. All were in favor. 

Grounds and maintenance contract
Councilman Keith Coltharp reported that he had run the numbers to hire an employee to maintain the grounds at $10.00 an hour, with the cost of benefits, also he took into consideration full vs. part time employee. The annual amount he arrived at was around $30,000 to $35,000. The mower would cost somewhere between $15,000. He suggested to the council that we should rebid the contract. He said letters, a public notice would be sent out and the bid would close on February 3rd, 2014 at 4:00pm. There was no further discussion.

Power/ UAMPS report—Kent Kummer
	Kent Kummer presented a map to the council showing the reconnected lines on the 7200 Volt upgrade, and he stated there would be a section of town that will be without power while they finish the last of the line improvement on January 23, 2014. He would have the help of Ephraim, Mt. Pleasant and Fairview electric department. He enjoyed this labor swap because it promotes good friendship through towns and comradeship. The line is at this point 26% finished (from 518 total meter 134 have power hooked up on this 7200 Volt line.
	Mr. Kummer also stated that the 1989 bucket truck needed some work done to it. He went to get it inspected and it failed the inspection.  He stated that it would be cheaper to get a new truck, and approximated that the new truck would cost somewhere around $15,000.00 and he would get bids for council to review. 
	There was also the UAMPS gas station proposal. Kent explained that if we were to get in with this project it would burn off the gas, creating power off the stable supply of gas. 



Council Reports
	 Councilman Doug Durfey stated that he was working with Deb Lambson to get the Newsletter established and ready to be sent out with the Utility bill. He also reported that he was working at establishing the Chamber of Commerce with Kimberly Stewart. He reported that he was also going to attend the Planning and Zoning meeting on January 29th as a silent observer. 
	Councilman Keith Coltharp reported that we are half way through the fiscal year and wanted to review the budget and get a detailed monetary amount for each department. He was looking into building improvements and the altercations that exist in this facility. He also was concerned about the Plexiglas that is in the message board. He also mentioned that the sidewalk was deteriorated in front of the city building and we would have to fix this problem—because it is a liability. 
	Councilman Neil Sorensen stated that he has met with James Bennett to discuss the water overflow of 7,000,000 gallons last year. He is researching a way to use more water or else we will lose our water rights. He stated that we are going to have to address the water line between 600 North Main to 600 East; he stated there is only a two inch line and it should be at the very minimum six inch water line, he said that there are five homes on this line, and we would have to budget the funds to replace the two inch line. He also suggested that the city needed budget funds for the main street study. He suggested that Alison Anderson, Scott Anderson and Lawrence Gardner would be ideal candidates to help with the study. Councilman Sorensen also was concerned about the empty positions on the Planning and zoning committee, he stated that the business license process needed to be revised in the ordinance.  He stated he had the two bids for the containers he purchased—he has three bids at home. He also reported there would be a meeting on January 19th for the community preparedness at city hall with Jim Phillips. 
Councilman Scott Allred reported that he had met with the Friends of Historic Spring City, and he felt that there should be a showcase for the old school to encourage excitement with the citizens in the finishing of the Old school building. He suggested that it would be ideal on founder’s day, which is March 22nd, 2014. He suggested that perhaps there could be guided tours, it would help get the community excited for Memorial Day. 

Payment of bills
Councilman Neil Sorensen motioned that we pay the bills. Councilman Doug Durfey seconded the motion. All were in favor. 

Public comments
	Carl Sedlak suggested to Council Member Doug Durfey that perhaps the county would be a better option than the state, in the establishing of economic development for Spring City.
	Rachelle Bryner inquired about the prospective council members. It was explained that there were five prospective council members: Kimberly Stewart, Pam Anderson, Matt Francks, David Tuttle, and Keith Christion.
