Minutes of the November 13, 2013 meeting were approved (motion by Jared Campbell & seconded by Howard Nuttal)
Review of Questar Gas Line Replacement:
The intended route has been staked out and several members reported viewing the route options.  Options # 4, 5, & 7 have been ruled out because of evidence that it is a “cultural resource area”. Option #3 is the current pipeline location.
John Shakula moved:
1. Option #6 is acceptable
2. Options #3, 4, 5,  & 7 are not acceptable
3. With the granting of the new easement, it is recommended that the existing pipeline be vacated & abandoned.
Motion was seconded by Howard Nuttal and was passed . Questar assured the board that the exact creek crossing location would have input from the board. Next steps are for Questas to develop the legal description for the easement, staking out option #6, and setting up a schedule for another viewing by board members.
County Report on Park Activities:
Distribution of wood chips on trails has started.
Amphitheater Liability:
Another snowboard jump has been established by unknown persons and will be dismantled by the county park crew.
Board Priorities 2014:
Tabled until next meeting.
Other Board Comments/New Business:
· Nature signs will be refurbished and re-installed.
· Fallen trees at Wall Gate still have not been removed
· All members are to note GPS coordinates of Russian Olives, Myrtle Spurge, and Leafy Spurge and turn the coordinates in to the Board Secretary who will compile a list.
· Jared Campbell expressed concern that the park below 13th East is being ignored. It needs clean-up efforts, more access points, parking at those access points, signs, and a Frisbee golf course.
· Wayne Johnson advised the board that the County needs the list of desired capital improvements by the May meeting.
