He suggested changing the third discussion point on the first page to read “Billing Private Insurance and Medicaid” and add “or partner with local Mental Health or local Substance Abuse authorities to do billing for Medicaid and private insurance” to the last bullet point in that section.  Doug also suggested they include a statement about local Mental Health and local Substance Abuse authorities in recommendation number 3 and 12.

	Grand Jury Legislation

	Ron Gordon reported three years ago we had a bill that was endorsed by CCJJ that made some amendments to the Grand Jury statute, which begin on line 42.  The bill made it through the Senate but fell apart in the House in the closing days of the Legislative Session.  Paul Boyden asked if this item could be put on the agenda with some additional proposed changes.  Paul reviewed the additional changes, which included adding lines 48 through 51 and 64 through 68; he noted Court of Appeals would replace The Supreme Court in lines 64 through 68 and line 74.  Discussion followed.  

Motion:  Mark Moffat made a motion to study this legislation further before a recommendation is made.  The motion was seconded by Dan Becker.  Clark Harms made a substitute motion to support in concept the Grand Jury Amendments.  The substitute motion was second by Sim Gill and passed with two opposed (Dan Becker and Mark Moffat).

	Amendment to Aggravated Sexual Abuse of a Child

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Ron Gordon noted the Commission needs to decide whether the Amendment to Aggravated Sexual Abuse of a Child statute is a technical change or substantive change.  In Subsection 4 you find aggravating factors that aggravate the crime of sexual abuse of a child to aggravated sexual abuse of a child.  4e states the accused, prior to sentencing for this offense, was previously convicted of any felony, or of a misdemeanor involving a sexual offense.  Clark Harms raised the question of does this mean of any felony as one aggravator or of any misdemeanor involving a sexual offense, the comma suggests that’s how it could be read or was the language intended to mean any felony or any misdemeanor involving a prior sexual offense.  Should sexual abuse of a child be aggravated to aggravated sexual abuse of a child based on a prior theft felony or something like that.    

Motion:  Sim Gill made a motion to clarify the language consistent that not any felony would be constituted as aggravated sexual abuse rather for sexual felonies.  The motion was seconded by Rollin Cook and passed unanimously.
