1. Salty Pictures, Inc. may be eligible for a 25% incentive upon verification of meeting the criteria as adopted by the Go Utah Board and administered by the Governor’s Office of Economic Opportunity and the Utah Film Commission, including $1,000,000 minimum dollars left in state. Total incentive if all terms are met to the satisfaction of the Utah Film Commission, shall not exceed $250,000

All currency values have been rounded to the nearest dollar for the purpose of this summary only.

Industrial Assistance Account – Industry Support
Ben Hart presented information on a Go Utah effort to support industry associations in the state with funding from the Industrial Assistance Account. 

Motion: Jesse Turley moved to approve an Industrial Assistance Account grant in the amount of $500,000 for the support of targeted industry trade associations located in the state of Utah with no more than $200,000 going to any single entity. Associations must have significant industry buy-in but no matching funds are required. Steve Neeleman seconded the motion. The motion carried with Aye votes from Carine Clark, Steve Neeleman, Susan Johnson, Jesse Turley, Stephanie Bevans, Brigham Tomco, Heather Kahlert, and Kira Slawson.  No Nay votes were recorded.
