Brent Searle was in attendance and said he is representing Raymond Restrepo Correa the CEO of REV Energy Group. They are one of the largest solar panel manufacturing and engineering companies in the nation. Raymond said that in the last week or two there has been an opportunity to build a couple of factories in the United States and he would like to build in the basin, specifically in Ballard. Raymond continued by stating that this is a $100 million dollar capital investment for a $600,000 sq ft building, that would employ approximately 2,000 people.
Mayor Bob Abercrombie told Raymond that the first step would be to meet with Planning and Zoning with his plans and location and that this would require a public hearing for this big of a project.
Council Members all agreed that this would be a great opportunity for the city and the growth of the area.

3) 1500 E. DISCUSSION ROADWAY DISCUSSION –
Jeffrey Baker from Jones & DeMille said that the 1500 E. Waterline Project is underway going from 1000 S. towards Lagoon St. They will work until it gets colder, and more frost is in the ground.

4) ANIMAL CONTROL DISCUSSION
Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that feral cats are a problem around the Tri-County area and instead of euthanizing them the Uintah County Animal Control has opted to try trapping them, neuter and spaying them, and then releasing them back into the wild. Bob is wondering if Ballard City would like to donate to help with this type of program. It was decided that we speak with Council Member Nile Mathisen who is on the Animal Control Board and find out more specifics before we decide on a donation.

5) SERENITY PARK PROJECT UPDATE – 
Jeffrey Baker said that because now there is frost in the ground, and for quality reasons, they will now need to wait until spring to complete the Serenity Park project. They have been working hard to finish the sidewalks and finish getting road base down before they quit for the year.
