3:30 P.M. Shevelle Peterson called the meeting to order. 
Mr. Hunt :  informed the council of upcoming ACT registration for all Juniors.  The district will pay for all Juniors to take the ACT one time.  It is time for seniors to start filling out college applications and scholarship apps.  Question was asked about students (juniors) who have already taken the ACT.  Answer:  The district will pay for the ACT in the spring (March).  Have those students take it again.  Colleges will accept the best score.
Mr. Bailey reported on the Trust Land spending; things the school has acquired and are in the process of purchasing with those funds.  Discussed some technology the classrooms are beginning to acquire to enhance teaching, particularly digital presenters, smart boards and AirLiner (smart pads).
Mr. Bailey  expressed concern about the poor attendance at SEOP meeting held last week.  One problem suggested was parents are not always aware of events.  Mr. Bailey is considering purchasing some software that will automatically text parents (who have signed) up with pertinent information.   
Booster Club Linda Leavitt presented the amended proposals for Booster Club grants.  Paula Roberts made a motion to accept the revised proposals.  The revisions put the requests with in the funds available.  Motion passed.
Mr. Bailey   explained the school’s responsibility to North West Accreditation process.  A hand out was provided with a summary of the visiting teams recommendations from our last visit.  (condensed into 5 focus areas)  Mr. Bailey reported that many of those recommendations have been met due to the district adoption of NWEA (assessment program).  Currently the school is in the process of forming a team to work on collaboration projects to enhance the curriculum.  This team is scheduled to meet Wed., Dec. 16 to plan a collaboration week.  The week will be held in March.  Mr. Bailey asked for input from the Council on collaboration ideas.  
Question was asked why collaboration?  Mr. Bailey explained that trends in education show collaboration is important to make information relevant to students.  
Mr. Bailey presented an abbreviated version of the report he presented to the School Board last month to give the Council an overview of SSHS demographics, attndance records, academic progress, and good things happening.
