Council Member Kirk: 22 

 23 

• Thanked the staff for all the hard work that they do for the city. 24 

• Reported that a website committee has been formed. She and city staff members will be working with 25 

CivicPlus to update the city’s website.  26 

• Indicated that the committee that is helping with creating a skate park and pump track for the city, met 27 

recently, and are working on plans and an RFP. She mentioned that they are working to gather donations 28 

and grants to help with the project.  29 

• Attended the Cache Summit and commented that it was good to see how other Council Members from 30 

other cities manage their ongoing projects and events.  31 

• Is helping with the fiber Q&A and the portal improvement process to assist citizens with questions they 32 

might have about fiber and how to sign up.  33 

• Commented on a computer program the city is testing to help the city and City Council with organizing 34 

goals and setting future plans. 35 

• Reminded everyone that the Annual Tree Lighting celebration will be Thursday December 1st with the 36 

tree being lit at 7:00 pm.  37

• Reported that the Cache County Trails Committee recently met and that a new coordinator was appointed. 41 

The committee is working on the Bonneville Shoreline Trail and extending the trail to connect neighboring 42 

cities. Also commented that the committee is making progress on the Deep Canyon or Wayne’s Loop trail 43 

and were making progress.  44 

• Attended the Cache Bike Way meeting that was recently held and reported on their current and future 45 

plans.

• Has been attending the Legislative Policy Committee meetings and that they are working on creating 50 

finance options for developers and streamlining the subdivision process. 51 

• Attended the Broadband Assistance meeting where they discussed the Affordable Connectivity Program 52 

and reviewed with the Council the eligibility requirements and that if anyone wanted more information, 53

• Reported that the Historic Preservation Commission is concerned about having enough funds to complete 58 

their remaining two historical markers and have asked him to see if the Council could help. Indicated that 59 

price for the markers has doubled since the last one. Commented that the Commission is exploring 60 

different options for funds and reducing the cost. Council member Speth asked Council if the city has a 61 

way to help the Historic Preservation Committee with funds.  62 

• Commented that the HPC is still in the process of acquiring the Ev Thrope painting from the Astle Family 63 

to hopefully display here in the Council room.  64 

• Emergency preparedness meeting was cancelled this month. The Cache Valley Transit meeting is being 65 

held tonight.  66 

• Reported to Council that the emergency preparedness brochures and refrigerator magnets have been well 67 

received and appreciated by the community.  68

Stated that some citizens were wondering if we could get the city newsletter 77 

down on the front counter. Staff indicated that the city did have the newsletter available at the front 78 

counter.

• Mayor Alder opened the floor for public comment.  115 

• Bob Washburn, Providence City Resident, commented that he believes that the historical markers 116 

are very valuable and are a great addition to the city. He also asked Council if there was something 117 

that could be done with the road heading South on 850 E in the Little Baldy area and referenced a 118 

car accident that happened a several years ago where a car was unable to stop and ran into a fence 119 

between he and his neighbors house.  120 

• Staff indicated that they would look at the area and see if something can be done.  121 

• Sharell Eames, Providence City Resident, commented on the recent public hearings that were had 122 

regarding the Vineyard annexation and zone designation and referenced the minutes of those 123 

hearings where it was stated that the public in general were ok with the 74-lot plan. Commented 124 

on the statements that were made by Council during those hearings regarding Vineyards booth at 125 

the City Celebration and how the citizens seemed to be on board with their plans. Asked Council 126 

to report what they believe is the purpose of public hearings during their next Council meeting.

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• Mayor Alder called item 2, gave a brief introduction, and indicated that Cameron Olson a CPA for 136 

Aycock, Miles & Associates was in attendance via zoom to review with Council the city’s recent 137 

audit. 138 

• Cameron Olson introduced himself a began the audit presentation by letting the Council and city 139 

know that overall, everything was in compliance and looked really good.  140 

• Indicated to Council that last year’s previous recommendations that they made to the city were 141 

followed this year which was really great to see.  142 

• Mr. Olson reviewed with the Council the General Fund account and its property tax revenue 143 

increase, total expenditures, and their change in fund balance. 144 

• He discussed the cities enterprise funds which were mainly water and fiber and that everything 145 

looked good there. Reviewed with Council the operating and non-operating funds and their 146 

positive incomes and expenses. 147 

• Parties discussed the city’s capital assets for the year and the activity that took place there including 148 

land rights, construction in process, business funds and long-term debt.  149 

• Mr. Olson discussed with the Council the city’s overall financial position indicating that no 150 

findings were found and that they were in compliance with State requirements, again indicated 151 

that everything looked good.  152 

• Council member Paulsen asked about lower revenue figures on the culinary water. Ryan Snow 153 

responded that the Council previously agreed to lower the base rate which is why they see that 154 

decrease. 155 

• Mayor Alder thanked Mr. Olson and his company for all their work and called for a motion .  156

➢ Item No.____3__    Providence City Code 5-1-22(B) & 5-1-29 Amendment: Providence City Council 172 

will take comments and questions on proposed amendments to Providence City Code 5-1-22(b) public 173 

nuisances prohibited & PCC 5-1-29 loud or offensive animals, penalty. Amendment seeks to comply 174 

with HB 202 changing criminal penalties for animal violations from a Class C Misdemeanor to an 175 

Infraction. 176 

 177 

• Mayor Alder called item 3, gave a brief introduction and asked Ty Cameron to give an overview 178 

of the amendment.  179 
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• Ty Cameron indicated that the purpose of the ordinance was so that the city can be in compliance 180 

with a new bill that was passed. The new bill, House Bill 202 takes animal or pet offenses from a 181 

misdemeanor to an infraction. He indicated that because of the recent codification staff waited 182 

until the codification was complete before bringing this to Council. Mr. Cameron discussed the 183 

differences between a misdemeanor and an infraction and indicated that because the city 184 

contracts with the County for policing services the officers were already complying with the new 185 

bill.   186 

• Mayor Alder opened the floor for public comment.  187 

• No comments were made. Mayor Alder closed the public comment portion of this item. 188 

(44 MIN. 40 SEC.) 189 

➢ Item No.____4_   __Providence City Bike Lane Improvements and Routes: Providence City Council 190 

will take comments and questions regarding bike lane improvements and routes per the approved 2020 191 

Transportation Master Plan. (BIKE LANE MAP) 192 

 193 

• Mayor Alder called item 4, gave a brief introduction and asked Ryan Snow to give an overview 194 

of the plans.  195 

• Ryan Snow discussed with Council the general plan that was approved back in 2020 which 196 

included a bike lane route. Showed Council the proposed bike path and indicated that the city 197 

had received a grant to help complete the improvements and route.  198 

• Mr. Snow discussed with Council the road widths and what would be allowed based on the 199 

current route; indicated that because Center Street was so steep the engineers provided a loop 200 

route to accommodate and stated that staff was open to modifications.  201 

• Mayor Alder opened the floor for public comment.  202 

• Jomone Ochoa, Providence City Resident, commented that her house was along this bike route 203 

and personally objected to not being allowed to park in front of her house per the bike lane plans. 204 

She commented that no study has ever been done to indicate how much use the roads get with 205 

bikers. She also indicated that she objects to only being given a few days’ notice of the hearing 206 

and plans for the bike lane route. Ms. Ochoa commented on the route and the no parking zones. 207 

Requested that homeowners in the area be given more time to comment and more notice of such 208 

public hearings.  209 

• Kerry Green, Providence City Resident, commented on the bike route and steep hills in the area. 210 

Requested that the roads be a shared road for parking and bikes. Indicated that having no parking 211 

on the road adversely affects the homes in the area. Recommended that the council look into 212 

shared space.  213 

• Ryan Snow commented and clarified that the sharrow lanes shown were shared roads for parking 214 

and bikes but indicated that due to the width of some of the roads they would be unable to make 215 

them sharrow roads. Mr. Snow indicated that these plans were for the stripping of the roads and 216 

nothing else, the city would not be able to widen the roads.  217 

• Parties discussed no parking zones and requirements.  218 

• John Roberts, Providence City Resident, commented on the bike lane, lack of bikers who use 219 

these roads, traffic in area, and no parking zones. Stated that he believes there is a way to make it 220 

work so that there is some road parking with a bike lane.  221 

• Parties discussed the narrow road that goes down along the LDS church and finding ways for the 222 

public to participate as they try to figure out a solution.  223

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• Staff indicated that the comment period ends at the end of the month so there is plenty of time 224 

for residents to make comments and suggestions.  225 

• Jim Roberts, Providence City Resident, commented on the steep hills in the area and the sharp 226 

corner near his house where accidents seem to be frequent. Commented on possibly installing 227 

water way dips to slow cars down.  228 

• Bob Washburn, Providence City Resident, commented that in the summer he sees lots of bikes in 229 

that area and believes that there is enough room on the East side of the road to have a double 230 

bike lane. Indicated that there is a lot of dangerous traffic in the area not only with cars but with 231 

kids on scooters and four wheelers. 232 

• Council member Speth commented that he traveled the streets of Logan City to see what they do 233 

and stated that there is a variety of ways to make a bike route work whether it be double lanes, 234 

bike lane on one side with parking on the other side. Stated that there are different options they 235 

can use and thinks its important to work with residents to find a solution.  236 

• Council member Paulsen agreed with council member Speth and would like to talk to the 237 

residents in the area to see what they are seeing and find out what could work.  238 

• Council member Kirk commented that the parks and trails plan was approved two years ago with 239 

input from the residents. 240 

• Jomone Ochoa commented that she did not know of these plans when she moved into her house 241 

and believes she should have been made aware during the building or permit process.  242 

• Council member Nebeker stated that residents don’t want to be told they can’t park in front of 243 

their houses.  244
