VII. Adjournment
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Call to Order
Mark Morris calls the Sugar House Park Authority Board meeting to order at 6:00 pm.  He explains persons are to appear before the board when making requests for special events to answer any board questions.

Board members present are:  Mark Morris, Wayne Johnson, Elizabeth MacGregor, Chad Anderson, Alden Breinholt, George Sumner, Joedy Lister, Lauren Shurman and Mark Kittrell.
No board members are absent.
County staff member, Craig Cheney, is present.

Approval of Special Event and Athletic Field Use Requests

Laura Steffens, U. of U. Diabetes 5K
This is the first event the Pharmacy Dept. has held an event at the park.  It will be a 5K Run for Your Life event with an auction afterwards.  They will provide information about diabetes.  If they bring a tent, it will be placed on concrete.  They will have a race clock and have a radio station providing music for their event.

Wayne makes a motion to approve this event request to be held on April 12.
Alden seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.

Ann Weaver, Carden Memorial School
Ann reviews the three events they are requesting to hold at the park this year.  These are the same as they have held for the past 8 years.

Alden makes a motion to approve these event requests to be held on April 25, May 30 and September 26.
George seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Heidi Sanger, Rise Family Services
Heidi is requesting their event for May 17, but this conflicts with the Arthritis Foundation’s request date.  Heidi decides to take their second alternate date of May 10.  Their event raises money for playground and sports equipment.

Chad seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Marek Shon, UT Crit Series Racing
Marek says his event holds bike races on the park road.  He is requesting May 24, Memorial Day weekend, and this year is the Utah Master’s Championship.  
Wayne asks if the asphalt condition of the road has been a problem.  Marek says no.  Marek goes on to say that he has talked to the Health Department about use of their PA system.  Last year a number of complaints were received about it.   
Marek needs to post signs a week in advance to notify the public about the park being closed to vehicular traffic.

Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.
Heidi Moreton, Girls on the Run
Heidi says this will be the same event as last year where they had the police stop traffic into the park for about 15 minutes when their running event begins.  She had originally requested to have the park road closed, but realized that this would cause a lot of congestion around the park’s neighborhood.

George makes a motion to approve the Girls on the Run event for May 31.
Lauren seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Brittney Bannon, Foundation Fighting Blindness
Erin Geller is here to represent Foundation Fighting Blindness.  This the 6th(?) year of their 5K VisionWalk and they will have family activities afterward including inflatables, clowns, School of Rock and snow cones.  They will also serve breakfast and lunch for the participants.  Their organization raises funds for a cure for retinal degenerative diseases.  Erin also says they will have guide dogs on leashes

Lauren makes a motion to approve the Foundation Fighting Blindness event on June 28.
Joedy seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Kim Zarkin, Sugar House Farmer’s Market
(no show)

Andrea Davis, Children’s Tumor Foundation
Andrea is requesting to hold their NF Walk, just 1 lap around the park walkway, to support families and individuals with Neurofibromatosis.
She also comments that the pavilion was wet last year.

Joedy makes a motion to approve the Children’s Tumor Foundation event on August 23.
Mark K. seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Renee Chase, U of U Susan Sandoval Run
Renee is requesting to hold their 8th annual Susan Sandoval Run for Her Life event, which is a culmination of a three-day conference on ovarian cancer and is sponsored by the U’s OB/GYN Dept.  Funds raised are for their research lab and to provide survivor support.  Renee explains that this is more of a walk than a run.  They would like to restrict access on the road going to the pavilion.   

Alden makes a motion to approve the Susan Sandoval Run event on September 6.
George seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Dede Fluette, Rocky Mountain Care Foundation

Margo Thurman, Epilepsy Alliance of Utah
Margo is requesting to hold a Seize the Night 5K fun run event on September 6 that would start after sundown.  This is their second year.  The board asks if this is a safe event being held in the dark. Margo says the event went well last year; she would also like to bring in a DJ so they could dance to music.

Wayne makes a motion to approve this event on the evening of September 6 at the Big Field Pavilion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Kelli Wright, CureSearch for Children’s Cancer
Kelli is requesting to hold their CureSearch Walk Fundraiser.  This will be the third year they have held their event.  Kelli says their October 5 event last year was cold.

Mark K. makes a motion to approve the CureSearch for Children’s Cancer event on September 27.
George seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

Lauren makes a motion to approve the November 14 meeting minutes.
Mark K. seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed; Alden abstains.


Financial Matters
Elizabeth MacGregor

The statements for October, November and December need to be approved.

The October statement wasn’t approved at the November meeting due to discrepancies.  The figures now marked in red show the correct values. 

Alden makes a motion to approve the October financial statements summary.
Joedy seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.


There was no activity during November.  The December summary shows a $140,000 payment from Salt Lake City, which was transferred to the PTIF Capital Improvements account.  A payment was made to Salt Lake County for the second half of the maintenance payment.  It wasn’t cashed in December.  $77k was transferred into the checking account in order to facilitate a net transfer of about $100k out of the checking account.

Finally, Wells Fargo is now assessing a $3.50 fee for check imaging.  Will they waive this fee?

George makes a motion to approve the November and December financial statements summaries.
Chad seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  9 in favor, none opposed.

	Wayne provides a park status update:

Pond Apron
Stallings has finished the concrete work on the pond apron and is just waiting for it to cure before the pond can be refilled and then later drained again when freezing weather starts.
	
Restrooms
A pre-construction meeting will be held on January 22 for the new restroom.  
The same design company has been approached for work on the second restroom, but no progress is being made.  The funding has been approved by both the County and City.  The construction of the second restroom could also be done this year.

Fire Hydrants
The leaky fire hydrant near the central restroom is now frozen.  Nothing can be done until next spring.  

	Parley’s Trail
The dead/dying trees will be replaced as per contract.

Draw
So far the winter weather is not stopping construction of the tunnel.  It will definitely be completed by May 1, probably sooner. 

George asks if they still plan on moving trees from the Sugar House business district to the park.  No update from RDA; the trees don’t look that good and they may not survive the transplant.

President’s Report
Mark M. makes the following comments:
· Darla Anderson, Utah Association of Garden Clubs, posted their financials in Google Docs.
· Chad, Lauren and Mark M. met with the Salt Lake School District a couple of weeks ago regarding Highland High’s proposed new baseball field.  Any agreement would most likely involve a boundary re-alignment.  There is no design yet, but we are going to propose a “green” terraced wall on the west side facing the park.
