RE: Eagles Gate Subdivision Park Improvement Project

The Eagle Mountain City Parks & Recreation Advisory Board respectfully recommends the following Eagles
Gate Subdivision Park Improvement project. The proposal was presented to the Advisory Board during the
11/14/2013 board meeting. The Board voted unanimously to recommend the project to EMC City Council and
the Mayor. A summary of the request is as follows:

History — Eagles Gate East Park in the Eagles Gate subdivision was completed in approximately 2008. Park
amenities include a play structure surrounded by a curb with wood chips. Two benches are located around the
play area. A volleyball court was completed in the northeast corner in the original plan. The volleyball court is
no longer used.

Proposal — The Eagles Gate Subdivision proposes to convert the volleyball court into a concrete pad for the
purpose of a basketball court with another sporting activity such as an inline/roller hockey pad.

Approximate Costs —

Site Prep $ 2,000

85'x565’ concrete pad $15,200 (4,675 x $3.25)

Basketball Goals $ 4,000 (2 Standards @ $2,000)

Hockey Nets $ 500 (2 Nets @ $250)

Paint Markings (lines) $ 1,000 (Different color lines for each sport)

Misc. Contingency $ 1,300 (cost of concrete/labor or possibly a storage shed)
Total $24,000

Court Size — The approximate size of a high school basketball court is 84'x50’. The approximate size of an
inline roller hockey rink is 75'x50°. Proposed concrete pad size; 85'x55’.

Request — Based on an estimated total cost of $24,000, Eagles Gate requests Eagle Mountain City provide
matching funds up to a maximum of $12,000 to construct a combination basketball and inline roller hockey rink

in the Eagles Gate East Park. The additional $12,000 in matching funds will come from the Ranches HOA and
fund raising by the Eagles Gate community.
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
