 Ag Optimization Program.  Discussed the ranking methods and why some projects were not funded.  A new sign-up will be in the spring.  Zone one was funded $8,527,600 which was 40% of money.  

ARTLE- getting tapped down, raised interest rates to 2.75%, A lot of the AG Optimization are coming in for ARTLE Loans.  

Pollinator program will accept applications for this year, will receive more funding this year.  Was hoping to be able to hire and coordinator for this program this year but that was not approved.
