Discussion Of Water Conservancy District Board Vacancy With Don Winterton
Mr. Don Winterton stated that he feels that the purpose and function of the water district is to deal with countywide water projects; for example, you may have a culinary company that wants a waterline and that involves a large district to do the coordination. His roll in representing a certain area of the board is that he will be representing the entire county and not just one certain area. Water isn’t getting any cheaper, we need to develop now. If there is going to be any growth, we need to plan for the future. He has no major agenda for his roll on the district, but enjoys working with water. If he gets outvoted his obligation would be to support the project and the district and try to make it work.
Chairman Peatross stated that the commission appreciates Mr. Don Winterton’s interest. The district is facing tough challenges and we are to provide the resources the best we can.

Mr. Don Winterton stated that he loves a small community. For his family to be able to live here; there has to be room for growth and we have to provide enough water for everyone. It will cost money, but we have to pick up slack.

Commissioner Wood stated that we appreciate the job Mr. Don Winterton does on the Transportation Special Service District.

Discussion Of Water Conservancy District Board Vacancy With Bruce Dart
Mr. Dart stated that he views the purpose and function of the board is that they ought to be promoting water in certain areas and that he has a few issues with the new treatment plant and pipeline. He feels there are a few rubber stamps on the district and that he is not the typical person in the flock. His experience can help water projects in the future. From being around water districts he can see what needs to happen. The pipeline is a necessity for the future and feels there is a lot more grant money to help fund it; we have been told that this is a once in a lifetime opportunity, but disagrees. He doesn’t think that everyone needs to pay for it, those who won’t use it shouldn’t have to pay. Newfield is one of the major factors and is creating the need for the water so they should pay.

Chairman Peatross stated that the oilfield indirectly benefits us and feels that grants are good but if we would have to backup would Mr. Dart kill the project or try to back track.

Mr. Dart replied by stating that he wouldn’t kill it, but not just one district can pay for it.

Chairman Peatross stated that the commission appreciates Mr. Dart’s interest and that the district is in a crucial stage at this point. 
Commissioner Wood stated that we have good candidates to choose from, they are all good, solid citizens.
