Approval of the Tropic Town Board meeting minutes –September 2022 Minutes
Mike made a motion to approve, Sydney seconded the motion, and the motion carried. 

Approval of the Agenda
Travis asked to be added to the agenda regarding one of his buildings catching on fire.  Gene made a motion to amend the agenda to include Travis’s fire. Mike seconded the motion and the motion carried. 

1. Community & Public Comment

· BV Elementary Sixth graders-Washington DC Trip
6th graders explained why they are going and what the trip would intel. Also explaining that they are a little short to be able to have each of the kids paid for.  Mike suggested paying what we paid last year ($1500.00) and stated that if they are still short to let us know.  
Mike made a motion to approve a donation to the 6th grade Washington DC trip of $1500.00.  Sydney seconded the motion and the motion carried. 

· Kathryn Pollock-Community Concern
Kathryn brought up a safety concern regarding the dumpsters on both sides of Center Street.  The dumpsters are there to accommodate the businesses on Center but they stick out a little too far blocking views for the cars that are pulling out of the businesses. Kathryn also thinks it takes away from our town’s beautification. Travis said he will contact the Waste Company to see if they can move them to a different location. 
· Austin LeFevre Business Licenses.
Not in attendance. (Dani talked to Triton, Austin’s business partner, earlier today. Triton was going to attend, and Dani told him they need to attend Planning and Zoning first 


2. Planning Commission

· Berkley Thompson-Residential building permit
Berkley previously got approved by the planning commission to add some concrete work done so he can and move his current metal rv storage building to a more permanent spot. Mike made a motion to approve, Gene seconded the motion and the motion carried. 

· Doyle Jolley Re approval of building permit. 
Doyle stated that it’s actually not a renewal, but that this is for his actual house. Planning committee approved the building permit. Gene made a motion to approve, Mike seconded the motion and the motion carried. 

· Sherrell Ott- deed water and sewer 
Sherrell wanted to update the Town Board on how his subdivision is coming along. Gene mentioned he will need street signs and stop signs for his streets. Mayor stated that Sherrell will also need get the streets chip sealed.  Sherrell mentioned that he went to the county and the county told him that if the Town of Tropic would accept the road, the county would chip seal it at the request of the town. This will all be at Sherrill Ott’s expense. Mayor requested a letter of confirmation from the County along with an estimate. Sherrell will bring a check for the streets to the town along with a letter of commitment as confirmation from the county. Then he can move forward with the approval. Discussion on the water meters for the Ott Subdivision. People that buy the lots can’t get a water/sewer connection without having a building permit in place. Sydney mentioned that once Sherrell meets all the requirements, we could call an emergency meeting if needed, so that Lacy can move forward. A motion was made by Mike to approve the water and sewer, pending the bacteria samples and a sign off by Brett. Sydney seconded the motion and the motion carried. Motion carried. 

· Lacy Post 
Not in attendance. (Sherrell needs streets approved before she can build.)
Travis wants to add Lacy on the agenda for the next posted meeting so she can get approval as well as have any questions answered that she might have.

· Joey Shakespeare- building questions
· 
Joey’s question is if he can get town approval to extend the sewer main about 800 feet to a piece of land he is buying. Mayor LeFevre stated that the town would not be able to extend the sewer main, but that they could do it at their own expense. Travis mentioned, that the only requirements the city would have would be there would need to be an easement put in by a licensed contractor and built up to standards.
Travis LeFevre
Travis stated that after working with engineers and building departments, he found that he will need to re construct the whole building that recently caught fire. With contractors and city and county approvals, etc., it will put him clear into next summer on building the new building.  The fire didn’t completely destroy the building so Travis is hoping to do temporary repairs, returning the building back to its functioning state.  Travis also brought a proposal for the new building that he will come in later to get a building permit.  

3. Employee Report
Dani and Syd attended a Business License conference to learn about rules and ordinances on Utah business licensing. 
Syd brought up IRA for the employees. Cassie will look up in the hand book and see what it says the Town will do.  Gene made a motion to increase wages to Brett, Dani and Cassie, 2.00 per hour. Syd 2nded the motion and the motion carried.

Hiring a maintenance Worker 
Gene talked to Andy about snow removal etc. He is pretty busy but would be willing if we have snow and need help.

4. Animal Control/Licenses

5. Financial Warrants

      ● Approval of warrants
Cassie went over and explained all of the financial warrants.  Travis mentioned getting an inventory tracking sheet made for all our maintenance supplies and parts. Gene stated that there should be one in place. Dani will ask Brett about that. Mike made a motion to approve the Financial Warrants, Gene 2nded the motion and the motion carried. 



6. Culinary/Sewer
Discussion on the well that recently got up and running… Is it possible to pump the well under our current infrastructure. Mike suggests running the pump six months out of the year to keep the ponds full even if it’s just to protect our resource. Travis suggested that in the spring we turn it on and let it run for a full month even if it’s to fill the pond and see what it does.  Syd stated that the water budget is in the hole $6000 and that the well will not be self-funding, so they would need to charge additional fees.  

7. Roads/Street
Cody will bring more asphalt for the streets. There are some trees on the streets that are a hazard.  Dani will call and get some bids on getting them trimmed. 

8. Transportation 
Mayor stated that the truck sold and the next step would to look at buying a maintenance truck and a small feasible town car. 
9. Parks/Recreation
Dani will contact and work with Laree on the park plan and grants etc. Baseball Park is in need of a new garage door which is in the budget. 
10. Heritage Center
Travis gave an update on the Senior Citizen center. The hood and the Ansel system are scheduled to be put in next week in the commercial kitchen. Discussion about getting a plot plan with an engineer to see what we could do on the HC grounds where the barn is. 

11. Fire Department
Syd gave an update from talking to Ron about the controlled burn complaint. Ron had approved the burn but he also said the fire department will be on standby next time.
