Mayor Randy Christensen called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Opening prayer/Pledge of Allegiance:
Councilmember Pace led the pledge of allegiance.
Councilmember Stanley led the prayer.

Approval of Minutes:
Councilmember Pace motioned to accept the meeting and work session minutes of November 8, 2022, as written. Councilmember Warren seconded the motion to approve the meeting and work session minutes of November 8, 2022, as written. The vote to of the council to approve the meeting and work session minutes was unanimous. 

Councilmember Pace motioned to accept the work session minutes of November 15, 2022, as written. Councilmember Warren seconded the motion to approve the work session minutes of November 15, 2022, as written. The vote to of the council to approve the meeting and work session minutes was unanimous. 

 Secretary/Treasurer Report:
Secretary/Treasurer Michelle Dalton reported that she contacted three people for a bid to install a safety window by the front desk. Only one person, Dan Woodland came and gave a bid. His estimated bid was $7153.00. Had recent surgery and may have to delay for a couple of weeks, but will begin construction on the window in a few weeks.


Finance Report:
Recorder Alicia Hills distributed the disbursement report for 11/09/2022 through 11/22/2022. There were no questions concerning the report. Councilmember Warren reported that the purchase of a work truck was on the disbursement listing. He and Water and Gas Operator Bryson Downey drove to Milford to pick it up. It only cost $9,500 and was under budget.

Gas and Water Report:
Troy Painter reported that he fixed the fire hydrant on 200 West, and it is now in service.

Painter also reported that he was approached by the contractor who is building a home in the Howard Newton minor subdivision who wants his excavator to run a 4-inch main from the house down to Platt Lane. Between that lot there will be two other lots that will need service, and Painter recommended that a manhole “T” be put in on Platt Lane and run and 8-inch line and have the manhole dead ended at the house because there will be future buildings built. If the road is every paved, it will just have to be torn up again. They will have to cut the manhole in where they put the “T” for the 4-inch line, and it will be a problem. It is 17 feet deep right there and we don’t want it to be a problem area. Councilmember Mecham reported that he was also contacted, and it will be a 4 inch to an 8 inch which will be a little more cost for the pipe. Painter also voiced concern about a fire hydrant since it should be 500 feet from the nearest fire hydrant. The nearest hydrant is currently at Steve Newton’s house on the north side of the road. He said that it would be a major concern because with manholes, that is the only place to change directions for a plug or a block, and a 4-inch line won’t pack two houses, especially for that distance. Painter stated, “I know that it might not be a concern right now, but in the future, it will cause problems and we should get on top of it now.” 
Mayor Christensen suggested having Planning and Zoning review the plans and verify what needs to happen. 

Gas and Water Operator Bryson Downey introduced himself and requested tools for the recently purchased water and gas truck. Mayor Christensen told him to get a list together with a price and submit it to the finance director.

Sewer: Councilmember Mecham reported that he had not heard anything new concerning the sewer. Councilmember Stanley suggested looking back through the minutes to see when the funding was approved for the pumps at the sewer plant. Councilmember Mecham reported that they have one pump in the works of being fixed and they are waiting for its completion before any other pumps can be removed and fixed.  Councilmember Mecham reported that sewer worker Jeff Elbert texted him and the other pumps are running, and the parts should be there any time now to fix the one that is pulled out. Downey suggested ordering the parts in advance. 


Recorder Report:
Recorder Alicia Hills presented the current fence permit and code. She requested further clarification on how to define the fence code. Councilmember Mecham suggested adding to the code that the fence must sit 30 feet from the property line. The council agreed and Recorder Hills will work on a public hearing to get the code updated.

Recorder Hills also requested clarification on whether groups are allowed to use the community center for free of charge. The council agreed that it needed to be fair for all and did not allow free use.

Council Business:
Councilmember Mecham reported that garbage day will be on Friday this week instead of Thursday this week. It has been posted on the community Facebook page and the website and the bulletin board at the post office.

Councilmember Warren reported that the fire hydrant is fixed along with a valve, so the entire line does not have to be shut off for future repair.  He also he picked up a truck yesterday, the repairs of the road by the post office went very well, the gas and water department received their new meter locator which will save time and money, and he welcomed Bryson Downey to the Mona City team.
  
Councilmember Pace reported that Tony Openshaw is cleaning up the park and raking the leaves, and he helped with the fire hydrant, and he and will start burning at the green waste next week.

Councilmember Christensen said that the T Mobile grant is done and will be submitted before the 31st of December. He is waiting on bids and the council gave him names of contractors to contact.

Christensen also said that Tyler Faddis of Jones and Demille called him and said there is an opportunity for technical support for the UDOT Grant for a transportation master plan and it is a 6.7% grant loan. Tyler said he put the Mona’s name on the list, and Jones and Demille can finish most of it for us for the city. Councilmember Christensen said that he has not seen any numbers for it yet, but the application must be submitted by December. He will call Tyler tomorrow and follow up on it.  

Councilmember Stanley reported that she is putting up the Christmas decorations tomorrow, but they will not be turned on after Thanksgiving. 

Councilmember Stanley reported that the application for the Mona Recreation coordinator was posted last week. There have not been any responses yet, but the position will still be open for another week.  

Councilmember Stanley also stated that the Utah OHV law will be changing, and effective January 2023 youth under age 18 will be required by state law to have an OHV card to ride on trails, public lands, and roads. She said that she will talk with the sheriff and get a spring session set up for the training.

Mayor Christensen reported that he had a meeting last evening with the Nephi Council and he will plan a work session concerning it. He said that the meeting was concerning Mona’s annexation growth area as well as Nephi’s growth area. Mayor Christensen said that he is waiting for more information on the gas and then will get the work session scheduled.
