

MINUTES
MANTI CITY COUNCIL MEETING
February 5, 2014
6:30 P.M.


Mayor Korry Soper in chair and presiding.  Roll call showed Councilmembers Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett, Vaun Mickelsen, Ryan Phelps and Jason Vernon present.  The Mayor welcomed all present and led them in the pledge of allegiance.  

Mayor Soper asked Administrator Kent Barton to explain the proposed increase to camping fees at the city park.  Barton explained that we allow camping at the park only during the two weeks of the Pageant.  He continued explaining the $5 tent fee and $7 dollar trailer fees we charge campers were calculated many years ago and have not been adjusted for inflation.  Meanwhile the city’s costs for garbage collection, restroom maintenance and supplies have increased.  Also, the city now dedicates security personnel at the park for 5 hours each night of the pageant due to vandalism that has occurred in past years.  As a result of these costs, Barton proposed that the rates be increased as follows:
	
Tents (under 50 square feet)		$  7
	Tents (over 50 square feet)		$10
	Trailers (under 24 feet)		$12
	Trailers (over 24 feet)			$15

After discussion the consensus seemed to support the increase.  The Mayor called for a motion to increase camping fees at the park as presented.  The motion was made by Darren Dyreng and seconded by Vaun Mickelsen.  Councilmembers voting “aye”: Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett, Vaun Mickelsen, Ryan Phelps and Jason Vernon.  Councilmembers voting “nay”: none.

The Mayor then directed that discussion be turned to the possibility of applying for a Utah State History (CLG) Grant.  Kent Barton referenced the copies of the grant application, which were included in the packet.  The grant is available to municipalities in the state to be used for structures on the historic register.  Barton explained that he had successfully applied for the same grant last year for re-roofing of the Legion Hall.  Barton explained that he would like to apply for the grant this year for upgrades to “Old City Hall” including refinishing of the wood floors on the main level and replacement of the railing and balustrades, which are failing.  The maximum grant that may be applied for is $10,000 and it is structured as a 50% matching grant.  After some discussion, the Mayor called for a motion that the city apply for a CLG grant of up to $10,000.  Jason Vernon made the motion, which was seconded by Jason Maylett.   Councilmembers voting “aye”: Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett, Vaun Mickelsen, Ryan Phelps and Jason Vernon.  Councilmembers voting “nay”: none.
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Under continuing business Kent Barton reported that Dale Nielsen was working on getting signs installed for 4-way stops west of the elementary school on 200 West at 100 South and Union.  He said that Dale had requested appropriate time to research sign placement guidelines and once that was done the signs would go up.  Barton also reported that Dale would arrange for painting of the crosswalks on 200 West near the school, as well as double striping on 100 South once the weather conditions warmed.  Barton also reported that parking restriction signs had recently been installed on both sides of Main Street between Union and 100 South streets, and also that new signs directing motorists to the city park would be placed for north and southbound traffic along Main Street within the coming weeks.

Mayor Soper asked if any of the Council had items to report.  

Jason Maylett reported on recent training exercises that were conducted at the old “Boys Club” building directed west of the library.  Maylett also updated the Council on plans for the building to be used as a regional fire training facility.

Councilmember Dyreng reported that he had recently talked with Alan Justesen concerning replacements to the MIBA committee structure, and said had a personnel issue for discussion in closed session.

Councilmember Vernon pointed out that we should identify a couple to work as assistants to 4th of July Chairpersons, Mike and Suzy Howell.  Jason Maylett, agreed to talk to the Howells and inquire if they have suggestions.

Mayor Soper reported on the UMPA board meeting of January 21st.  He updated the Council on the purpose and status of the rate stabilization fund, and reported that the fund  balance is currently at about $3,000,000.  The Mayor also told the Council that the association would have some big decisions coming in 2017 when some current generating contracts expire.  He said that more information regarding options would be presented at the membership meeting in March and encouraged council members to free their schedules if possible so they could participate in that discussion.

The Mayor then asked if the Council noted any changes to be made to the draft version minutes of the special Council Meeting of January 29th, 2014.  After no changes were noted, Vaun Mickelsen made the motion to accept the minutes of the special Council Meeting of January 29th be accepted as presented.  Ryan Phelps seconded.  Councilmembers voting “aye”: Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett, Vaun Mickelsen, Ryan Phelps and Jason Vernon.  Councilmembers voting “nay”: none.

Mayor Soper then asked the Council if any corrections were needed for the draft version minutes of the regular Council Meeting of January 15th, 2014.  Two typographical changes were noted after which the mayor called for a motion to accept the minutes as
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corrected.  Jason Vernon made that motion, which was seconded by Ryan Phelps.  Councilmembers voting “aye”: Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett, Vaun Mickelsen, Ryan Phelps and Jason Vernon.  Councilmembers voting “nay”: none.

Administrator Kent Barton reported on the following:  
· The CDBG grant application is in process and he expects to complete it by this Friday.
· Referenced copy of CLG Grant – application in packet
· Confirmed that the council representative to the Manti Ephraim Airport is Jason Vernon.
· 2 hour parking signs installed on Main between Union and 1st South
· The recent legislative water rally.
· Latest Snotell report indicates we are at about 60% of average - includes recent storms.
· 7” water at Thistle Flat
· Indicated he has talked with Irrigation Co. and we will likely have watering restrictions earlier this summer.
· Irrigation company has started placing meters for residential watering
· Upcoming Conferences
· Rural Water – Feb 24 – 28 
· UMPA – Mar 27 – 29
· ULCT – Apr 9 - 11
· Asked council members to let him or JoAnn Otten know if they think they may be planning to attend so that room reservations can be made.   
· Stated that he had issues dealing with personnel and property negotiation for discussion in closed session.

The Mayor called for a motion to move into closed session to discuss property negotiation and personnel matters. Ryan Phelps made that motion, Vaun Mickelsen seconded.  Councilmembers voting “aye”: Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett, Vaun Mickelsen, Ryan Phelps and Jason Vernon.  Councilmembers voting “nay”: none.


REGULAR MEETING RESUMED FOLLOWING EXECUTIVE SESSION.

The bills were presented for payment. Following review by the Mayor and Council, 
Councilmember Maylett moved that they be paid as presented and as money becomes available.  Seconded by Councilmember Mickelsen.  Councilmembers voting “aye”: Darren Dyreng, Jason Maylett, Vaun Mickelsen, Ryan Phelps and Jason Vernon.  Councilmembers voting “nay”: none.
