SELECTION OF MAYOR PRO TEM

Councilmember Peterson nominated Councilmember Thompson be considered for the position of mayor pro tem. The nomination was unanimously approved. 

PUBLIC COMMENT

Don Dunbar, Brigham City – Mr. Dunbar expressed concern with UTOPIA. If the government has the internet it would be another monopoly, similar to water, sewer and electricity. The federal government may come in and take it or shut it down any time they want. He asked the Council if they really want to do this with a service that really has not been a service. It has bankrupted the City. There has been nothing but problems and throwing good money after bad. It is $400M among 11 cities to add onto it. If it was such a good idea like cell phones, it would sell in the private sector. He looked into the investment bank, The MacQuarie Group, and read that they are in 28 countries and have 13,900 employees. In U.S. dollars they have $359 billion under management. He asked if the City really wants to get involved with this company and pour good money after bad. MacQuarie Bank Limited maintains representative cities in the State of Illinois, New York, Texas, but is not authorized to conduct business in the United States. People living on the Wasatch Front are gullible, naive, trusting, all want to do good and are vulnerable.  Yes, vulnerable to another scam. A local newspaper editor told Mr. Dunbar he wants UTOPIA; he wants faster internet service and more bandwidth, but he wants it at someone else’s expense. That is socialism, everyone paying for everyone else’s bills. It does not work. It has failed in every country it has been in and now it is in the U.S. He told the Council to let this die. It is not an essential service. 

DeAnna Hardy, County – Ms. Hardy said there are different definitions of “smart meters.” Regardless of the definition, these new digital meters are causing health issues all over the country which is being ignored by elected representatives and power companies. Power companies are using distortion tactics when someone has a health issue with the meters. The individual has to pay $283 to have the meter removed and $22/month to have the analog meter read every month. They never asked for these meters to be installed on their home; it was done without their consent. Now a portion of her home is rendered unusable for sleeping conditions due to the radio frequency electromagnetic radiation that she is sensitive to. Rocky Mountain Power is violating her constitutional rights and forcing her to have a product on her home that is causing harm to her and others who may also be sensitive the RF factor. Ms. Hardy continued that Utah State University presented another design for the Brigham City Campus. She asked why there have been two designs produced and how much is being spent on them. When she was at the County Commission meeting Mitch Zundell stated that Yosemite Meats/Nature Foods said they were going to speak at a Farmer’s Union meeting and would talk about exporting meat. When Nature Foods spoke at Council meeting they said they would not be shipping their meat. She asked the Council to check into this. Regarding UTOPIA, cut the City’s losses and get out. Public/private partnership is socialism which never works. A person should not be forced to pay for another’s interests. Also, the hotel project is another public/private partnership and socialist project. It is not the government’s role to get involved. 

Lee Johnson, Brigham – Mr. Johnson said he read something that might be related to smart meters. Yahoo Finance and Business Insider reported on proof point internet security. From December 23 through January 6, 100,000 internet smart things set malicious e-mails attacking companies. These included media players, television sets and even refrigerators. Devices on the internet are being used for malicious, evil purposes. The more we set ourselves up to be used like this, the more it is going to happen. He recommended the City let UTOPIA die and stay away from smart meters. 

DeLoy Mecham, County – Mr. Mecham thanked the Council for having a prayer at Council meetings. The reason the people come to these meetings is because they don’t trust the Council and the Council doesn’t trust the citizens. However, everyone is trying to make it work. He thanked the Council for allowing the citizens to speak. 



RECOGNITION OF EMPLOYEES

Promotion in Administration Department
Korina Christensen was promoted to Payroll Coordinator in the Administration Office.

New Hires, Ambulance Department
The Ambulance Department hired four new Firefighter EMTs: Chad Bywater, Brian Cunningham, Jake Shepherd and Brian Majors.

PRESENTATION

Mr. Jim Buchanan came forward and explained that in the fire service, a white helmet is a distinguishment of command. On behalf of the men and women in the Emergency Services Department, Mr. Buchanan presented Mayor Vincent his white helmet. 

Mayor Vincent expressed appreciation for this acknowledgement. He said he has worked very closely with the Police Department and the Emergency Services Department in the last four years. These people put in a lot of time protecting Brigham City. They do a difficult job and do not get a lot of recognition. He thanked them for all they do. 

CONSENT

Request to Write-off Accounts Due to Bankruptcy or Being Sent to Collections
A list of accounts totaling $4,151.63 was presented to be removed from the City’s system due to customer taking out bankruptcy or being sent to collections.

Reappointments to Heritage and Cultural Arts Board
Susan Neidert and Beth Gurrister were reappointed to the Heritage and Cultural Arts Board. 

Appointment of Planning Commission Chair and Vice Chair
It was recommended Larry Jensen be appointed as Chair of the Planning Commission and Lynn Duce be appointed as Vice Chair.

Approval to Pay for Employees’ Portion of the State Retirement Contributory Plan
It was requested the Council formally authorize paying for the employee’s portion of the State Retirement Contributory Plan. These employees opted out of the State Defined Benefit Plan. 

Amendment to the City’s 25-Year Capital Project Plan to Add Project to be Funded by CDBG Funds
The City plans to apply for a CDBG for a parking lot overlay at the Senior Center. In order to apply for this grant, the project must be on the City’s 25-year capital projects plan. 
 
MOTION: Councilmember Bott made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Rex and unanimously carried.

SCHEDULED DELEGATION

Update from Community Collaborative Impact Board
Ms. JeuneElle Jeffries came forward and said the Board met five times last year and looked at ways they could collaborate more together. There were approximately 32 organizations that participated at some point. The Board funded the following activities:

· Habitat for Humanity Harlem Ambassadors
· Fine Arts Center Drum Bus Program
· 4-H Science Spook-takular
· New Hope Crisis Center Boys Back to School Workshop
· Brigham City Police Department Night Out Against Crime
· Family Support Center “Gimme a Break” Young Parents Class
· Box Elder School District Education/Services Nights
· Box Elder Key Club Prescription Drug Prevention Project

Ms. Jeffries said in 2014 they want to simplify the grant process and have it opened three times a year. She is working with the Non-Profit Utah to bring training to Brigham City so they don’t have to do it. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Another goal is to create and implement a give local campaign. A lot of the big businesses give some money to local non-profits, but give a lot to statewide or federal organizations. Most of them do not realize that the overhead in every organization in Brigham City is a tenth of every organization anywhere else. If they can get them to donate locally, everything they do will be enhanced. They will work with the Chamber of Commerce on this. 

Their final goal is to train another organization to take over the coordination of the CCI project. 

Ms. Jeffries said the Grant Board received four applications. They approved a $3,600 grant for the Pregnancy Care Center’s the WAIT (Why am I Tempted) Abstinence Education Program and $5,000 for the Boys and Girls Club for the Box Elder Middle School After School Teen Program. She asked for Council approval of these grants. 

MOTION: Councilmember Rex made a motion to approve the contracts as presented for $8,600, seconded by Councilmember Jensen and unanimously carried.

MOTION: A motion to approve the appointment of City officials as listed was made by Councilmember Thompson, seconded by Councilmember Bott and unanimously carried.

Administration of the Oath of Office to Appointed Officials
Ms. Christensen administered the oath of office to the above appointed City officials with the exception of Paul Larsen, who will be given the oath at a later date. Jason Roberts, as Deputy City Recorder, then gave the oath of office to Ms. Christensen. 

Request Authorization for Mayor to Sign Property Purchase Agreement for Property Located at 87 North 100 East
Mr. Johnson came forward and explained that this was brought to the Council about a year ago. The Council at that time authorized staff to make an offer on the property. They had numerous discussions with the property owners and then it just stopped. After the new administration began, Mr. Smith came to City Hall and said they were ready to sell. This property was identified in 1998 as property the City would like to purchase. Funds are available from the sale of property to the hotelier. 

MOTION: Councilmember Thompson moved to authorize the Mayor to sign the property purchase agreement for the property located at 87 North 100 East. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Peterson. Councilmember Bott, Councilmember Rex, Councilmember Peterson and Councilmember Thompson voted aye. Councilmember Jensen voted nay. The motion carried with a 4-1 vote. 

PLANNING COMMISSION BUSINESS

Request for Approval of Ordinance for Zone Change from A-5 (Agricultural) to M-D (Manufacturing-Distribution) on Approximately 21.56 Acres of Property Located at the Northeast Corner of 1200 West and Forest Street
Mr. Bradley explained that this zoning request is consistent with the general plan and consistent with the zoning patterns for the area. The Planning Commission held a public hearing and unanimously recommended Council approval. 

Councilmember Thompson asked if the rezone will increase the property taxes. Mr. Bradley replied that it will not increase until the property is improved for that use. 

Councilmember Rex asked about how close nearby residents are. Mr. Bradley replied that there are residents that live on Forest. 

MOTION: Councilmember Rex made a motion to approve the ordinance for a zone change from A-5 to M-D on 21.56 acres as described by Mr. Bradley. The motion was seconded by Councilmembers Peterson, Bott, Jensen, Rex, Peterson and Thompson voted aye for a unanimous vote. 

Mayor Vincent called for a roll call vote to adjourn to a close session. All councilmembers voted aye. The meeting adjourned to a closed session at 8:05 p.m. The Council returned to an open meeting at 9:06 p.m. and adjourned.
