WHEREAS, Kanosh Town provides various services to its residents, including culinary water services, for which the municipal water system is developed, constructed, operated, maintained, and improved at a cost to the Town; and which rates are established and fixed based upon the costs necessary for providing water services to the Town’s retail customers; and 
 
WHEREAS, Kanosh Town requires different water rates based upon the nature and type of water services provided, differences in the cost of providing services to a particular area or type of use, requirements to maintain a system differently for certain customers, water conservation policies, and the nature of the water use to its retail customers; and 
 
WHEREAS, Kanosh Town has adopted by previous resolutions and one previous ordinance (Ordinance No. 120920) various rate schedules according to each service or utility provided, and it is the desire of Kanosh Town, by adoption of this Ordinance, to give notice to all retail customers of the proposed rate schedule by establishing the various water uses and a base fee including each rate associated therewith; and 
 
WHEREAS, Kanosh Town desires to enter into a contract with any water user outside its designated service area (see attached Culinary Water Service Boundary Map) prior to supplying water to such retail customers; and  
 
WHEREAS, the Town Council convened a public hearing to discuss the proposed culinary water rates and water connection fees and to solicit any input from town citizens on January 11, 2023, and also solicited comments during the November 9, 2022, and December 14, 2022 town council meetings, in accordance with provision of U.C.A. §§10-9a-205 and 10-9a-502: 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of Kanosh Town, Millard County, Utah, that the 
following culinary water rates be adopted and take effect on January 11, 2023: 
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BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that: 
1. the culinary water connection fee be set at $1,650 per connection; and, 
2. the culinary water disconnection fee be set at $500 per disconnection; and,
3. the culinary water reconnection fee be set at $750 pre reconnection; and 
4. 
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that all prior ordinances and resolutions, or parts of ordinances and resolutions, that are in conflict herewith be hereby repealed. 
 
IN WITNESS WHEREOF, this Ordinance is passed, approved, and adopted on this the 14th day of December, 2022 and will take effect in accordance with the terms set forth herein. 
 

Council member David Whitaker prepared the draft ordinance for review.  Councilmembers engaged in a discussion of the rates including discussing the pros and cons of each.  

Mayor Scott McDonald encouraged public comments from everyone in attendance. 

Following this public hearing discussion, several suggestions will be implemented, making the ordinance clearer.  The changes will be addressed through an updated draft ordinance in a public hearing next month.

4. If change orders, additions, or unforeseen expenses exceed the estimate from Dixie Power the new customer shall pay any additional difference; and
5. If Dixie Power charges the Town of Kanosh less than the estimated cost, the difference shall be refunded to the new customer.
BE IT RFURTHER RESOLVED, that all prior resolutions, and parts of resolutions, in conflict herewith be hereby repealed.

This resolution shall take effect upon passage of the Kanosh Town Council.

*Mr. Koyle questioned which forms, discussed in last month's meeting, are we going to use. The form was originally designed by the planning and zoning committee, then the attorney submitted a form that was a little different but had some really good information, and there was also the form the town employee Lorin Shumway created!  Councilmembers have reviewed all forms and no single form provides all of the information we need; it was therefore recommended that we combine the forms to create what we really need.  Mr. Koyle will take on this task.

*Follow up on Street width discussion last month, town survey:  
Councilmember Brandon Stephenson provided the following cost estimates for a town survey:  it would cost $2,000/ block, and there are 20 blocks total resulting in the cost of $40,000.00 for a survey of the town. Note:  the more blocks you have surveyed the cheaper cost per block.  To put rebar corner caps on the corners of each block, $125/corner 4 corners/block x 20 blocks 80 corners, with a total cost of $10,000.00.  If Kanosh is really serious about the survey, they would fine-tune the cost estimates, currently, the total cost estimates are between $40,000.00 - $60,000.00.  This would certainly provide a lot of direction for the town, solving a lot of issues. This is not a 2023 fiscal year budgeted item, therefore if we opt to proceed with a town survey, we could plan to include this in the 2024 budget. 
*Shonda Robinson is moving full steam ahead with the annexation of her property, this is no longer a planning and zoning issue and is now viewed as a Kanosh Town issue.
*Building permit for the garage, the workers ended up using the public restrooms in the park resulting in great havoc.  The question is could there be something included in the building permit process could we request that they supply their own porta-a-potty for their construction project, can that be a requirement?  Councilmembers recognized the problem associated with this use however would recommend that the contractor be approached by a member of the council in an effort of resolving the problem.

Councilmember Hayden George has been in touch with Mr. Lynn Wall concerning updating the Kanosh Town water impact fee. Due to other obligations, Mr. Wall will not be able to complete the new impact fee schedule until sometime in February.

Departmental Reports 
Roads:
*Concerning the Street width survey, we would have to look for funding to help with this.  There is an opportunity for funding through the CIB, that opportunity comes out once a year through a list and you must be on the list for consideration, we will need to make sure we get on the list.

*Now is the time to get certified to spray weeds, it has been talked about in a previous meeting the option of bringing someone on board to help with that.  

*Councilmember Brandon Stephenson expressed his plan to have various areas throughout town and the cemetery paved this spring.  

*Waterways: Councilmember Brandon Stephenson will put a plan together, maybe not waterways but Councilmember Stephenson is working on several alternatives.

*We are having trouble getting the right parts for the big plow, but the Town employee is working on it.

Parks:  
Councilmember Hayden George the problem with the park restrooms as discussed earlier.  

Cemetery:  
Councilmember George also noted we have big problems with gophers at the cemetery!  Councilmember George is going to look into getting an exterminator, however, we may have to wait until spring when they become active again.

Electrical:  
Councilmember Neil Shumway reported we had 9 street lights to be replaced last month, 3 were repaired and 6 new ones were installed.  The new ones are really bright, a little too bright, Dixie Power is going to come and rotate them.  It appears the streetlights are being shot they are being shot.  It was noted we now have 6 more in need of repair or replacement.  

*UAMPS update;
Councilmember David Whitaker reported that due to no fault of our own, there are two major issues affecting Kanosh power; 
1) The number of coal power plants that have been shut down.  In the last 10 years 290 coal-operated power plants have been shut down in the U.S.  Coal power production is way down there are only 229 coal-operated power plants still in operation, with several of them planning to shut down or convert over to gas production, gas operated plants do not generate as much power as coal does.  
2) The decrease of power being generated through the Colorado River Storage project, due to drought conditions there is a definite decrease in the amount of water in the dam
Councilmember Whitaker has met with Mr. Eric Larsen (UAMPS representative for Kanosh), he suggested Kanosh call back our IPA power for the summer months.  Mr. Larsen foresees it being very difficult to obtain power next summer.  The price of power continues to rise it is now .17/kw, and Kanosh Town currently charges .11/kw.  If the purchase price of power continues to rise, Kanosh Town will be forced to raise rates, and implement a surcharge, something to offset the increase.   
Kanosh Town is one of several municipalities dealing with power problems.  There are various ideas, plans, suggestions etc. being considered in an effort of addressing the issue.
One piece of good news is that they got the coal mine fire out!  Another piece of good news is that our precipitation level is doing better, enabling the reservoirs to recover to a certain extent.

*Corn Creek Irrigation is still on hold while the NRCS National and NRCS State try to come to an agreement. 

*Well update:  the change order was not protested!  It is in the process of the state, best case scenario we are still out a couple of months.

Christmas tree lighting was quite a success!  There was a lot of community support.
