	Opening RFP of contractor pre-qualification Kaysville Branch Library
	            Curtis Koch, Clerk/Auditor Chief Deputy Audit/Finance, explained the “Contractor Prequalification Request for Proposals, Davis County Library, Kaysville Branch”, is an effort to pre-qualify contractors prior to the bidding process on a project of this size for the purpose of saving both the County and the contractor time and effort.  Nineteen contractors picked up the prequalification packet; sixteen have submitted their proposals. He indicated there is no associated monetary value in this RFP. 	Special Commission Meeting 2/25/14 @ Clearfield City 
	           Commissioner Downs announced there will be a Special Commission Meeting, February 25, 2014, 6:30 pm in connection with the Clearfield City Council Meeting.  She explained, when she and Commissioner Millburn took office they conducted evening Commission Meetings for a period of time to make themselves and the business of the County available to the citizens.  These nightly meetings were discontinued due to the lack of attendance by the public.  The Commissioners began making themselves available to the citizens by attending local city council meetings which has been more successful.

	20th “Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting” for Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR)
	            Steve Rawlings, Davis County Clerk/Auditor, explained how in 1991he and Carl Allen started the process of creating the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR). This responsibility was turned over to Curtis Koch when he came on board.   Davis County is 1 of 3, out of 29, Utah counties who create this report. His office received notice last Friday that Davis County, specifically Curtis Koch and his team, have been awarded “The Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting” by the Government Finance Officers Association for its CAFR. The Award of Excellence is the highest form of award in governmental accounting. This is the 20th year Davis County has been a recipient.  The CAFR (over 100 pages) shows a statistical section with a 10-year history of all County finances.  It is a very transparent report on all of the County’s finances available to the public.  It is Davis County’s effort for full transparency in the governmental financial arena. Steve commended Curtis and his staff for their exemplary work on the CAFR.  Curtis said it was truly a team effort and introduced his staff who were in attendance: LynnAnn Winterton, Doug Stone, Jonathan Lee, Kimberley LeMay and Dax Teuscher.  He reiterated it is a full team effort, with many hours of preparation. He anticipates, in the future, continuing receiving this recognition because it is the right thing to do.  It is how to disclose government finances to the public for full transparency and welcomes them to come and ask questions.  Commissioner Millburn expressed his appreciation to not only Curtis and his team for their efforts, but to all of the departments who are very cognizant of their budgets thereby keeping the County in a good financial position.  Commissioner Downs applauds the efforts that have been made.  When first coming into office and throughout the years, the CAFR has been a valuable tool.  She appreciated the comments on transparency.  The public wants to know what is happening with their tax dollars.  The CAFR is an in depth explanation of where every penny goes, how it is used and how it is spent. She also expressed her appreciation for Curtis’ efforts the last few years.  He is a “watchdog” of every penny. She invited the Audit staff to stand and be recognized.  She offered her congratulations.
