
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING AND REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD FEBRUARY 10, 2014 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Kent R. Peatross, Commissioner Kirk J. Wood, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Roads Director Glen Murphy and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 

Public Works/Road Department Update
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department pushed snow last week, worked on the Roseanne Ellis Road (CR 343), put up signs and filled pot holes. He has a new employee who begins today by the name of Drew Giles. 
Director Murphy also reported that Keith Neilson wants them to put shale on his road that is a county road, but is only twenty feet wide and leads into his private driveway. Commissioner Peatross stated that there are a lot of county roads like this that dead end. Attorney Allred stated if the public has been driving the road for ten years it’s considered public, so if someone puts a gate on it, it’s up to the person who wants the gate open to file a lawsuit.   
Discussion Of A Draft EIS For Monument Butte Area Oil & Gas Development Project

County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 9:18 A.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that we reviewed this a few weeks ago. Since then, the BLM granted a one month extension to get comments in. The letter chastises the BLM for being four years behind on this project and it would affect Newfield’s valid existing lease rights. Alternative D would create a loss of 692 wells and would cost Utah approximately $248,635,600 in personal income, $51,300,728 in state revenue and $31,814,008 in local revenue. The completion of a single well creates 14 additional jobs and $359,300 in additional personal income. Commissioner Peatross asked if the amounts that were given include royalties. Administrator Hyde stated that he will find out.  The rest of the letter talks about Newfield’s rights since their leases were in existence before this.   
Discussion Of Payroll
Assessor Greg Garff & Chief Deputy Clerk JoAnn Evans joined the meeting at 9:31 A.M…
Deputy Clerk Evans stated that we had a staff meeting not long ago where it was unanimous that we do away with Kronos. Kronos requires a 30 day termination notice and Caselle is rolling out a timesheet form in October. Caselle suggested that we work out our issues with Kronos because they are the Cadillac of time clocks. Commissioner Peatross suggested that we give Kronos their 30 day notice because this program created a lot of overtime and the managers have failed to monitor this where we have an overtime policy. Maybe Kronos will come back with an offer we can’t refuse once we give notice. Deputy Clerk Evans stated that she is meeting with another vendor to see what they offer. Commissioner Wood stated that if nobody likes it and it’s not doing anything for us, why would we keep using it. Commissioner Peatross stated that if people aren’t turning in their time sheets, it’s up to the supervisor to take care of it. We need to establish a process that needs to be given out of how things are to be done and when. 
Consideration Of An Inter-Local Cooperative Agreement Providing For Consolidated Dispatch Services In The Uintah Basin
Attorney Allred stated that we discussed this last week and he has compared it to the prior agreement. The only suggested change is that Naples City wants out. Other than that there are a few small minor changes, but nothing that affects the contract. Commissioner Peatross motioned to adopt the agreement for consolidated dispatch services in the Uintah Basin. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 9:56 A.M…
The commission reviewed the attached tax adjustment presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Department. Commissioner Wood moved to approve the tax adjustment as recommended by the Assessor’s Office. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Consideration Of Ordinance No. 14-324, An Ordinance Amending The Duchesne County Zoning Map, Rezoning Described Property From Agricultural-Residential (A-5) To Industrial (I)

County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde & Jon & Mike Roberts with 670 LLC joined the meeting at 1:30 P.M…

Administrator Hyde stated that in the audience we have Jon and Mike Roberts who are owners of 670 LLC. They acquired 170 acres of property north of Newfield on the east side of Pariette Road and they have requested that the county rezone the property from Agricultural-Residential to Industrial to be able to facilitate a project that they have in mind. The Planning and Zoning Commission held a public hearing on February 5. 2014 where it was voted unanimously to recommend the approval and there was no opposition. If this ordinance does pass, it will be noticed in the local newspaper and become effective 15 days after the publication date. We notified all surrounding property owners within 300 feet of the boundaries and posted the public notice in the newspaper for two weeks. 
Mr. Jon Roberts stated that the zone change would be keeping the use of what is in that area and to continue with our plans, it has to be zoned industrial.  
ORDINANCE #14-324
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE DUCHESNE COUNTY ZONING MAP, REZONING DESCRIBED PROPERTY FROM AGRICULTURAL-RESIDENTIAL (A-5) TO INDUSTRIAL (I)

WHEREAS, 670 LLC has filed an application to rezone certain described property, 107.35 acres in size, from Agricultural-Residential (A-5) to Industrial (I); and,

WHEREAS, after giving notice and conducting a public hearing on February 5, 2014, the Duchesne County Planning Commission has recommended conditional approval of the rezone as requested for the subject lands; and,

WHEREAS, after giving notice and conducting a public hearing on February 10, 2014, the Duchesne County Commissioners have accepted the Planning Commission recommendation and adopted findings to approve the rezone request.

BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS that:

SECTION 1.  The lands described below are hereby rezoned on the official zoning map from Agricultural-Residential (A-5) to Industrial (I):

The South ½ of the North ½ of Section 10, Township 4 South, Range 2 West, USM, excepting that portion of the South ½ of the North ½ lying west of the centerline of the Pariette Road (County Road #33).

SECTION 2.
Severability.
If any court of competent jurisdiction declares any Section of this Ordinance invalid, such decision shall be deemed to apply to that Section only, and shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any part thereof other than the part declared invalid.

SECTION 3.  Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective fifteen (15) days after publication.
