Mr. Witzdam
said he is here looking to build a duplex and asked if they would need to send letters. City Recorder Steed explained with the current rezoning ordinance you have to send letters and with the proposed Ordinance that would not change.

Chairman Peterson said all existing Campgrounds are considered grandfathered.

STEVE AND PAGE WITZDAM – NEW HOME – 340 W. 350 N – RR-1-20
The Commission reviewed this project. Chairman Peterson asked what the setbacks are and had Mr. Witzdam add them to the application. Chairman Peterson said the setback has to be twenty-five feet from the front and the corner side of the property. City Recorder Steed explained this is for a single-family dwelling and that a duplex cannot be approved in this zone at this time.
Commissioner Woolsey moved to recommend the Municipal Project Approval Form for Mr. and Mrs. Witzdam for a single-family dwelling but not a duplex in accordance with chapter 10.40.020 (B), 10.40.040 and 10.40.050 of the Planning and Zoning Ordinances to the City Council for approval. Commissioner Olsen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Commissioners Woolsey, Olsen, Barnes and Meisenbach voting aye.
