[bookmark: _Hlk125481975][bookmark: _Hlk126698030]Councilmember Jenkins moved to approve the minutes from January 19, 2023. Councilmember Skeen seconded the motion. Councilmembers Jenkins, Sadler and Skeen voted aye. The motion carried.

Comments:  Public
Eric Jones spoke to the council regarding broken garbage cans. He stated he’s taken photographs of his cans as they are dumped and stated the lids are being slammed down which causes them to break. He mentioned that he’s called the city to have the cans replaced, but the cost is expensive and he would like the council to be aware of how and why so many cans are being broken. He thanked Public Works for the snowplowing.

Report from Planning Commission
Rob Ortega addressed the council and spoke about the subdivision amendment and stated that after discussion, it didn’t need a rezone. The commission approved a preliminary for the Scott Wayment subdivision. They have set a public hearing on Feb. 23rd for the Flood Plane Ordinance. They are making progress on the Assisted Living ordinance and continue discussing how to address that. The External Accessory Dwelling Units were also reviewed for changes. 

Discussion/Motion:  Garbage Collection Contract
Mayor Beesley stated the current contract expires on April 1, 2023. He mentioned pricing increases and suggested that it might be a good time to put out a Request for Proposal (RFP) to secure the best rate possible for our residents. He praised EconoWaste for their services. It was noted that if we put it out for bid, we do not know if the prices that EconoWaste gave on the attached letter will change or even if EconoWaste will bid. Mayor Beesley also suggested the possibility of a meeting with representatives from EconoWaste to secure a fixed price for the length of five years. Several council members supported that idea. Councilmember Sadler moved to authorize Mayor Beesley to conduct a meeting with representatives of EconoWaste. Councilmember Jenkins seconded the motion. Councilmembers Jenkins, Sadler and Skeen voted aye. The motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:  Donation to Junior Livestock Show and Sale - $1,000
Mayor Beesley informed the council that he has been appointed to oversee the Junior Livestock Show and Sale for 2023. He said that Weber County recently went through an audit. The auditor discovered that nearly $1 million dollars was being handled by the County and distribution of those funds for animal sales, etc. were still in the process of being paid out. The auditor mentioned that this was a poor practice. Weber County can no longer be the financial holder of the Livestock Show going forward. Mayor Beesley stated there are many residents who participate in this show each year and it continues to grow. He went over all of the expenses with the council and stated that the County has been asked to donate $20,000.00 towards the show. Weber County responded, stating that if each city was willing to donate half, then Weber County would match funds. Mayor Beesley asked the council if they are willing to participate. Councilmember Sadler mentioned that in the past, Plain City was the only city to donate, but stated he has no problem doing so. Mayor Beesley pointed out that some cities just do not have the participation numbers to justify a donation. Councilmember Jenkins stated he is very interested in supporting the show and the fair. Councilmember Sadler moved to approve donating to the Junior Livestock Show. Councilmember Skeen seconded the motion. Councilmembers Jenkins, Sadler and Skeen voted aye. The motion carried.

He also mentioned his desire to see some kind of cost comparison to build new Poo-Gloos or rehab the existing ones in order to help him make a more informed decision going forward.
