VII. OUTSTANDING BUSINESS
1. Updating the General Plan for Hinckley Town. Dixie Talbot provided commission members with a copy of a new format for the general plan making it easier to see suggestions that have been proposed. Town Council person Ray Searle stated that Town Council has a work meeting scheduled for Thursday, February 9, 2023, to review plan information, make recommendations and take the proposed plan down from 51 pages to a reasonable amount. After recommendations from Town Council the general plan will be sent back to the Planning and Zoning Commission for further suggestions and review.
2. Secretary Dixie Talbot provided commission with current map of Kim Taylor’s lot split on his property. Property split has already been done and Kim said he has made buyers aware that they would never be able to build a home there as it doesn’t meet Hinckley Town ordinances. Currently there is a mobile home there that is occupied by the buyers. Discussion was held by commission members and the suggestion was made to have Hinckley Town Attorney draft a letter to Mr. Taylor and the buyers of the property stating the current ordinances and the fact that they would never be able to build a home on the one-acre property. Commission recognized that any final decision made would be by Mayor Florang.
3. Secretary Dixie Talbot brought up information regarding the Outdoor Recreation Planning Assistance (ORPA). She stated that Town Clerk Tresa Taylor attended a webinar with Statewide Recreation Planning Coordinator, Carly Lansche. For Hinckley Town to have a mini consultation to help the town define our recreation goals a letter of support is required from the Planning and Zoning Commission. Deadline for our application is February 17, 2023. Commission Chairman Guy Brinkerhoff stated he would draft a letter of recommendation from Planning and Zoning Commission and deliver to Tresa Taylor before the deadline.
4. Commission Chairman Guy Brinkerhoff asked guest Lynn Banks if he had questions or concerns as he wasn’t on the agenda. Mr. Banks stated he was at the meeting to observe and get to know the process to build a new home in Hinckley. He also stated he plans to build a large shop and home on 200 West, property north of Floyd Dutson.
