Subject: Amending the Moderate Income Ordinance in 15.03, 15.18 and 15.36
History:
In reviewing this ordinance recently, we have discovered a couple of adjustments that need to be made. 
[bookmark: _Hlk129267948]Public Hearing: Held on March 7, 2023, pursuant to appropriate public notice.

Commission Action: Recommended approval 5-0 on March 7, 2023

Discussion:
Under 15.03.010 (6), “No zone change request that involves an increase of residential density will be granted by the city council unless at least 20 percent of the increased density is dedicated to moderate income housing.” The proposed change would require 20% of the entirety of the density to be dedicated to moderate income instead of just the increase in the case of a rezone. Additionally, although the City can’t require moderate income housing under current zoning, we have added language to be clear that it is encouraged for all zones proposing a development of 6 or more units and can be negotiated further through a development agreement or through the bonus densities already outlined in 15.36.
The second adjustment: after discussions with Summit County, we have realized that there isn’t a calculation for median household income based on Eastern Summit County AMI. Therefore, the change being proposed is to redefine the AMI based on Kamas City’s median household income. The Community Housing profile that this is based on can be found in dropbox. 
Lastly, the basis for incomes is being changed from 81-120% of the AMI to 80% which matches with state code.

Staff recommends the City Council consider the proposed amendments, consider the recommendation of the Planning Commission and staff review and adopt the proposed ordinance.
