1.  Open Meeting
Chairman Pratt called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

Chairman Pratt issued this statement:  This is a work session where we discuss issues that we are working on.  Therefore, this is not a meeting that public comment is warranted.  I ask the public to reserve their comments or questions until after the meeting.  We have a lot of items to cover and time becomes an issue.

3.  Open Meetings Training
Presented by Roger Baker
The City Council received a handout from Mr. Baker which posed several questions with answers from Utah Code.  Mr. Baker discussed the items contained in the handout with the council members.  Open Meetings training will be held yearly, which fulfills one of the requirements of the City's audit.  Councilman Pruden pointed out that several, or all, of the council members attend yearly training in the fall where they receive Open Meetings training from the Utah League of Cities and Towns. 4. Discussion:
· Resolution 2014-05 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Making and Consenting to Appointments to the Tooele City Planning Commission

Presented by Roger Baker
This Resolution does not include any new names.  It moves Shauna Bevan up to fill a spot left by John Curwen, who is retiring.  There is an open spot that can be filled when the City Council is ready to fill it.

· Ordinance 2013-17 An Ordinance of Tooele City Amending and Enacting Definitions Related to Tobacco Specialty Stores and Tobacco Products

Presented by Roger Baker
This is the Ordinance that was presented in November to the City Council and to the Planning Commission in October.  This Ordinance changes the definition of tobacco specialty stores and tobacco products to include the State's definition.  One question that Mr. Baker has been struggling with is, how the City is going to have Tooele tobacco retailers account to us their sales receipts for the sale of tobacco products versus the sale of other products.  Mr. Baker has contacted other agencies such as the Utah State Auditor, Division of Alcohol Beverage and Control (DABC), the Utah State Tax Commission, the Utah League of Cities and Towns (ULCT), the State and County health departments, Representative Paul Ray, and other state agencies, and never got a good answer.  The fact that the State of Utah does not collect the information on sales associated with tobacco, makes it difficult.  There is no existing mechanism for that information to be reported.  Mr. Baker recommends that we simply inform the businesses of this requirement and tell them how we want them to report to us.  The last two pages of the Ordinance include a proposed letter with a simple form that retailers will fill out and return to us.  Staff will look at the forms submitted, deliberate and follow up if needed, until the necessary information is obtained.  Next year, this letter and form will be mailed out in December with businesses’ renewal notice. 
· Ordinance 2014-04 an Ordinance of Tooele City Amending the Tooele City Code Regarding Snow Removal

Mr. Bolser explained that this Ordinance is a housekeeping measure.  The previous snow removal Ordinance included two different provisions for property owners removing snow from the sidewalks in front of their home, which conflict.  This Ordinance is intended to remove the conflict and leave a single provision
· Ordinance 2014-05 An Ordinance of Tooele City Amending Section 4-11-21 of the Tooele City Code Relating to Earthen Dams and Obstructions to Sidewalks and Rights of Way

Home builders often place building materials or earth materials on the sidewalk or on the side of the streets.  Sometimes earth is used as a bridge across the curb and gutter.  This can cause a problem with the EPA if this material gets into the City’s sewer or storm drain system through runoff.  It can also cause problems with the systems themselves.  This material also causes obstructions to pedestrian travel, particularly in  ADA situations.  Councilman Wardle asked what people can do so they don't break the curb, stating that some people purposely put materials there to protect the curb.  Mr. Bolser stated that some cities allow dirt bridges and just don’t worry about it, some require bonding to replace the infrastructure if it is damaged, or some require large metal plates to be used to bridge the sidewalk and curb and gutter similar to closed driveway approaches, and don't do anything at all.  This Ordinance would require homeowners to have the material placed on their properties, instead of the city’s property.  Enforcement would largely be by the building official.  The penalty is a graduated penalty following a similar procedure as a nuisance penalty.  

· Resolution 2014-07 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving the Municipal Wastewater Planning Program Self-Assessment Report for Tooele City for 2013

The State requires that cities prepare a wastewater planning program self-assessment report every year explaining what cities' plans are.  Tooele City has nothing significant planned for the Water Reclamation Facility at this time.  This report is nonbinding so the City can modify the plan, if needed.

Councilman Wardle moved to close the meeting to discuss pending litigation and property acquisition.  Councilman McCall seconded the motion.
