3.  Discussion:
· Resolution 2013-32 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Authorizing the Disposal of Lost or Mislaid Personal Property 

Presented by Roger Baker

Mr. Baker explained that state statute specifies correct procedures on how to dispose of property that is lost or mislaid.  The police department accumulates items such as bicycles and other property that has been turned in or found.  The police department doesn’t know who owns it.  The law allows for it to be disposed of, sold, or to be used for public service.  If the items are sold, they will be sold at a public auction.  

· Ordinance 2013-20 An Ordinance of the Tooele City Council Vacating a Public Utility  Easement on Lot 914 of Carr Fork Subdivision Plat 9 and Lot 1102 of Carr Fork Subdivision Plat 11 in Tooele City 
Presented by Jim Bolser
Bret Nicholson has requested that the City vacate an easement along his property line in Carr Fork.  Mr. Bolser directed the Council to the last page of packet to the plat map to show the lot line adjustment.  Moving this property line will involve vacating a public utility easement.  Vacating an easement requires a separate ordinance and a public hearing. The purpose of the public hearing is to give the public an opportunity to see whether anyone is hurt by this vacation or line adjustment.
