Citizen Public Input   (10:05:44 AM)

		Mr. Michael Falkner spoke under Citizen’s Public Input” reading the following statement:
Citizens of Salt Lake County are impaneling and convening a grand jury. This is unprecedented under the status quo, but that makes it no less legal under the law, which is common law, and Utah statutes subject to it.
Beyond legal, what we are doing is protected by the U.S. Constitution, precedent, and criminal laws. We're acting in good faith to abide by, and utilize the law for the equal protection and benefit of the People. We hope and expect the same from the county.
I've emailed each of you the steps of our plan. There is no Utah statute that specifies who exclusively may select a grand jury. There is, however, a statutory process for grand jury selection. Absence of statute doesn't mean government may, and the People may not. I've provided statute to clarify.
Doctrines of necessity and equity at common law formed our Constitutions, the Bill of Rights, the Declaration of Independence, and the Magna Carta. The same doctrines compel us now, to lawfully exercise them through the political arm of the People, which is the grand jury.
Under supreme, ratified precedent, the People of this county may assume, not only among the powers of the Earth, but among their inherent and lawfully recognized powers, a separate and equal station to which the laws of nature, and all other laws entitle them.
A decent respect to the opinions of this Committee requires us declare causes impelling us to unprecedented action. To secure equality and rights, grand juries are being instituted, deriving their just powers from the consent of the governed, so that whenever any governmental form of this territory becomes destructive of these ends, it will be their right and duty to address it, to perfect our governmental sureties, upholding and supporting the foundations of law on such principles, and providing meaningful oversight to all powers in such form, for the People's safety and happiness.
Prudence dictates that the long established methods of law under the status quo should not be found insufficient for light and transient causes. A long train of abuses have pursued us, and the same object evinces a design to reduce the People of this County toward despotism. We must provide new guards for the future security of this County. To prove this, let Facts be submitted to this committee:
Cause to lawfully convene a grand jury is well seated in the Fifth Amendment of the U.S. Constitution, and we've never lost any good cause to abide by it. We are misusing the grand jury in Utah by using it only when the government sees fit, which virtually never happens when citizens present cause to summon.
I've given you all a great deal of precedent, citing among other things, that the grand jury is not part of any of the three branches, but instead belongs to the people, governed and administered directly by them. That the grand jury should not be captive to any of the three branches. That a court may not exercise its "supervisory power" in a way that encroaches on grand jury prerogatives, and their "supervisory power could readily prove subversive of the doctrine of separation of powers.
We're not attorneys, and we claim no such capacity. In recognition that all men are as equally flawed by creation as they are equal as to rights, and in pursuance of no undue future conflict, we are asking all government officials who may in good faith have any valid concerns, to state them now, or at least as soon as possible.
	Council Member Jensen stated the Council would have Jason Rose, Legal Counsel, Council Office, review the statement and get back in touch with Mr. Falkner.

	Mr. Falkner requested Sim Gill, District Attorney, look into this as well.

	Council Member Jensen stated the Council will forward this information to Mr. Gill, however, the Council cannot compel Mr. Gill to take any action.

	Mr. Ralph Chamness, Deputy District Attorney, stated the District Attorney’s Office received this email and is looking into it.

	Mr. Philip Sarnoff, Executive Director, Bike Utah, spoke under “Citizen’s Public Input,” reading the following statement:

I would like to thank the Council for the opportunity to provide comment today. 
	
My name is Phil Sarnoff and I am the Executive Director of Bike Utah. Bike Utah is the statewide, nonprofit bicycle advocacy organization. Our mission is to integrate bicycling into the everyday culture of the state and we envision a future where Utah is the most bicycle friendly state in the nation. 

Within the state of Utah, Emigration Canyon truly is a gem for bicycle riders of all levels. The scenery, the challenge, and the associated camaraderie that this canyon provides are a draw for both residents and visitors in the Salt Lake Valley. On any given Saturday, it’s not uncommon to see hundreds upon hundreds of cyclists riding in Emigration Canyon. 

However, with increased traffic from runners, bicyclists, and motorists, it is clear that particular attention is needed in this canyon to keep all users safe. Ideally, we would all like a safe place to ride a bicycle, run, go for a scenic drive, or simply to run errands.  

I am pleased to speak to you today because I believe that the Motorist and Bicyclist Safety Assessment of Emigration Canyon is a step in the right direction. This resolution and the resulting action items are going to create an environment that will better meet the needs of all user groups.  

However, the ramifications of this resolution extend far beyond just the safety of canyon users. In looking at bicycle use and the health of Salt Lake County residents, resolutions such as these are critical to forward progress. 

According to the Salt Lake County Community Health Assessment for 2013, 43 percent of Salt Lake County residents are not getting the recommended amount of physical activity. Through this resolution, Emigration Canyon will become an even better place in which to ride. Ideally, this will facilitate even broader engagement in physical activity among County residents. 

In addition, the health of Salt Lake County’s residents is negatively affected by air pollution, of which more than 50 percent can be attributed to motor vehicle emissions. Recreational bicycle use is an activity that often leads individuals towards incorporation of bicycles into other aspects of their lives, including use of bicycles for errands and commuting to work or school. Both the improved personal health of Salt Lake County’s residents and the improved environmental health of the Salt Lake Valley have associated economic benefits that can also be counted in the win column. If anything, we need to encourage more widespread, safer bicycle use and this resolution does just that. 

The development of this resolution has been a collaborative effort. I would like to thank Councilman Granato and Councilman DeBry, Mayor McAdams, Joan Gallegos and Rick Raile from Emigration Community Council, Megan Hillyard and Jeremy Keele from the Mayor’s Office, and the Salt Lake County Bicycle Advisory Committee, especially A.J. Martine and John Herbert. As a result of this collaboration and the benefits that will be derived for cyclists and all canyon users, Bike Utah would like to offer a full endorsement of the Motorist and Bicyclist Safety Assessment of Emigration Canyon. 

	Council Member Horiuchi stated in 1998 a study was completed to see what could be done to make Emigration Canyon safer.  It might be worthwhile to look at this study to determine if the recommendations made have been done.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Mayor’s Office, stated this bill would require interlocal entities to adopt the most restrictive fiscal procedures possible.  It is not workable.

	Mr. Gavin Anderson, Deputy District Attorney, stated the language is very vague.  

	Council Member Jensen stated he had the Unified Fire Authority’s (UFA) legal counsel review the bill.  The problem with the bill is it could mean blending fiscal procedures from both the counties and the cities.  That has not been done before, and it would be difficult to know which aspects needed to be followed.

	Ms. Trevino stated this bill has a delayed effective date to work out the problems.  The bill has been assigned to a senate committee.  The strategy is to try to kill the bill.

H.B. 244 – Voting and Voter Registration Amendments (Rep. Jacob Anderegg)


This bill defines the term "documentation of United States citizenship"; prohibits an individual from voting in the 2019 municipal general election, or any subsequent election, unless the individual has provided documentation of United States citizenship to: the county clerk for the county where the person is legally entitled to vote; or the driver license division; provides that the preceding paragraph does not prohibit an individual who legally completes and submits a federal voter registration form from voting in an election for federal office; provides that documentation of United States citizenship obtained by the lieutenant governor or a county clerk under this bill is a private record under the Government Records Access and Management Act; modifies the voter registration form, the driver license form, and the driver license renewal form to notify an individual of the provisions of this bill and allow an individual to consent to the Driver License Division (division) informing the appropriate election official that the individual has provided documentation of United States citizenship; grants rulemaking authority to the division and describes the duties of the division regarding the keeping of records and sharing of information described in this bill; and makes technical changes.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated this bill has been held in committee.

H.B. 245 – State Fire Code Amendments (Rep. James Dunnigan)

This bill:

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the Council has taken a position to oppose this bill.  It was amended to allow the option of mail-in elections providing there is at least one polling location.  This will not affect the County Clerk.  Cities do not like the bill because the extra polling centers will add to their costs.

	Council Member Horiuchi moved to continue to oppose H.B. 252.  The motion died for lack of a second.

	Council Member Newton, seconded by Council Member Bradshaw, moved to be neutral on H.B. 252.  The motion passed unanimously.

H.B. 258 – Municipal Business Licensing Amendments (Rep. Jacob Anderegg)

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated this bill would prohibit the cities from sharing business license information with the Assessor, which is how his office tracks commercial properties.  The Council’s position was to oppose the bill, which has now been sent to interim.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the Council had voted to oppose this bill.  It was amended and does not apply to the County at all.

	Mr. Gavin Anderson, Deputy District Attorney, stated this bill is one-sided, has a political slant, and constitutional problems.

	Council Member Horiuchi, seconded by Council Member Bradley, moved to oppose H.B. 120.  The motion passed unanimously.

H.B. 339 – County Budget Amendments (Rep. Jen Seelig)

This bill defines terms; authorizes a county to appropriate money to or provide nonmonetary assistance to a nonprofit entity in certain circumstances; authorizes a county to appropriate money in aid of a private enterprise project in certain circumstances; requires a county to adopt by ordinance criteria to determine whether value is received for money appropriated to a private enterprise project; requires a county to hold a public hearing on the appropriation of county money to a private enterprise project; and allows a person to appeal a county's decision to appropriate money to a private enterprise project in district court.

	Mr. Jeremy Keele, Director of Government Relations, Mayor’s Office, stated this bill gives counties the ability to appropriate money for private enterprise.  Provisions are in place for transparency.  This opens up ideas to leverage public/private partnerships.

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member Horiuchi, moved to support H.B. 339.  The motion passed unanimously.

H.B. 356 – New Convention Hotel Development Incentive Provisions (Rep. Brad Wilson)

This bill enacts the New Convention Hotel Facility Development Incentive Act; establishes a tax credit for the owner of a new convention hotel or a local government entity, under certain circumstances, in the amount of state and local sales tax revenue generated from sales related to the construction of a new convention hotel and from sales on hotel property, and other local taxes; establishes requirements and criteria for qualifying for a tax credit; establishes a process for applying for and the issuance of a tax credit certificate, including an agreement between the Governor's Office of Economic Development and the hotel owner or local government in which the hotel is located; authorizes a community development and renewal agency of a host local government to receive incremental property tax revenue generated from hotel property during the eligibility period; limits how money derived from a tax credit and incremental property tax revenue may be spent; establishes an independent review committee to review tax credit applications; grants the Governor's Office of Economic Development rulemaking authority to carry out its responsibilities under and to implement provisions of this bill; requires a county in which a new convention hotel is located to make an annual payment into the Stay Another Day and Bounce Back Account; creates the Stay Another Day and Bounce Back Account as a restricted account in the General Fund; and modifies the duties and authority of the Board of Tourism Development.

	Mr. Jeremy Keele, Director of Government Relations, Mayor’s Office, stated this bill came out of the House committee last week and should be on the House floor later this week.  Last year the County put four requirements onto any future convention center hotel bill in order to take a favorable position on it.  Those criteria are: 1) State participation in the public incentive - the State gets 56 percent of any sales tax revenue from a hotel.  This is not satisfied yet, but the hope is that it will pass through the Legislature.  2a) privately lead development - this criterion has been met. 2b) a “qualified hotel” – the hotel needs to meet certain criteria, such as at least 85 square feet of convention and meeting space per guest room.  The ideal size is 1,000 guest rooms. 3) no public ownership of the convention hotel – however, Visit Salt Lake would have programming rights for the public meeting space, and 4) public incentive was to be used specifically for public infrastructure.  He believes all the criteria established by the Council have been meet pending passage of the bill.   

	Council Member Newton asked if a minimum number of hotel rooms were recommended.

	Mr. Keele stated yes.  The hotel should have 800 to 1,200 guest rooms.  The government would be incentivizing a private developer to build public meeting space adjacent to the Salt Palace Convention Center, and put private guest rooms above that.  
	Council Member Snelgrove stated $75 million would be given to the hotel developer, but 100 percent of the hotel, including the meeting rooms, would then be owned by the developer.

	Mr. Keele stated that is correct.  The developer would use the $75 million package as an incentive for lenders, who would loan the developer the funds to build the hotel.  The hotel would then be privately owned and operated.  The builder and lenders would rely on rebates they get back from the government.

	Council Member Newton stated the $75 million is money that would not have been there had the development not come because it is based on sales tax the developer is generating.

	Council Member DeBry stated he did not support this bill.  Conventions are not a growth industry.  The government should not favor one business over another.  He wanted the hotel to succeed by private enterprise, without the help of government.

	Mayor Ben McAdams stated this is a win for the taxpayer.  The challenges put to the Legislature for this bill were very good.  Tourism is the second largest industry in the state of Utah.  Families in Utah have $1,000 per year per household in tax avoidance because of tourism taxes.  This bill does not put the taxpayer at risk.  Tax increments are only paid out if the development succeeds.  Convention delegates who come to Utah typically stay longer or come back later to enjoy the state.

	Council Member Bradley stated the Council should accept this update as informational while noting for the record the objections of Council Members DeBry and Snelgrove.

S.B. 237 – Urban Farming Amendments (Sen. Stuart Adams)

This bill amends the definition of "urban farming" to include certain counties of the second class; states that land may be assessed on the basis of value that the land has for agricultural use if, among other things, the land is at least 1-1/2 contiguous acres in size; states that land that is withdrawn from assessment under the Urban Farming Assessment Act is subject to a rollback tax for the previous five years; and makes technical changes.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the sponsor of Salt Lake County’s Urban Farming bill, Senate President Wayne Niederhauser, was disappointed that more people did not utilize the urban farming designation.  The County held an open house to receive feedback from property owners who owned the amount of land eligible for an urban farming designation.  Citizens indicated the 10-year rollback for greenbelt taxes, as well as the amount of land needed for the designation, were problematic.  They asked for the land requirement to be lowered to 1.5 acres.  Senator Stuart Adams crafted some language that would make urban farming applicable to Davis County.

	Council Member Snelgrove asked why all counties would not want urban farming.

	Ms. Trevino stated this proposal comes with a tax shift, so the idea was to try it out in one or two counties.

	Council Member Horiuchi stated the county assessors originally opposed this idea.  Salt Lake County’s proposal was to have a 10-year rollback and a limit of 12 acres, so the existing bill is exactly what Salt Lake County wanted.

	Council Member Jensen stated if other counties want to get involved they can bring up the issue next year.

	Council Member DeBry, seconded by Council Member Bradshaw, moved to support S.B. 237.  The motion passed unanimously.

	Ms. Terry Nelson, Director, Records Management & Archives Division, stated although this bill is very positive and involves transparency in government records, it is still problematic.  The State wants to become the single point of access for all Government Records Access & Management Act (GRAMA) requests.  The single point of access would be run by a transparency board consisting of only one government official.  It is not efficient for taxpayers to go through one more level of government to obtain access to records.

	Council Member Bradshaw asked if taxpayers could continue to go to the local entity for their GRAMA requests.

	Ms. Nelson said she was not sure; that was not spelled out in the bill.  This proposed portal will have links to other sites.  

	Council Member Snelgrove stated most of this information is available on the internet.  Such a portal may help people with links to the right search terms, but otherwise it seems redundant.

	Ms. Nelson stated her concern was the State distributing the GRAMA request to the correct entity.  If it takes several tries to find the right record holder, time will be lost in providing the documents within the statutorily required timeframe.

	Council Member Bradshaw stated this is a good idea if it provides an additional option for citizens who do not know where to go to file a GRAMA request.  He would have a problem with the bill if it prohibited access to local entities. 

	Council Member Jensen asked Ms. Nelson and Gavin Anderson, Deputy District Attorney, to look into the bill and report back to the Council.  He favored openness and transparency, but the devil was always in the details.

This bill defines terms and modifies definitions, including addressing entities that are not included in the definition of "electrical corporation" or "public utility"; provides that a public utility is not required to furnish or provide bundled electric service under certain circumstances; provides procedures for certain customers to transfer service from a public utility to a non-utility energy supplier; addresses the applicability of certain provisions within the Public Utilities title; and makes technical and conforming changes.

	Council Member Jensen stated this bill sets up a fund to help incentivize public fleets to transfer over to natural gas.  This will help with the County’s air pollution problem.  The bill allows people to opt in or opt out of paying an additional $1.00 per month to their utility bills.

Joint Resolution - Emigration Canyon Road Safety Assessment   (10:58:59 AM)

	The Council reviewed the following resolution which has been placed on the Council agenda for final approval:

	Motorist and Bicyclist Safety Assessment of Emigration Canyon Road

	Mr. Phil Sarnoff, Executive Director, Bike Utah, stated he was driven by his community to solve the frustration caused by auto/bicycle traffic in Emigration Canyon.  In the past, there has been a confrontational relationship between drivers and bicyclists.  There is not adequate infrastructure in the canyon to accommodate all the bicyclists. 	Ms. Megan Hillyard, Associate Director, Administrative Services Department, and Co-Liaison to the Bicycle Advisory Board, stated this assessment is a great model for addressing complicated, multi-faceted, and emotional issues.  There is no one model around the Country that works for everyone.

	Ms. Joan Gallegos, Chair, Association of Community Councils Together (ACCT), stated auto/bicycle safety is an issue that affects other canyons in Salt Lake County as well.

	Council Member DeBry stated the Council has also been actively looking at the problems in other canyons, including taking field trips to see the issues up close.

Utah Division of Wildlife Resources – In-Lieu-of-Tax Payment and Program Updates (1:47:30 PM)

	Mr. John Fairchild, Regional Supervisor, Utah Division of Wildlife Resources, presented the 2013 contractual In-Lieu-of-Tax payment in the amount of $811.31 from the Utah Division of Wildlife Resources on land it owns in Salt Lake County.  Money to make this payment is provided by hunters and anglers in the County and across the State.

He gave an update on the following fish and wildlife activities in the County:

· Habitat – To accommodate the Mountain View Corridor a land exchange was worked out, wherein the Utah Division of Wildlife Resources traded 145 acres located at 5600 West 2100 South to the School and Institutional Trust Lands Administration (SITLA) in exchange for 17,873 acres acquired for wildlife.  SITLA will sell the property to UDOT for the Mountain View Corridor project. 

· Wildlife – There is an increase in the number of deer within urban areas with no plan in place between the Utah Division of Wildlife Resources and cities to deal with this problem.  One partnership that has been established is with Highland City for a pilot program, wherein wildlife responsibilities are turned over to a select group of expert archers.  The archers remove deer within city limits using a combination of lethal and non-lethal methods.  The meat is then donated. 

· Aquatics – A hybrid fish (a cross between the northern pike and muskellunge fish) is being bred at the Lee Kay Center, which will be used to stock selected reservoirs.  

· There are eight community fishing ponds in Salt Lake County.  Youth fishing clinics     are held each year.  In 2013, over 300 youth and 69 volunteers were involved. 
    
·  The Jordan River Restoration Project is underway to restore a portion of the natural ecological function of the Jordan River by constructing a new Jordan River channel that would meander through properties owned by West Jordan City and the Utah Reclamation Mitigation Conservation Commission.  A $100,000 Watershed Restoration Initiative grant was received to help with this project.

·  Another project is the Bonneville Cutthroat Trout Reintroduction project at Millcreek.  This is a stream restoration project where native cutthroat trout are being reintroduced.   The upper end of the creek was finished last fall; the middle section is scheduled for this fall, and the final section will be finished in 2015.

· Conservation Outreach – The Wildlife Resources Division sponsors a program entitled “National Archery in the Schools Program.”  This program allows interested schools to apply for a grant to help purchase archery equipment and a self-contained archery backstop.  Students can learn archery skills and then participate in a competition held during the Western Hunting and Conservation Expo in February.  This year there were nine schools from Salt Lake County with a total of 1,300 students competing in this contest.

· The Lee Kay Shooting Range is undergoing a $1.5 million renovation and upgrade project.  This range services over 25,000 rifle and pistol shooters per year with trap, skeet, and 5-stand for shotgun shooters.  The range also has a field archery range and a dog training area for retrievers and running dogs.

The consultant will take the data in the old system and make sure it is usable in the new system.  It is something that can be done in-house; however, there is no FTE available to do the work.  This would accomplish the objective to move forward with keeping track of all boards and board members. 

	Council Member Snelgrove stated this could be accomplished through an Excel spreadsheet, if it is updated when the board members are appointed, replaced, or dropped.  It could be placed on an internet platform so that it would be available to the public.  

	Mr. Miller stated it does more than just keep records of all the boards.  There is a user interface so individuals in Salt Lake County and the Council would be able to see what positions were available on any board.  

	Council Member Newton asked how many boards and board members Salt Lake County has. 

	Mr. Miller stated there are over 100 boards with 10 to 12 members per board.
	
	Council Member Bradshaw stated this has been an ongoing issue for many years.  The Council has asked to be informed when terms are up.  This software makes the boards more accessible to the public and more useful to the Council.  The $25,000 seems reasonable if it puts in a good system, fills empty positions, and rotates members.

	Council Member Newton stated she is supportive of the software as well.  However, she is having a hard time justifying $25,000 for a consultant to transfer over 1,000 to 1,200 names into a system.  That seems pricey. 

	Mr. Miller stated there is also a public interface; it is not just data transfer.  The County has already purchased the software. 

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member Granato, moved to approve the interim budget adjustment and forward it to the 4:00 p.m. Council meeting for formal consideration.  The motion passed 5 to 1 with Council Member Snelgrove voting in opposition.  Council Members Newton and DeBry were absent for the vote.

Human Resources Monthly Report (2:18:43 PM)

	Mr. Michael Ongkiko, Director, Human Resources Division, stated during the December 10, 2013, Council meeting, legislative intent was adopted requesting the Human Resources Division provide monthly updates on compensation-related issues.  He then reviewed the following areas:
 
· General Recruitment 

Time required to fill positions has steadily increased.  It takes approximately seven weeks to fill a position.  Taking almost two months before a position is filled is definitely a hindrance to the County.  Some of this delay is due to PeopleSoft initiatives, but it should get better once everything is worked out.  In 2013, the County received approximately 28,000 applications for various positions; only three employees are available to screen these applications. 
  
· Sick Leave Utilization

The use of sick leave has been pretty consistent over the past three years.  Approximately 70 percent of sick leave accrued is used.  Sick leave is accrued at four hours per pay period.

· FMLA 

The use of FMLA has been fairly consistent as well.  Last year, 16,711 hours were used.  Approximately 80 percent of County employees are eligible for this benefit.  The PeopleSoft program should help to capture more specific data regarding this leave. 

· Employees’ University Training Hours

In 2013, it was mandatory for all employees to take harassment training, and 90 percent of the employees complied with this requirement.  There was a little over 31,000 hours in training with approximately 14,870 hours devoted to harassment training and 16,887 hours devoted to other courses.  The top courses taken through the University included “Difficult Conversations” and “Accountability.”  

· Tuition Reimbursement Program

The County spent $463,000 for tuition reimbursement in 2013.  

	Council Member Snelgrove asked if a course had to apply to a person’s job in order for that person to be reimbursed.  

	Council Member Jensen stated it can be in any area the County recruits for. 

	Mr. Ongkiko stated the institution has to be accredited.

	Council Member Newton asked what percent of the tuition the County reimburses.

	Mr. Ongkiko stated the County reimburses 100 percent of the tuition if the employee maintains at “C” average.  The employee is required to work for the County at least one year after completion.  

· Turnover

Turnover has increased a little from years past.  Retirement has remained consistent at 9.71 percent, which was almost the same in 2012. 

· Demographics

The average age of County employees is 46.  However, in the next three to five years there will be an influx of retirees; approximately 20 percent of employees will be able to retire.

	Council Member Jensen asked if the retirees would come from the more senior levels of service.  This could be a big problem due to the loss of institutional knowledge and training. 

	Mr. Ongkiko stated he would like to do an analysis in the next month, detailing eligible employees and positions in each agency.

The committee consists of 15 individuals with three representatives from the Human Resources Division.  The goal of the committee is to release the RFP on April 1, 2014.  In the meantime, the Council will hold morning meetings March 18, and March 24, 2014, to receive input from all elected officials and department heads.  To facilitate these meetings, a draft RFP will be prepared.  The committee will be looking for questions the Council, elected officials, and department heads would like answered in relation to the study.

	Ms. Nichole Dunn, Deputy Mayor, stated the meetings on the 18th and 24th  would be a little more than input.  The meetings would be held to facilitate conversations about the current system and what other systems are available.  This would be an in-depth policy discussion.

Historic Preservation Commission Ordinance (2:38:45 PM)

	Mr. Patrick Leary, Township Executive, Office of Township Services, reviewed the following ordinance, which has been placed on the 4:00 p.m. Council agenda for introduction. (Final adoption of the ordinance will be considered at the Tuesday, March 4, 2014, Council meeting.)

	An ordinance creating a Historic Preservation Commission to survey and inventory community historic resources, to review proposed nominations to the National Register of Historic Places, to review applications for certificates of appropriateness, to provide advice and information to the relevant planning commission and to support enforcement of State Historic Preservation Law.

	Mr. Leary stated the original ordinance was adopted in 1990, but did not get codified during the change in government.  The ordinance recreates a commission that would be charged with identifying, surveying, and advocating for historical preservation throughout the unincorporated areas. The commission will consist of seven members who have a background in history and architecture.  

	Council Member Jensen stated he has heard that it is hard to renovate a home once it is listed as historical.  

	Mr. Leary stated the ordinance is not geared towards creating historical areas or homes.  The commission would be charged with researching the history behind a historical structure and getting in on the national register.  The commission would not put any restrictions on what can be done with the structure.  

	Council Member Bradshaw stated it is his understanding that the owner of the structure would need to request that it be put on the National Registry.  

	Mr. Leary stated that is correct.

	Council Member Snelgrove asked if there was a cost associated with the ordinance. 

	Mr. Leary stated the only cost would be staff time, which would be minor. 

	Council Member Snelgrove asked if the commission would have any authority.  

	Mr. Leary stated the commission’s only role is advisory. 

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member Snelgrove, moved to forward the ordinance to the 4:00 p.m. Council meeting to be formally introduced.  The motion passed unanimously.

	Housing Authority of the County of Salt Lake regarding funding for the solar project in West Millcreek. 

		Mr. Michael Gallegos, Director, Community Resources & Development Division, stated a new housing development located on 3980 South West Temple has been developed for low income families and individuals. The project is 100 percent electrical, and having solar panels will significantly cut energy costs. Utilization of the Housing Trust Fund will help fund the purchase and installation of the solar panels. The agreement will be for eight years, the first five years interest rates will be at one percent with the remaining three years at five percent.  

		Mr. Kerry Bates, Executive Director, Housing Authority of the County of Salt Lake, stated the housing project is a $28 million project with 136 units that will be divided to include; market rate units, 40 refugee units, 11 units for youth aging out of foster care, and 6 units for homeless families, including a meeting space to allow for additional services. 

		Council Member Horiuchi, seconded by Council Member Bradshaw, moved to approve the resolution and forward it to the 4:00 p.m. Council meeting for formal consideration.

		Council Member DeBry asked if the loan amount matches the expense of the solar panels, and if the residents or Salt Lake County would get the subsidies on the power. 

		Mr. Gallegos stated solar panels will cost approximately $1.1 million. Grants, tax credits, and power rebates will be used to help cover the cost. 

		Mr. Bates stated the solar power will mostly pay for the common areas, and heating and air conditioning to low income tax credit program gives additional points for energy efficiencies that meet community standards.  

		Council Member Bradshaw stated the vision for the housing project from the beginning was to put electrical throughout the building so solar panels could be installed. 

		Mr. Gallegos stated the amortization schedule has been changed as well.  He wanted to include that as part of the record.  



		Council Member Horiuchi, seconded by Council Member Bradshaw, moved to approve the resolution including the new amortization schedule and forward them to the 4:00 p.m. Council meeting for formal consideration. The motion passed unanimously.

Employee Health Clinic (2:43:38 PM)

	Ms. Michelle James, Benefits Manager, Human Resources Division, stated in September 2013, Direct MD informed the County it would not renew its contract for the onsite clinic.  A committee was formed to put together an RFP to find a new vendor.  Two proposals are being considered at this time.  Both proposals recommend a new model for the County.  In the new model, Salt Lake County would own the clinic and purchase needed supplies; the vendor would manage, operate, and staff the clinic.  Salt Lake County would pay an annual flat fee for the services. She delivered a PowerPoint presentation comparing the current model with the proposed model, vision and strategy of an onsite clinic, the cost to the County, potential cost savings, and what the County can do to ensure success.  

	Council Member Jensen asked if the doctors at this clinic would be able to coordinate care with specialists.  

	Ms. James stated Intermountain Health Care (IHC) is the vendor that will probably be selected.  IHC does have the capability within its systems to integrate care. 

	Council Member Jensen asked if employees who signed up for the Regence Plan, which is not part of IHC, would be able to have their care coordinated with outside specialists. 

	Ms. James stated yes; IHC has the capability to integrate the care. 

	Council Member DeBry asked what flat fee the County would be paying. 

	Ms. James stated the vendor proposal for the flat fee was for $442,996.  The first year, there would be additional costs for remodeling the office and marketing the clinic.  For the new model to break even, the clinic needs to average 18 visits per day for the first year, and 13 visits per day thereafter.  The capacity of the clinic is 50 to 60 visits per day.

	Council Member DeBry asked if there were plans to track the usage to determine if the investment is worth the cost. 

	Ms. James stated yes; claims would still be sent to the insurance providers, but would not be processed for payment.  The County would then receive the details on what the clinic is making and the number and reasons for visits. 

	Mr. Dave Jackson, Benefit Consultant, First West Benefit Solutions, stated the County spent over $300,000 last year for the onsite clinic.  When visits increase at the clinic this year, the County would realize more savings because these are costs the County would not be paying to a provider at a higher rate. This should be cost neutral in a short period of time.  

	Council Member Snelgrove asked if data was available showing the number of employees who work at the Government Center who use the clinic versus those employees who do not. 

	Ms. James stated that data is not available.  

	Council Member Snelgrove stated since the success of the clinic is driven by usage, it needs to have generous evening and weekend hours. 

	Ms. Jill Carter, Director, Administrative Services Department, stated accessibility to the Government Center is an issue that will need to be worked out.  If needed, the clinic could be relocated.   

	Council Member Granato, seconded by Council Member Bradley, moved to move forward with this clinic.  Council Member DeBry amended the motion to add legislative intent that the Human Resources Division measure the success of the clinic and provide updates to the Council.  Council Member Granato accepted the amendment.  The motion passed unanimously.  Council Member Horiuchi declared a conflict and abstained from the vote. 

	Council Member Jensen stated the Council should be updated quarterly for the first two years to make sure the assumptions are met.

	Mr. Rose stated last April the Council reviewed an application from Ms. Osborn who was requesting a rezone from an R-1-10 to R-1-21 zone.  There was an issue with the ordinance, so Ms. Osborn withdrew her application.
