Legislative Updates  (2:09:43 PM)

S. B. 70 – State Data Portal Amendments (Sen. Diedre Henderson)

This bill:
13 . directs the Utah Transparency Advisory Board to analyze ways to make the
14 information on the Utah Public Finance Website more relevant to citizens;

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the Council discussed this bill during its February 25, 2014, Committee of the Whole meeting.  It was concerned that all Government Records Access and Management (GRAMA) requests had to be funneled through a single point of access at the state level. 

	Mr. Gavin Anderson, Deputy District Attorney, stated Senator Henderson did not intend the requirement to go that far.  The intent was to provide a point of access available to citizens that would link them to the appropriate county or state agency.  The Utah Association of Counties (UAC) has proposed a couple of minor amendments that would make it less mandatory.  

	Ms. Trevino stated the language would allow a citizen to go through the state or directly to the entity involved. 

	Ms. Terry Nelson, Director, Records Management & Archives Division, stated the concern she has with the bill is requests would be funneled from the web portal to the local government’s certified records officer, which would be her.  Once the information is received from the web portal, then she would distribute it to the appropriate agency.   This procedure has the potential of creating an administrative bottleneck depending on the number of requests received. This bill just creates another layer of bureaucracy for the citizens requesting the information.    

	Council Member Jensen asked if there was a timeline to implement this bill.

	Ms. Nelson stated yes.  The implementation date for state agencies is January 2015, for political subdivisions it is 2016, and for special districts it is 2017. 

	Mr. Anderson stated during the interim, the County hopes to work with the League of Cities and Towns to come up with a better process.  

	Ms. Nelson stated it would be important to get a County representative appointed to the Transparency Board. 

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member Newton, moved to remain neutral on S. B. 70, but to be actively engaged in getting the language the County needs included.  The motion passed unanimously.

2nd Sub. S. B. 169 – Public Meetings Materials Requirements (Rep. Deidre M. Henderson)

	This bill defines “electronic information”, requires certain public bodies to require an individual who publicly presents or provides electronic information at an open meeting of the public body to provide an electronic or hard copy of the electronic information.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the County took a position to oppose this bill during the February 4, 2014, Committee of the Whole meeting; however, the bill has been substituted twice and is now in good form.  She would recommend the Council support this bill.   The bill requires an individual who present or provide electronic information relating to an item on the agenda to provide the public body with an electronic or hard copy of the information for inclusion in the minutes at the time of the meeting.  

	Mr. Anderson stated the Council originally opposed the bill because it required anyone who addressed the Council to provide an electronic or hard copy of their statement to the Council.  The Council was concerned it might have to turn citizens away if they did not have the required information.    

	Council Member Bradshaw stated the way he understands it is if the citizen is speaking towards an item on the agenda and has material, then they would need to provide an electronic or hard copy.  If the citizen is addressing a random topic, then information would not be required.  

	Ms. Trevino stated that was correct.

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member Bradley, moved to support 2nd Sub. S. B. 169.  The motion passed unanimously.

1st Sub. H. B. 17 – Interlocal Act Amendments (Rep. Johnny Anderson)

This bill requires members of an interlocal entity to comply with law that is applicable to each public agency that is a member; amends provisions governing an interlocal entity’s compliance with public meeting requirements; amends the definition of taxed interlocal entity; and exempts a tax interlocal entity from certain provisions. 

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated the Council took a position to oppose this bill during the February 4, 2014, Committee of the Whole meeting because it required entities to follow the most restrictive laws when entering into an interlocal agreement.   Over time, the wording “most restrictive” was eliminated, so everyone was okay with the bill.  However, once the bill passed, the County discovered the Unified Fire Authority (UFA) and the Unified Police Department (UPD) did not follow just one entity’s law when entering into an interlocal agreement, they did  a hybrid of the two.  The way the bill is written now, it present a problem for the UFA and UPD.  The bill has a delayed effective date of one year; during the interim the County will need to work on this issue.

1st Sub. H. B. 108 – Mobile Home Park Task Force (Rep. Tim M. Cosgrove)

	This bill creates the Mobile Home Park Task Force; compensation, and duties; designates staff for the task force; and requires the task force to make recommendations and present a final report.

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated this bill creates a 15-member task force to look at mobile home parks and the various issues involved.   Over the years, there have been several issues around mobile home parks.  This brings property owners and some advocacy groups together.  This will be a paid task force during the interim.  


	Council Member Newton, seconded by Council Member Bradshaw, moved to support 1st Sub. H. B. 108.  The motion passed unanimously.

1st Sub. H. B. 155 – Utah Communication Agency Network and Utah 911 Committee Amendments (Rep. Brad L. Dee)

This bill moves the statutory provisions for the Utah Communications Agency Network from Title 63C, State Commissions and Council Code to Title 63H, Independent State Entities; amends definitions; amends the duties of UCA to include: administering the program established for the computer aided dispatch system; and coordination with the Utah 911 Committee; amends the membership of the UCA governing board and incorporates members of the Statewide Communications and Interoperability Committee into the governing board; creates the Office of the 911 Program Manager to provide staff and support the Utah 911 Committee; moves Title 53, Chapter 10, Part 6, Coordination of State Wide 911 Emergency Communications, into Title 63H, Chapter 7 Utah Communications Authority Act; amends membership of the Utah 911 committee; amends the duties of the Utah 911 committee; creates the Radio Network Division to UCA to provide technical staff and support to UCA; cease the office of State wide Interoperability Coordinator in UCA and establishes its duties; establishes the Computer Aided Dispatch Restricted Account within the General Fund administered by the Division of Finance; modifies the distribution of revenues collected from the wireless 911 charges; provides transition language that instructs the Division of Finance, the Department of Technology Services, the Division of Facilities and Construction Management, and the Department of Human Resource Management regarding the transfer of employees, benefits, property, equipment, and assets into UCA. 

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated this bill merges the Utah Communications Agency Network, an independent state agency, and the Utah 911 Committee into an independent state agency named the Utah Communications Authority (UCA).  The bill passed out of the House Law Enforcement and Criminal Justice Committee this morning with a favorable recommendation. 

	Council Member Jensen stated this bill states that if an entity receives 911 monies, they  have to use a system that is compatible with the surrounding areas’ systems.  There is a carve out for first class counties that says counties with two primary public safety answering points (PSAP) have to agree through an interlocal agreement to use one system.

	Council Member DeBry, seconded by Council Member Burdick, moved to support 1st Sub. H. B. 177.  

	Council Member Burdick asked if this means the County will specify a certain system.  

	Council Member Jensen stated it means there will only be one computer-aided dispatch (CAD) system for use in Salt Lake County.  The system will need to be interoperative with the system used statewide. 

	Council Member Burdick asked how the County would go about getting to one system.  

	Council Member Jensen stated the entities will need to negotiate on which CAD system to use.  Once a decision is made, the County will enter into an interlocal agreement.  The $1.4 million the County set aside for this purpose will be used to get to a single system.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]	Council Member DeBry, seconded by Council Member Burdick, moved to support 1st Sub. H. B. 155.  The motion passed unanimously.

1st Sub. H. B 344 – Incorporation Election Amendments (Rep. Jon Cox)

	This bill authorizes a county to hold a local special election on the proposed incorporation of a city or town; amends the definitions of “incorporation election” and “incorporation petition.”

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated this bill allows a county legislative body to hold a special election for an incorporation of a city or town on a special election day if it so chooses.  The current statute only allows an incorporation election to be held during a general election when voter turnout is high.  

	Council Member Jensen stated the County has an ordinance indicating it will only hold an incorporation election in November on even numbered years.  

	Council Member Newton stated a vote that important should only be held during a November election.  On the other hand, if an incorporation election is held before November and it passes, then the city officials could be elected during the November election.    
 
	Mr. Gavin Anderson, Deputy District Attorney, stated there is a fiscal note for counties as well.  

	Council Member Jensen stated he would never vote to put an issue like this on the ballot unless it was in November on even numbered years.  

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member DeBry, moved to oppose 1st Sub. H. B. 344.  

	Council Member Burdick asked what the discussion has been regarding what might happen to the islands in the County.  

	Council Member Jensen stated this bill does not address changing the status quo for the islands outside of the townships.  Sandy City still has the ability to do city sponsored annexations.    

	Council Member Newton asked if the Council wanted to vote to oppose this bill, since it really does not impact the County.

	Council Member DeBry stated what is right is right, and what is wrong is wrong.  It is right to hold an election as important as this during a November election. 
  
	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member DeBry, moved to oppose 1st Sub. H. B. 344.  The motion passed 5 to 1 with Council Member Newton voting in opposition.

2nd Sub. S. B. 54 – Elections Amendments (Sen. Curtis S. Bramble)

	This bill amends provisions of the Election Code relating to nomination of candidates, primary and general elections, and ballots.

	Mr. David Wilde, Deputy District Attorney, stated the substitute bill deletes the provision that would have allowed absentee or remote voting at caucus meetings; however, the bill allows for delegates to vote absentee or to designate a substitute to vote for them at the convention.  The bill removes the 65 percent threshold a candidate has to meet in order to avoid a primary race, and leaves the threshold up to the parties.  If a person gets on a ballot through the signature gathering process, then the party is required to put their convention candidate up against the signature candidate.  Before a candidate can start gathering signatures, they have to file a notice of intent through the election office.  The notice of intent cannot be filed before January 1, and has to end 14 days before a convention is held.  

	Ms. Kara Trevino, Legislative Specialist, Council Office, stated a convention cannot be held before April 1.  

	Mr. Wilde stated the threshold for signatures for a statewide office is 28,000, for a congressional office it is 7,000, for a state senate seat it is 2,000, for a state house seat it is 1,000, and for County offices 3 percent of residents in the area are permitted to vote. These signatures are required to come from residents within the same party and the unaffiliated voters.  

	Council Member Bradshaw stated currently only the names of two candidates are listed on a primary ballot.  He asked if this bill would allow more than two candidates on a primary ballot.  

	Council Member Wilde stated yes; there could be multiple candidates if all reached the signature threshold. 

	Council Member Jensen stated this is a lawsuit waiting to happen.  The legislators are essentially telling a political party that a candidate can run under the party name even if the candidate did not go through the governance process of that party.  

	Councl Member DeBry stated this statute will probably be challenged in court and be overturned.  

	Mr. Wilde stated big party candidates will probably go both routes − through the caucus as well as the signature process to make sure they get on the ballot.  

	Council Member Jensen stated individuals who have the means to pay people to gather signatures will always be on the ballot.  

	Ms. Trevino stated this bill has made it through the Senate and is now in the House.

	Council Jensen suggested the Council consider this as informational only.

3rd Sub. S. B. 216 – Municipal Formation Amendments (Sen. Karen Mayne)

	This bill enacts provisions related to the incorporation of a noncontiguous municipality

	Mr. Jeremy Keele, Director of Government Relations, Mayor’s Office, stated the Mayor’s Office has been very involved in this bill.  The original bill would have paved the way for a ballot measure in 2015 to have a vote on creating a new noncontiguous municipality consisting of all the unincorporated parts of Salt Lake County.  The bill reached the committee, but before it was heard, the Mayor’s Office heard a lot of feedback from communities indicating they had not had enough time to look at the proposal and felt it was being forced on them.  Mayor McAdams asked the committee to table the bill, and told the communities he would take the bill back to the drawing board and try to figure something else out that would work better.  The bill was redrafted without the concept of a noncontiguous municipality.  The idea is to freeze the township boundaries until November 2015 to give the County time to study the noncontiguous municipality idea as well as other options that might work, such as service districts.  

	Council Member Bradshaw asked if this bill would freeze the township boundaries exactly the way they are right now.

	Council Member Jensen stated yes, except for any annexations or incorporations that are already in the process.

	Council Member DeBry, seconded by Council Member Newton, moved to support 3rd Sub. S. B. 216.  The motion passed unanimously.

S.B. 243 – Air Quality Programs (Sen. Stuart J. Adams)

	This bill amends provisions related to the governing body of certain Utah interlocal entities; requires a program utility to collect a charge less than or equal to $1 per month from a utility customer and remit the collection to an interlocal entity; authorizes the interlocal entity to retain a portion of the collected charges and remit a portion of the charges to the Air Quality Board and one or more entities that represent public and private interests in improving air quality within the state; requires the entities that retain funds to use the funds for air quality public education or grant program or research; requires the interlocal entity to report to the governor and Legislative Management Committee each year that it collects the charge; permits a customer to a program utility to opt out of the charge; requires the Division of Finance to establish an expendable special revenue fund if the board receives funds from the interlocal entity; and provides a repeal date.

	Mr. Jason Rose, Legal Counsel, Council Office, stated this bill clarifies the membership of the governing body of an interlocal entity for alternative fuel vehicles and facilities.  It allows the interlocal entity to collect a charge equal to or less than $1.00 per month from Rocky Mountain Power and Questar.  It allows a customer to opt out of the charge, and establishes that the public utility must send out the notice to opt out 30-45 days prior to the opt out period, which must occur annually.  This bill has a repeal date of December 31, 2019.

	Council Member Jensen stated he is really struggling with this bill because he wants to do things for clean air, but does not like the fact that customers have to opt out.  It should be an option to opt in.  He does not want to cast a vote that says he is not for clean air, but does not like some of the things in the bill and how it is funded. 

	Council Member Newton asked if the interlocal entity consisted of elected officials. 

	Mr. Rose stated the board has representatives from the Utah Association of Counties, the League of Cities and Towns, and the industry. There are also appointed members, who can be elected officials or not.  

	Council Member Newton stated the air does need to be cleaned up, but she had a hard time with this bill.  There are just too many unknowns.  

	Council Member Jensen stated the bulk of the money would go to government entities to convert fleets to clean natural gas, which would help clean up the emissions.    

	Council Member Bradley stated this is a sneaky and inappropriate way to gather money from the public.  It is just not appropriate and it takes advantage of people who do not look at their bills. This is for a good public purpose, but there are better avenues, and a more honest way of taking money from people for a specific purpose.  

	Council Member Bradshaw asked how much money this bill would generate. He asked why money for this purpose would not come from the General Fund or a more traditional way of creating a fund.  

	Ms. Trevino stated the fee would generate $18.5 million annually.

	Mr. Jeremy Keele, Director of Government Relations, Mayor’s Office, stated he did not think there was an appetite at the Legislature to do anything more than this.  The State will need a lot more money to address this problem.  

	Council Member DeBry he asked what basis customers had to opt out of the fee.  He asked if the $18 million would come from just Salt Lake County, and how the fund would be used.

	Mr. Rose stated the fee would be collected statewide.

	Council Member Jensen stated customers could opt out just by indicating they do not want to pay into the fund. 

	Council Member Burdick asked if the interlocal entity would have bylaws and parameters on how they would allocate the funds.  

	Council Member Jensen stated this is a functioning board; it already has those kind of parameters laid out.

	Council Member Burdick asked what would stop the fee from going higher in years to come.  He did not like the opt out part of the bill.  The State needs to do better at making sure the air is clean, but there are also a lot of other things that need attention.  

	Council Member Bradley stated ironically a person who chooses to opt out, is being rewarded by saving $24 a year.
 
	Council Member Jensen stated the counter argument is that 73 percent of the population says there is an air quality problem that needs to be fixed and realizes they will have to pay for it.  A fee attached to utilities will make it so everyone pays, unlike a fee attached to vehicles or gas.  

	Council Member DeBry stated instead of an opt out option, the State Legislature could add a box to the state income tax form for people to check if they want to contribute to this cause.  

	Council Member Burdick stated doing it this way could be a slippery slope.  

	Council Member Jensen stated the Council will not take a position on this bill.

Planning and Zoning Hearing #28715  (3:12:50 PM)

	Mr. Jason Rose, Legal Counsel, Council Office, reviewed the following zoning reclassification that will be heard during the March 4 , 2014, Council meeting:

	Application #28715 – Kyle Christensen on behalf of Breen Homes to reclassify property located at 10308 Dimple Dell Road from R-1-21 to R-1-10 zone.

	Mr. Rose stated the applicant is requesting this rezone to allow for property development that would permit more single family residential housing than is allowed under the current zone.  This request has been controversial.  The Council has to have a basis for its decision, and that basis has to be reasonable and debatable.

Department of Defense ~ Military Training Exercises  (3:14:18 PM)

	Mr. Paul Weddle, Southwest Training Area Developer/Coordinator, United States Special Operations Command, stated he is the exercise coordinator for special operations in Florida for the U.S. Marine Corps, Army, Navy, and Air Force.  His job in Utah is to find places off military reservations for soldiers and airmen to train.  The Department of Defense has a list of directives on how this is to be done, one of which is to brief the land owners and governances of the areas where it wishes to train.  The Marine Corps has decided on a location in Salt Lake County at the Unified Fire Authority Training Center, and one in Utah County, and would like to conduct an exercise in August.  The exercise will begin at Camp Williams and will last about two weeks, but will only be visible to the community one day.  

	Major Jeffrey Buffa, Special Operations Command, Marine Corps, stated he is the officer in charge of this exercise.   He will be coordinating with local reserve units for an exercise in August, and will bring in some of his marines to work with them.  The majority of the exercise will be done on private property, but at times, marines will be moving out and about in the community.  Some teams will be doing reconnaissance, while other teams will be working with local forces on training.  Then, the teams will combine for an action exercise at the Unified Fire Authority Training Center.  The exercise is low profile.  It is classified as live fire since teams will be shooting paint balls, which sting, but are not lethal.  However, there will be no explosives or live fire.  The exercise will not be transparent to the average citizen, but airmen will be flying helicopters low overhead, so some residents in the area will be affected by that.  However, the helicopters will only be flying one night.  They will fly in to pick up the marines, and fly away.  The Marine Corps has negotiated with Alliant Techsystems (ATK) for the helicopters to land on its property.  Marines will be out in the community explaining the exercise to alleviate any concerns, and will be briefing law enforcement.  The Department of Defense requires the Marine Corps to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), which will lay out which entity is responsible for what.  The main thing is to be up front with everyone.  The Department of Defense requires a risk assessment matrix be done, and since this exercise is high profile in that the Marine Corps will be interacting with the populace, not because of the nature of the execution, the Marine Corps will be sending notification to the County’s congressional representatives.

	Mr. Weddle asked if the County had any noise ordinances the Marine Corps needed to be aware of so it could operate within the ordinance or get a waiver.  Tomorrow, he would meet with the Sheriff, special officers, the Unified Fire Authority (UFA), and the Joint Terrorism Task Force, which will be coordinating with the West Valley Police.  He and law enforcement will be going door to door with notifications to the houses affected.  

	Council Member Bradley asked if this was a tactical exercise between the Marine Corps and the UFA, and why the Marine Corps chose to do it in an urban area.

	Major Buffa stated the Marine Corps is just utilizing the UFA’s facility.  Since 80 percent of the world’s population lives in an urban area, the exercise is to mimic areas of operations the Marine Corps will be encountering in the world.  The outside environment presents unique challenges that cannot be mimicked on a military base.  Utah provides unique opportunities other locations across the country do not.  

	Council Member Bradley asked if the Department of Defense was paying the UFA to use the space.

	Major Buffa stated if the UFA charges a fee, he would pay the fee.  He is not opposed to a reasonable fee.

	Council Member DeBry stated the County should not charge the military for this.

	Mr. Weddle stated the bottom line is tax dollars towards the military are shrinking, but the demand for its services across the world are not, and the military personnel needs to train.  It would be cost prohibitive to build a city on a military base that duplicates the environment and to pay the role players.  

	Council Member Jensen stated the UFA has fostered a relationship with the National Guard and reserve units for joint training, and it contracts with Camp Williams for fire suppression.  Working with military partners is a beneficial relationship.  

	Mr. Sim Gill, District Attorney, asked if the MOU was with the County or with the UFA.

	Council Member Jensen stated the MOU will be between the Marine Corps and the UFA.  Ryan Perry, his aide, will be the point of contact for the UFA and can coordinate with the Board of Health on any sound ordinances.  

	Council Member DeBry, seconded by Council Member Burdick, moved to coordinate with the Marine Special Operations Command for this exercise.  The motion passed unanimously.

County’s Electric Vehicle Level-III Fast Charging Station  (3:28:55 PM)

During the February 4, 2014, Committee of the Whole meeting, the Mayor’s Office delivered a presentation to the County informing it that the State received two electric vehicle fast-charging stations from Nissan for public use, and gave one to the County.  The station will be located in the Government Center south parking lot, and available to the public for a fee.  The Mayor’s Office is working with representatives from the State, Salt Lake City, and other knowledgeable stakeholders to determine what the fee should be.    

	Ms. Kimi Barnett, Local Government Relations & Environmental/Public Policy Specialist, Mayor’s Office, requested Council approval to charge a fee to the public for the use of the County’s Electric Vehicle Level-III Fast Charging Station at the Government Center. 

	Ms. Megan Hillyard, Associate Director, Administrative Services Department, stated the fee will be a flat rate of $2.00 per vehicle plus $0.20-per-killowatt.  The intent is just to cover the County’s costs.  It is a minimal fee to the public.  The Mayor’s Office will monitor this for a year, and adjust the fee up or down, if necessary, depending upon the County’s maintenance costs.

	Council Member Bradley asked what the approximate total charge would be for someone to charge their vehicle.

	Mr. Ted Lazenby, Project Manager, Facilities Management Division, stated the maximum charge would be about 45 killowatts at $.20, which is $9, plus the $2 flat rate.

Council Member Burdick asked how a person would know when they needed to unhook from the charging station.

	Mr. Lazenby stated the maximum time to charge a vehicle is about 20 minutes.  The system is designed for the maximum charge, so if someone did not turn it off themselves, it would turn off.  Signage has been developed for the unit, but has not been installed yet.  It will inform people about the length of use.  If someone continues to use the charging station for more than 30 minutes, the County will have to educate them.
