A RESOLUTION OF THE SALT LAKE COUNTY COUNCIL APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT AGREEMENT WITH Burdick SOLD P.C.

A. Salt Lake County (the “County”) owns a parcel of real property located at approximately 12775 S. Fort Street, Salt Lake County, Utah, where the Willow Creek channel is located (the “Willow Creek Property”).

B. Burdick SOLD P.C. owns certain real property located immediately adjacent to the Willow Creek Property that it would like to develop into a residential subdivision known as Greenwood Subdivision Phase 3 (the “Subdivision”).

C. In November 2013, the County granted Burdick SOLD P.C. a perpetual access and utility easement to allow access to the Subdivision over the Willow Creek Property (“Access Easement”).  The Access Easement allows Burdick SOLD P.C. to build and maintain an access road, including a bridge over Willow Creek.

D. Burdick SOLD P.C. would like to acquire a temporary construction easement from the County to use a portion of the Willow Creek Property as a staging area and for other construction purposes directly related to the construction of the access road and bridge.

E. The County has prepared a Temporary Construction Easement Agreement, attached as Exhibit A hereto, that will allow for the construction of the access road and bridge.

F. It has been determined that the best interests of the County and the general public will be served by executing the Temporary Construction Easement Agreement.  The terms and conditions of the Temporary Construction Easement Agreement are in compliance with all applicable state statutes and county ordinances.

	NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council that the Temporary Construction Easement Agreement, attached hereto as Exhibit A and by this reference made a part of this Resolution, is hereby approved; and the Mayor is hereby authorized to execute said Temporary Construction Easement Agreement and to deliver the fully executed document to the County Real Estate Section for recording.

	Mr. Todd Draper, Planning & Development Services Division, reviewed the following rezoning application:  (4:06:16 PM)

	Application #28715 – Kyle Christensen on behalf of Breen Homes requesting to reclassify property located at 10308 Dimple Dell Road from R-1-21 to R-1-10 zone. 

	Mr. Draper stated the applicant is requesting this rezone in order to facilitate future development of the property with a greater number of single family residential homes than would otherwise be allowed under the current zoning classification.  The Granite Community Council and the Salt Lake County Planning Commission both recommended this request be denied.  County staff has recommended approval of the application.  There are valid reasons for the decisions on both sides.  The R-1-10 zone is recommended in the Granite Community Master Plan as a low density residential zone.  However, a large amount of public outcry would not support the R-1-10 rezone.  The lowest density allowed in a medium density residential zone would be five units per acre.  The master plan would allow for four units per acre.  This is currently developed land that would be redeveloped; it is not raw land.  In addition, the subject property is adjacent to some R-1-10 zones.

	Council Member Bradshaw, seconded by Council Member DeBry, moved to open the public hearing.  The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Council Members present voted “Aye.”

	Mr. Kyle Christensen, representative for applicant, Breen Homes, stated the requested use of this property is allowed in the ordinance for the Granite Community Master Plan.  He is not seeking to alter the density; 10,000 square foot lots are already allowed.  Such lots already border three sides of the subject property.

The common denominator for people opposed to zoning change is fear of change.  It is a very emotional issue.  Everyone who opposes this is living in property that was at one time subdivided.  The Dimple Dell area has many large properties that have been inherited, but are now hard to sell.  People want larger homes on smaller lots.  Mr. Layton, the seller of one portion of the subject property, had no interested buyers for his two-acre property.  Other neighbors are also talking to developers about selling their large properties.  This will not be the last rezone application from this area to come before the Council.  Developers are the only ones willing to take the risk associated with developing property.  None of the adjoining neighbors have ventured to share their wealth and buy the Layton property to preserve the lifestyle. 

The increased urbanization of Salt Lake County dictates that this use would be appropriate in this area.  He asked the Council to approve the zone change based on the facts.

	Mr. Tolford Young, Chair, Salt Lake County Planning Commission, spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  This request is inconsistent with the Granite Community Council Master Plan, traffic impacts were not addressed, and low, medium, and high density definitions are not explained in any ordinance.

	Ms. Mary Young, Chair, Granite Community Council, spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  She has been trying to update the Granite Master Plan and is struggling to explain the County staff’s recommendation for approval of this rezoning.

− − − − − − − − − − − − − −

	Mr. Terry Wood, Vice Chair, Granite Community Council, spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  He stated the community is not anti-change; they are pro-Dimple Dell.  They love the unique atmosphere of the area.  Denying the rezone request will not deny the right to sell or redevelop; it will just keep the standards that have been adhered to over the years.  Zoning regulations are not for any one person to change at will.  Over 20 years ago the County Commission set aside Dimple Dell for hikers and equestrians.  He asked the Council to use the same wisdom to protect the jewel of Dimple Dell.

− − − − − − − − − − − − − −

	Mr. Michael Braun spoke in opposition to the rezoning application.  Salt Lake County officials have properly zoned this area, which is consistent with principals of growth and the FCOZ ordinance.  The community is overwhelmingly opposed to any type of rezone.  The buyers of this land knew it was zoned R-1-21.  Higher density dwellings will encroach upon the needs of animal lovers.

	Mr. Dan Fischer spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  It is nonsensical to add the number of homes onto this property that is proposed.  Dimple Dell Road has no curb and gutter.  Increased traffic would require retaining walls on the road and would destroy the charm of the area.  An additional 18 or 19 residences will add a considerable amount of traffic onto Dimple Dell Road.

− − − − − − − − − − − − − −

	Mr. Steve Condie spoke in favor to the rezoning request.  If every speaker indicated how large their lots were, it would be an indication of who is fighting it.  The ones with the larger lots could do a conservation easement to keep the property forever.  However, they may not want to do that or their heirs may not want to because they have no use for the property and cannot sell it.

	Mr. Scott Stewart spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  No one has asked the applicant to do anything other than comply with the current zoning laws.  He has lived in the area for seven years because of the charm and country feel of the Dimple Dell area.

− − − − − − − − − − − − − −

	Mr. Brent Layton spoke in favor of the rezoning request.  He has sold the property and has no financial interest in it.  However, the zoning change should be granted because more families will be able to enjoy the beautiful area.  Forty years ago, the map did not have this much development.  No one wants development, but it is a necessary evil.

	Mr. Rafael Saucedo spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  He has lived all over the country, primarily in high density areas.  He chose to live in Dimple Dell because of its nature.  The people who want to develop the area do not live there.  The community’s desire to live as they choose should be respected.

   	Mr. Boyd Summerhays spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  In zoning changes, what is given to one person is taken away from another.  Dimple Dell is the last place in the Salt Lake Valley where people can see a deer or a coyote.  Putting houses on one-quarter acre lots does not even allow for an extra car.

    	Mr. Nick Larsen spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  He has lived in the area for over 30 years.  He questioned misrepresentations made about the second seller in this project.  Breen Homes has not yet even presented a plan for the lots.

  	Dr. John Sieverts spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  He is an equine veterinarian.  There are many lots with horses and that requires a lot of room.  This rezone change does not feel right for the area.

− − − − − − − − − − − − − −

	Ms. Megan Sieverts spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  She is very angry about this rezone request.  It will be harmful to children.

− − − − − − − − − − − − − −

	Mr. Teddy Bunk spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  It is easy to recognize that Dimple Dell cannot handle a huge amount of houses.  This is all about money and large houses.

− − − − − − − − − − − − − −

	Mr. Brad Greene spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  He wanted to live in a low density area close to a metropolitan area.  Now he is being asked to give up his right to live in low density for the price of progress.

	Mr. Neil Jessop spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  The plan for 19 homes on this site is illogical.  Everyone bought in this area to live in a low density area.

   	Mr. Charlie Warrell spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  Citizens live by rules.  He owns a dirt bike, which he cannot ride in Dimple Dell Park because motorized vehicles are prohibited.  People should be able to sell their homes, but for the right price.  It appears that people want to sell their property for an exorbitant amount to aid their retirement fund.  He asked the Council not to make Dimple Dell another sell out neighborhood.

   	Mr. Russell Larson spoke in opposition to the rezoning request.  The protection of Dimple Dell Park is paramount in this discussion.  The park is the only place that is the same as when the pioneers arrived in Utah.  This request is all about money, money, money.

		Mr. Chris Patterson spoke in opposition to the rezoning request. He stated the Dimple Dell area is a tight knit community with a sense of security and comfort.

− − − − − − − − − − − − − −

		Mr. Jeff Creveling, Salt Lake Planning Commission, spoke in opposition to the rezoning request. He stated the Salt Lake County Planning Commission unanimously recommended denial of this rezone request.

− − − − − − − − − − − − − −

		Mr. Steve Van Maren spoke in opposition to the rezoning request. He stated adding additional lots will increase traffic on Dimple Dell road. He asked if a rezone could take place on a property with the owner being represented by the requestor. 

		Council Member Jensen stated Mr. Van Maren’s question will be reviewed.

		Ms. Mary Lou Layton spoke in favor of the rezoning request.  She stated redeveloping communities is a subject that can become emotional. She asked that the community keep negative comments, disrespect, and attacks to a minimum. The property could not be kept up and needed to be sold.

		Mr. Mike McCarthy spoke in opposition to the rezoning request. He stated the developer produced a plan to create 10,000 acre lots with 14-15 homes or a Planned Unit Development (PUD) that would add an additional 3-4 more houses.

		Mr. Thomas Christensen, Deputy District Attorney, stated the community will adapt to additional homes. Dimple Dell Park will remain unchanged, additional homes will not ruin Dimple Dell Park. New families will become an asset to the community.

		Council Member DeBry, seconded by Council Member Burdick, moved to close the public hearing. The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Council Members present voted “Aye.”

		Council Member Bradley stated caution needs to be taken when discussing change. Incremental change will creep up over time and create radical changes that cannot be reversed. Just because there is available land does not mean the area needs to be changed to accommodate others who want to enjoy the area. The Council has laws, regulations, and implements ordinances that give some type of visions of what an area should be. Ordinances are evolved to capture and protect areas of uniqueness. 

		Council Member Newton stated she needs to listen to the recommendations of the community councils and Salt Lake County Planning Commission. There are not a significant number of lots less than one-half acre to warrant a precedent. 

		Council Member DeBry stated property rights are for developers and citizens. Residents of Dimple Dell’s lifestyles and property would be diminished.  It would be unfair to change the rules. The Council needs to determine what is right and fair.

		Council Member Jensen stated townships and community councils were created to gain input from those closest to the issue to help make recommendations. A unanimous denial decision speaks volumes.

		Council Member Newton, seconded by Council Member Bradley, moved to deny Application #28715 based on the Granite Community Council and Salt Lake County Planning Commission’s recommendations of denial. The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Council Members present voted “Aye.”
