UCC MEETING - CALL TO ORDER

Utah Conservation Commission Chairperson Kelly Pehrson called the meeting to order at 8:02 A.M.

ARDL LOAN APPROVAL
Ms. Amy Wengren, ARDL Loan Program Specialist reported on the loans:

Loan #1, location is Zone 1.  The loan amount is $64,803 for installation of center pivot and replacing old leaking wheel line.  A motion was made by Mr. Kim Evans to approve Loan #1, seconded by Mr. Bill Butcher.  The motion carried unanimously.

Loan #2, location is Zone 5.  The loan amount is $972,500 for installation of solar power to run well pumps and to be self-sufficient.  A motion was made by Mr. Bill Butcher to approve Loan #2, seconded by Mr. Kim Evans.  The motion carried unanimously.

Loan #3, location is Zone 5.  The loan amount is $12,000 for filling in a ravine and installation of irrigation wheel line.  A motion was made by Mr. Kim Evans to approve Loan #3, seconded by Mr. Bill Butcher.  The motion carried unanimously.

Loan #4, location is Zone 7.  The loan amount is $66,000 for installation of a linear pivot and wheel lines along with a pipeline.  This project is also being funded through the Water Optimization program.  A motion was made by Mr. Bill Butcher to approve Loan #4, seconded by Mr. Kim Evans.  The motion carried unanimously.

Loan #5, location is Zone 4.  The loan amount is $200,000 for installation of three concrete turnout structures, land leveling, web fencing, ditch expansion and ditch lining.  Applicant will receive NRCS and Water Optimization grant monies. A motion was made by Mr. Kim Evans to approve Loan #5, seconded by Mr. Bill Butcher.  The motion carried unanimously.

Loan #6, location is Zone 4.  The loan amount is $125,000 for converting from flood irrigation to installing a pivot irrigation system.  A motion was made by Mr. Bill Butcher to approve Loan #6, seconded by Mr. Kim Evans.  The motion carried unanimously.



EDR LOAN APPROVAL


Loan #1 location is Zone 7. The loan amount is $100,000 because of the lack of water this has caused lower yields of hay, forcing the applicant to buy hay increasing their expenses.  A motion was made by Mr. Kim Evans to approve Loan #1, seconded by Mr. Bill Butcher. The motion carried unanimously.


[bookmark: _Hlk106283434]Loan #2 location is Zone 2.  The loan amount is $75,000.  Because of the drought the applicants were unable to use leased land, so it caused extra food cost. A motion was made by Mr. Bill Butcher to approve Loan #2, seconded by Mr. Kim Evans.  The motion carried unanimously.

Loan #3 location is Zone 4.  The loan amount is $22,000 to help applicant with fee cost, because of the drought hay production has been low.  A motion was made by Mr. Kim Evans to approve Loan #3, seconded by Mr. Bill Butcher.  The motion carried unanimously.

Loan #4 location is Zone 7.  The loan amount is $100,000 for needed help with purchase of hay because of the increased cost.  A motion was made by Mr. Bill Butcher to approve Loan #4, seconded by Mr. Kim Evans.  The motion carried unanimously.
