Mayor Beesley noted the deputies in attendance from the road division.  He wanted to thank them for their service and for their presence within the city.

[bookmark: _Hlk125481975][bookmark: _Hlk126698030]Councilmember Skeen moved to approve the minutes from March 2, 2023. Councilmember Panunzio seconded the motion. Councilmembers Jenkins, Panunzio and Skeen voted aye. The motion carried.

Comments:  Public
Troy Dailey is the owner of 3182 N 3900 W.  He has been trying to get a temporary use permit to store 10 new dumpsters on his 4-acre property.  They are brand new and organized neatly.  His friend, who owns the dumpsters, is just storing them on his property.  Mr. Dailey noted that when the time comes to clean up his parent’s property, he will use them.  Mr. Dailey noted that he is letting the petting zoo next door to him, use the property for to feed the animals.  Mayor Beesley will get ahold of him the first of next week to talk and work something out.  The Mayor noted that the reason he hasn’t been able to get a permit is because it doesn’t comply with the ordinance.

Report from Planning Commission
Shawna Faulkner reported that the detached accessory dwelling was tabled as they questioned how CC&R’s and HOA’s would affect them.  Brandon will look into this as it is an evolving issue.  It was noted that the city will not and cannot enforce CC&R’s.  Shawna reported that they are trying to make the setbacks for a detached accessory dwelling the same as an accessory building.  Concerning the sensitive land use ordinance, the Planning Commission tabled this.  They are adding a statement that the Planning Commission and City Council can determine if it is detrimental.  She also mentioned that they are defining that it has to be not less than four acres of buildable land.  Shawna reported that they are working with a minor subdivision.  It was two lots, then combined into one and now dividing it back to two.  She noted that the one lot is non-conforming since it is only 85 feet.  The subdivision didn’t cause it since it was originally that way.  She reported that Bruce Parker, who was hired to help with the affordable housing report, noted that the detached accessory dwelling unit is helpful for the report.  He feels we are ahead of the curve.  Shawna reported that they are working on our commercial zones and put a statement on that if the specific business is not listed, the following uses will be applied:  C-1 non-conforming.  C-2 conditional use.  C-3 conditional use.  She noted that currently there are no C-1 zoned properties.  She was going to ask about the deferral agreements, but it looks like that was discussed earlier.

Discussion/Motion:  Final Approval of Scott Wayment Subdivision - approx. 1700 N 5100 W – 4 lots
Deferral agreements are used when curb, gutter and sidewalk is not anywhere in the area.  It has not been standard procedure to require them before approval, but are required at the time of recording.  The Mayor apologized to Scott Wayment and Jeff Hales for delaying approval for a couple weeks.  Jeff Hales noted that if it does become standard procedure at the time of final approval, he is fine with it.  He just needs to know.  Jeff mentioned that the deferral agreements in the packet are going to have to be changed a little when the final plat is prepared.  Councilmember Skeen moved to give final approval of the Scott Wayment Subdivision.  Councilmember Jenkins seconded the motion.  Councilmembers Beal, Sadler and Skeen voted aye.





Discussion/Motion:  Conditional Final Acceptance – River Crossing Phase 2
Councilmember Jenkins moved to give conditional final acceptance for River Crossing Phase 2.  Councilmember Panunzio seconded the motion.  Councilmembers Jenkins, Panunzio and Skeen voted aye.  The motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:  Conditional Final Acceptance – Panunzio Subdivision Phase 1
Councilmember Panunzio abstained from the discussion.  There was not a quorum present so this was tabled. Jeff noted that Dan has been working very hard to get some old subdivisions off the books.  Jeff is fine to wait another couple weeks.

Discussion/Motion:  Resolution for Interlocal Agreement with Weber County Elections Division
Councilmember Jenkins moved to approve Resolution 2023-02 to enter into an interlocal agreement with Weber County Election Division.  Councilmember Panunzio seconded the motion. Councilmember Jenkins, Panunzio and Skeen voted aye.  The motion carried.

The Mayor noted that with the warmer days coming, we are trying to get our flood things in order.  He noted that we will get some trash pumps and some floor sucker pumps.  He noted an article about the flood of 1983 and mentioned that May got really warm and is what caused the issues.  We are hopeful for a slow trickle for melting the snow. The Mayor noted the big drains have been dredged and hopefully will move the water a little better to the Great Salt Lake.  He also noted that sand bags are available down by the landfill.

At 6:59 p.m. Councilmember Skeen moved to adjourn and was seconded by Councilmember Jenkins.  The vote was unanimous. 
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
