Brief Description of Study:  The SHARP Survey Project is a two-instrument student survey to take place in February and March of 2015. This will be the seventh administration of the SHARP Survey (previously administered in 2003, 2005, 2007, 2009, 2011, and 2013). The survey was designed to (1) obtain necessary planning data for the Division of Substance Abuse and Mental Health, Department of Education, the Health Department, and participating school districts and to (2) ease the surveying burden on schools by combining the administration of multiple questionnaires into one survey process. This project has been approved previously by the DHS IRB (2003 DHS IRB# 020204, 2005 / 2007 / 2009 / 2011 DHS IRB# 040253, and 2013 DHS IRB #0494). Though the SHARP Project we are proposing for 2015 will be identical to the 2013 administration, we are (as requested) submitting a new application so that you might fully review the study methodology and human subjects information for this survey. While our 2015 SHARP Survey forms are not yet completed, we anticipate minimal changes for those (we will seek DHS IRB approval when finalized) and we would greatly appreciate an initial IRB approval of the SHARP Project methodology and materials to begin planning and recruiting.

Brief Description of Study:  The proposed project is part of a continued effort on the part of the investigator to validate a brief, yet comprehensive evidence-based assessment that meets and surpasses clinical practice guidelines for effective risk stratification of patients being considered for opioid pain management therapy. The Opioid Abuse Risk Screener (OARS) is intended to evaluate patient risk of opioid misuse based on biopsychosocial factors shown to increase risk of substance abuse. The present study extends this validation process in two ways. First, analyses run on the data from this distinct sample will provide additional information about the validity of the OARS in the context of a non-pain-specific population. Second, analyzing response patterns among individuals known to have substance abuse issues will inform continued refinement of the instrument and help to demonstrate the construct validity of the OARS.

Brief Description of Study:  The purpose of the study is to evaluate the DCFS IVE Waiver Project. The goal of the project is to increase positive outcomes for infants, children, youth and their families in their homes and communities, including tribal communities, and improve the safety and their well-being. This study will encompass multiple phases; this IRB application is intended to cover implementation analysis, the first phase of the process evaluation.  The implementation analysis' target population is comprised of stakeholders and DCFS staff involved in the implementation phase of the IVE Waiver Project. All staff who provide services to children and families entering the State’s child welfare system with a substantiated/supported allegation of child abuse, neglect, or dependency and who are identified as requiring ongoing in-home services through DCFS' Structured Decision Making (SDM) safety and risk assessments are to be included.  At the State’s sole discretion, the target population may later be expanded to include children at risk of entry into foster care due to juvenile delinquency or who have been reunified with their birth families that may benefit from in-home post-reunification services. In addition, DCFS staff receiving waiver-specific training about addressing trauma and providing direct or coordinated services will participate in the evaluation.
