Public Comments:
Gary Cochran bought an additional 1.5 acres from El Sorenson, to extend his lot that was approved when the subdivision was approved, and needs to amend the plot size.  Mayor told Gary that he said he would need  to present the plat to the Planning Commission.  Gary will take the proposed changes to Ken Hulet for further approval.  

Consent Agenda
Council member Lorna Stapley  made a motion to accept the corrected January 11, 2022 , February 8th, 2023 meeting minutes and February check detail. Council member Tina Perry seconded the motion.  Roll call vote: voting aye – Council members Luscher, Stapley, Hatch, Perry, Mayor Torgerson

Community Center Discussion
Ensign Engineering and the Mayor joined a zoom meeting with CIB.  The CIB board recognized the financial state of the town.  CIB works in trimesters, hearing requests for funding every round.  At the end of discussion there is a motion for the approval of funding requested.  The June meeting is when the funding can be finalized.  Rarely are the decisions changed, but it definitely could be.  After approval it takes some time to receive the funding.  The board authorized 1,350,000 (a $200,000, 30 year 1.5% Loan and a $1,150,000 grant) to help finance the Community Center.   Between now and June, the council will have more discussions on possible properties,  purchase of property.  Kelly presented maps showing options for the building. A discussion was held about the possibilities of not taking bond for the project.   There is no penalty for paying the building off early.  The 1.5 %  interest rate is a great rate. Richard Chamberlain takes care of  most of the bonds in the region.  Hiring an attorney could be upwards to $10,000.  Kelly thinks taking a bond is the best option.  
The  Municipal Building Authority is where it would be bonded.  The biggest decision is where the building will go.  Options are behind the ambulance shed/ fire station.  Which wont work with the bays that are on at the fire station.  The possibility of the lot on the side of the firehouse is an option as well.  A closed meeting will be held for the purpose of buying and selling property at the end of the regular meeting.  Tina did try to contact the Bagley family, with no luck.  Gary suggested the property of ELL’s on Main Street for an option.   The comments from the  community have been supportive.   Community culture is important to the town.   A new building would provide a place for elderly to walk in the winter, an option  for young moms to have gatherings or workout and other community events.   Town council and Planning Commission  meetings would  be held there, along with other Boards from the community.
