Why Agricultural Land Preservation Matters
Since 1970, Utah has lost 2.9 million acres (21.3%) of our state's farmland. Productive farmland is critical to the
production of food and fiber, local food security, rural economies, and wildlife habitat. Farmers and ranchers are first
and foremost stewards and conservationists of the land they depend on. The Utah Department of Agriculture and
Food works to help producers protect, restore, and enhance farms and ranchers through conservation easements
and other programs. 


During the 2023 Legislative Session, the LeRay McAllister Working Farm and Ranch Protection Fund received $3
million in funding. These funds will go towards preserving or restoring critical open land or agricultural land in Utah.
Additionally, per H.B.371, counties will be required to deposit 20% of rollback taxes into a fund dedicated to
preserving agricultural land and open space that may be used to purchase conservation easements for similar
purposes. 


These funds will remain in and be administered by individual counties rather than UDAF; however, UDAF may
provide assistance in allocating these funds if the counties choose. 







Ag Stress Assistance Program: As a department we recognize the unique stressors that farmers and ranchers face on
a daily basis- that's why we created the Ag Stress Assistance Program. This program is operated in partnership with
USU Extension AgWellness and provides free vouchers for mental healthcare, education, and mental health resources
for Utah farmers and ranchers. 


Agricultural Water Optimization Program: Provides grants to Utah's farmers, ranchers, and canal companies to
upgrade their irrigation systems to improve efficiency with water use.


Agricultural Voluntary Incentive Program (AgVIP): The goal of the Agriculture Voluntary Incentive Program (AgVIP)
is to help farmers implement nutrient management practices that can increase crop yields, improve soil health, and
add value to operations while improving water quality.


Utah Grazing Improvement Program: The Utah Grazing Improvement Program improves the productivity, health,
and sustainability of our rangelands and watersheds. Well planned and managed livestock grazing is the most
important landscape-scale tool for maintaining healthy rangelands, watersheds, and wildlife habitats.


Utah Food Security Processing Grant: This program strengthens the security of the local food supply and ensures
more Utah-produced food is processed in-state by providing grants of up to 8,150k to small local Utah processors

ENGINEERING FIRM REQUEST FOR QUALIFICATIONS


INTRODUCTION: Daggett County is soliciting statements of qualifications for a qualified
civil engineering firm to provide design and construction oversight services for the design and
construction of a Multi-Use paved nonmotorized trail along SR-43 from Main Street in Manila
Utah to the Utah/Wyoming State Line east of Manila as shown on the attached map. The design
is to be completed in 2023. The construction is to be completed in 2024.


GENERAL SELECTION PROCESS: Engineering Firms interested in being considered must
submit a Statement of Qualifications (SOQ) in compliance with this Request for Qualifications.
Evaluations will be conducted by County Commission Members. Contract negotiations will
begin with the highest ranked firm. If contract negotiations are successful, the County will enter
into a Professional Services Agreement (PSA) with the selected Engineering Firm. If contract
negotiations are not successful, the County will enter negotiations with the next ranked firm.


GENERAL SELECTION CRITERIA: The basis for selection of the Engineering Firm shall
include the following:


● Understanding of the project, the scope of work required, and the project schedule
● Qualifications of Key Personnel
● Project Experience
● Experience working with a Public Agency


SERVICES NEEDED: The services described in this section will be the basis for the Scope of
Work to become part of the PSA with the selected consultant. The following is a general
description of the work required to be completed by the consultant:


ENGINEERING SERVICES: The services that will be provided include, but are not limited to,
the following:


1. Prepare design drawings, specifications, estimate of probable costs for the
proposed project, prepare bid documents, and soliciting bids from contractors.


2. Prepare and present options to the County to scale the project as needed to fit
within the project budget. The total project budget including design, construction
oversight, construction and administration is $1,600,000.00.


3. Provide weekly updates to the County Commissioners on the progress of the
project. Every 3 months provide a one-page written progress report describing the
progress and tasks completed for the quarter along with a summary of all funds
expended and the budget remaining and expected dates of expenditure. All
funding sources and project costs are to be identified.


4. Coordinate the project between the County and the Town of Manila.
5. Coordinate the design and location of trail with UDOT Region 3 permits section


including preparing a UDOT encroachment permit.
6. Identify the existing right-of-way and the need for additional right-of-way or







easements or options to avoid needing right-of-way or easements. Prepare
drawings and documentation as needed for the County to obtain the needed
rights-of-way or easements.


7. Identify and locate existing utilities and potential impacts to them. Coordinate
with utility companies to identify, locate, and address potential impacts. Prepare
drawings and specifications for any water or sewer utility impacts.


8. Drainage design including pipe culvert extensions or low water crossings.
9. Landscape and erosion control design.
10. Resting areas along the trail for placement of a bench and bike rack.
11. Cultural, wetland and stream surveys along the trail including preparing any


environmental and stream alteration permits and reports needed. Coordination
with state and federal agencies as required for environmental clearances.


12. Assist the County and the Town of Manila in holding an Open House to discuss
the project and obtain comments from attendees.


CONSTRUCTION OVERSIGHT SERVICES: The services that will be provided include, but
are not limited to, the following:


1. Assist the County in selecting a contractor to perform the construction of the
improvements.


2. Provide full-time construction inspection and construction administration for the
project improvements and provide daily reports of project progress.


3. Perform quality assurance testing in accordance with UDOT minimum sampling
and testing requirements.


4. Perform construction staking meeting UDOT requirements.
5. Provide weekly updates to the county commissioners on the progress of the


project. Every 3 months provide a one-page progress report and photos of the
project describing the progress and tasks completed for the quarter along with a
summary of all funds expended and the budget remaining and expected dates of
expenditure. All funding sources and project costs are to be identified.


6. Provide monthly contractor payment requests to the County.
7. Upon completion of the project, prepare a one-page final report along with photos


including a brief description of the completed project, an itemized report showing
where the funds have been spent. Funding sources versus the costs, and the dates
of expenditure shall be listed.


8. Upon completion of the project, prepare a red-lined hard copy plan set showing
“As-Built” features denoting changes from the original design.


REQUIREMENTS: The following requirements will be required to enter into an agreement
with the County to provide these professional services:


1. Insurance
a. General Liability:


i. Each Occurrence - $1,000,000
ii. General Aggregate - $2,000,000
iii. Negotiate with the County for insurance coverage


2. Licensure
a. Professional Engineer - Licensed in the State of Utah







b. If additional services are required beyond those listed, the applicable professional
licensing rules of Utah shall apply. Any services provided shall be performed
under a Utah licensed professional for the applicable discipline.


3. In-House Professionals
a. Licensed Engineering and Surveying Professionals shall be directly employed by


the proposing firm and shall not be a sub-consultant to that firm.


SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS: Requirements for the Proposal include:
1. Submit three (3) copies of the printed proposal to the County along with one electronic


copy of the proposal on a USB drive in PDF format.
2. Submittals shall not exceed a 4-page limit not including the cover page. Pages beyond


the page limit will be removed from the proposal.
3. Cover page to only include the Name of the project, name of the firm, date, and


“Statement of Qualification” and a picture/graphic (if desired).
4. A page is defined as a single sided 8.5” x 11” page with 1-inch margins around not


including the header and footer.
5. Pages to be numbered.
6. Minimum font size limited to 10 pt.
7. Do not include a link or reference to other information.
8. No mention of the Engineering Firm’s cost is to be included in the proposal. Discussion


of the Engineering Firm’s cost in the proposal will disqualify the firm.

Minutes of the Meeting of the Daggett County Commission and the Daggett County Redevelopment
Agency held on Tuesday, April 18, 2023 in the Commission Chambers in the Daggett County
Courthouse at 95 North 1st West in Manila, Utah and through electronic means. Commissioners
Randy Asay, Jack Lytle and Matt Tippets attended in person. Attorney Kent Snider, Clerk Brian
Raymond, Auditor Keri Pallesen and Sheriff Erik Bailey attended in person. The meeting was called
to order at 9:09 am by Commissioner Matt Tippets. The invocation was given by Commission
Assistant Peggy White and then Commissioner Matt Tippets led those in attendance in the Pledge of
Allegiance.

Approve Minutes: The minutes from Tuesday, April 11, 2023 were available for review.
Commissioner Lytle motioned to approve the minutes for the Tuesday, April 11, 2023 Daggett
County Commission Meeting and RDA Meeting. Commissioner Asay seconded the motion. The

Issues Updates: Commissioner Lytle said we are still on hold until Dutch John gets an
attorney. Kent said that he had spoken with Dennis Judd and was working on tweaking some
language that could be approved by him with a recommendation for their Planning and Zoning. He
will then get it to Jones and DeMille. Martin Pierce was able to hear this conversation so he is aware
of the delay and that he will be contacted soon.


Commissioner Lytle said he had spoken with Jesse Lassley and Lincoln Berthold and asked
them to contact the Clerk. Brian Raymond said he has Lincoln scheduled for next week’s meeting.


Commissioner Lytle brought up the lot creation for the MBA and Martin Pierce said it has
been submitted to Planning and Zoning for conceptual approval and they are waiting for the verbiage
on the Dutch John Airport to come back, as it will probably need to be the same.


Jeanette Hileman said May 20th is a Community Awareness Day and they are looking to do
some CPR training and have Search and Rescue do something fun for the kids, plus have the Fire
Departments participate. She asked to have the park reserved and Clerk Raymond scheduled that for
her.
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Jeanette Hileman said the meeting with Sweetwater County Commission is tomorrow and she
has been working with Wyoming to get our ambulance service licensed in Wyoming and get
everything ready. There was an issue where Jeanette was told that all employees need to be licensed
in Wyoming however, upon further investigation from Jeanette, this is not so. They can be through
reciprocity which needs to be renewed every 3 months. All Jeanette’s employees, except one, are
already licensed with Wyoming. Sweetwater County wants the boundary to go to Anvil Draw and
then also up past Dutch John. We don’t have a problem serving this area in winter because Wyoming
just can't get through the snows but in the summer these distances are too far for us to respond. The
attorney was invited to attend the meeting, but wasn’t sure he could due to a Planning and Zoning
meeting that night, but he’ll try. Commissioner Asay said that there is a medical clinic meeting
tomorrow and he will not be available for the meeting with the Sweetwater County Commission.


James Olsen was here and said there were some road issues with the double chip seal being
washed out in places on the Clay Basin Road. The road on Linwood Lane has been washed out and a
new culvert is being put in place. There is also a problem with Harper’s Landing. There was a ditch
dug on the West side of Harper’s Landing that was more recently dug than the original, but
Broadbent’s are not going to maintain it. Commissioner Tippets stated there may be a place for the
HOA to do something. James said one of the residents had tapped into a drain ditch with a 12 inch
culvert and head gate. This runs down the south side of his property to the subdivision street. There
was supposedly a pond dug by the Broadbent’s, but it is just a natural low spot, but it could be built
up to help. A lot of the ditches on private property have been filled in, some have been kept open,
but not all. Commissioner Lytle suggested that a letter could be sent to people. James brought in a
map and showed where things should be, but people have built on top of their easements which is
causing some of the problems. The drainage was messed up with the filling in of the canal, but with
the sprinklers it has eliminated much of the problem. James has talked with Vicky Nelson and Chad
Reed of Planning and Zoning, but more research and discussion needs to take place. James said
Jordan Holmberg of Dutch John will start soon as a new member of the road crew. Commissioner
Lytle and the others thanked the Road Department for their efforts this winter. Commissioner
Tippets asked if we needed to get an engineer to look at this, but James was comfortable letting the
water run down hill. Attorney Kent Snider said the homeowners could get an engineer to dispute
James' experience.


Kent finished his wording for the plat in Dutch John and read it to the Commissioners.
Commissioner Lytle had some questions about the easement vs. roads and our responsibility which
were answered by Kent.


Code Enforcement may have some issues coming up and Kent said he would talk with
Planning and Zoning.


Legislation, there wasn’t much discussion, but there was mention of the road money and how
it was going to be distributed and Commissioner Lytle said it was disappointing.


Citizen Comments: No public comments were given.


Cash Summary And Aging Report Review: The Cash Summary Reports and Aging
Report were provided by the Recorder/Treasurer’s Office. There was a question on some invoices
for snow removal. Brianne said it was not a payable, so it won’t appear on the Aging Report.


Commissioner Lytle motioned to acknowledge receipt of the Cash Summary report for April
14, 2023 for all bank accounts and the aging report, which shows a balance of $36,439.02.

Jeanette Hileman said she was
not looking for a vehicle for personal use and that she responds from home and she is an
administrator that is on call most of the time. The truck will be fully responding and the vehicle will
have a backboard and other equipment in case she beats the ambulance there or the ambulance can’t
reach the site. Commissioner Asay asked if the truck could pull a boat or other things. The Sheriff
said that all that is available through bancorp is a ¾ ton, which can tow the boat and other trailers like
Search and Rescue, since Jeanette would need to be there anyway. Commissioner Lytle brought up
the Investigator and all the things he does for us, so he may need to use this and so an appropriate
radius needs to be in the policy that needs to be developed. Keri asked which grant it was on and if it
could be done before the grant starts. It’s a guaranteed grant to cover wages and the truck.
Commissioner Lytle asked if the budget would cover this if the grant did not come through and if
fuel was covered. Commissioner Asay asked what type of fuel and where the fuel expenses would
come from? The fuel is regular unleaded and is not covered, but the Sheriff’s office thought it could
be covered under their budget if needed.

Discussion And Consideration Of UDOT Agreement For Bike and Pedestrian Trail
Development: Commissioner Tippets clarified that we are proposing to use the money from UDOT
to build a 10 ft detached bike path along HWY 43 from the main intersection in town to Stateline
Road and then we will use the additional money from Representative Curtis’ office from Stateline
Road to Airport Road. Commissioner Lytle asked about the match and Commissioner Tippets said
that we are still working on that with Representative Curtis’ Office and by signing this we are
committing to find the money from other sources like more Community Economic Opportunity funds
or general fund, the Town of Manila, etc. Bret commented that we have broken the project into two
projects. The first being from the town of Manila to Stateline Rd. The second being from Stateline
Rd. to Airport Rd. This contract will get us to the Stateline Rd. Commissioner Tippets said that we
are committing that we have the money. The grant is for $1.2 and the county has a match of
$320,000. Bret said this is good money and UDOT will turn this over to the County with not all the
strings normally attached with UDOT. There is an 8 or 9% contingency built in but prices are high at
the moment. Manila was on board with this, but they have not gotten the check book out yet. It has
been a priority for many years, and Bret said that they could go to CIB. The RFP is being worked on
this spring and summer and construction will begin next spring. There were questions on the
payments and the match and Bret thought they were proportional. The big chunk of money will not
be due until next year.
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Commissioner Asay asked about the need for additional water lines and then the paving
would need to be replaced at our cost? Bret said that the separation is a good thing and wasn’t sure
how that would work for the water and sewer improvements. There will be a permit needed from
UDOT, so that could ensure that whoever damages the pavement would also have to go through the
same permitting process and fix it. Commissioner Lytle asked if it is a livestock right-of-way and the
Commissioners thought that livestock could use the right of way. They are planning a sewer line in
Chettyville, so the phone company and broadband easements also have to be taken into
consideration. We don’t want it to get torn up right after going in so we need to check with the utility
companies. Commissioner Lytle was a little nervous about committing the county.


Commissioner Lytle motioned to approve the contract for use of the Transportation
Improvement Funds (TIF) for the Bike and Pedestrian Trail Improvements. Commissioner Asay
seconded the motion with the stipulation that we need more research before we start building it. The
Commissioners voted as follows on the motion:
