1. Welcome/ Approval of  Minutes	Mayor Arave, COG Vice Chair 
Motion:  Mayor Adams made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 2014 COG meeting.  Mayor Shepherd provided the 2nd and the motion passed by unanimous vote. 

2. Kaysville City/Boondocks Update	Mayor Hiatt
Mayor Hiatt welcomed the COG board and thanked Boondocks for providing the location for the meeting.  Court Huish informed the board members of Boondocks offerings and operations; in addition to fun activities for youth and families, Boondocks also offers meeting space and team building opportunities for businesses and professional groups. 
3. UDOT Strategic Direction	Carlos Braceras
Executive Director, Carlos Braceras, presented to UDOT’s strategic goals and visions.  While UDOT faces many challenges considering the state population growth trend, aging roads and bridges, UDOT remains focused on preservation of infrastructure, optimizing mobility, zero fatalities, and strengthening the economy of the state.  Mr. Braceras reiterated UDOT’s current media push to ensure all drivers and passengers in a vehicle wear a seat belt.  Statistics show that wearing a seat belt is not simply a personal choice as unsecured riders pose great danger to other occupants in the event of a crash.    He also briefed the board on the condition and age of Utah bridges and infrastructure.  He also overviewed steps UDOT is taking to collaborate with other agencies, promote education, increase transparency, and remain dedicated to quality and operational excellence.

4. Corridor Preservation Discussion	Tony Thompson, Mayor Hiatt, Randy Jefferies
Mayor Hiatt and Tony Thompson of Davis County Planning summarized the history of the Corridor Preservation Fund.  Davis County holds a Corridor Preservation Fund created by a $10 fee assessed to each vehicle registered within the County.  Along with oversight of this fund, COG makes recommendations to the County Commissioners for use of the funds.  No purchases have been made from this fund for several years.  However, as the proposed routes for the West Davis Corridor have been made public and the final decision is expected later in 2014, applications for purchase will likely start coming into COG’s Transportation Task Force.

Informational packets were distributed to all COG members including the Corridor Preservation Application Process Policy, Definitions, Application, and Scoring Criteria.  Those petitioning to have Davis County Corridor Funds


 purchase their property will fill out and file an application that will then be reviewed by the Transportation Task Force which meets as needed.  Members of the Task Force include:  Commissioner Petroff (Davis County), Mayor Beverly MacFarlane (Sunset), Mayor Craythorne (West Point City), Mayor Tamara Long (So Weber), Mayor Terry Palmer (Syracuse), Mayor Talbot (Farmington), Mayor Hiatt (Kaysville), and Tony Thompson (Davis County).

Randy Jefferies from Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT) showed the proposed routes for the West Davis Corridor, noting that in several places the proposed route has only one option.  He suggested that purchasing property now is a wise use of funds in order to avoid paying higher prices that could come into play down the line if a property moves from open farmland to land with pending development.

The Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT) also holds a fund that enables the state to purchase property to preserve future transportation corridors.  Only properties that meet the guidelines will be considered.  In order for the State to consider purchasing property, the property must be deemed ‘Bare Ground’ and/or designated as ‘Imminent Development.’

To date, COG has purchased over $2 million in property.  UDOT has purchased $3.5 million in property.  Randy further indicated that UDOT has been and continues to be willing to purchase properties along either proposed alignment.  Though some of these properties may not be utilized, the purchase of property is viewed as an investment and can be sold or developed into wetlands at a later date.  UDOT has received over $11 million in applications requesting land purchase.  While the state fund accumulates approximately $350,000 a month, it is currently quite depleted.  

Dian McGuire is the UDOT Right of Way Lead for questions regarding West Davis Corridor property purchases.  Diane indicated that UDOT has received a hardship application that UDOT would like COG’s Transportation Task Force to consider contributing 50% of the purchase price.  This item will be brought to the first Task Force meeting.  For more information or questions on the purchase of properties for the corridor, please contact Diane dmcguire@utah.gov 801-965-4968.

Motion:  Mayor Stevenson made a motion that Davis County Corridor Preservation Fund be utilized for purchase of properties associated with the West Davis Corridor in 2014.  Mayor Long provided the 2nd and the motion passed by unanimous vote.

5. Approval of Amended WFRC Interlocal Agreement & Bylaws	Ned Hacker
Ned Hacker distributed copies of an amended WFRC Interlocal Agreement and Bylaws; proposing to amend the current Agreement and Bylaws in the following four areas:  

1. To provide for Box Elder County representation on the Council when dealing with transportation planning issues.
2. The addition of UDOT and UTA as voting, rather than non-voting members.
3. Bring WFEDD and its board under the WFRC umbrella.
4. Reformatting and ‘cleaning up’ of current interlocal agreement and bylaws.

Motion:  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to accept the proposal to amend the WFRC Interlocal Agreement and Bylaws as presented to COG.  Commissioner Downs provided the 2nd and the motion passed by unanimous vote.

6. 2011-2040 Regional Transportation Plan Amendment	Wayne Bennion
Wayne distributed the 2011-2040 RTP Amendments -Number 4 which has been opened for public comment and will remain open for comment through March 17.  The Regional Growth Committee will take action on the amendment the end of March, pending public input.  Part of this amendment proposes that an I-15 overpass at 1200 North in Layton be moved from Unfunded Phase to Phase I funding in order to become eligible for priority funding. Intent of this overpass is to relieve serious congestion in that area.  The other two recommendations within Davis County involve moving from Phase I to Phase II the full interchange at Antelope Drive and US Highway 89 and also the Layton Parkway southernmost interchange on I-15. Clarifying this process, Wayne shared that these changes affect eligibility for funding only.  Shifting of the amount of eligible funds is considered on a region-wide-basis verses county-wide basis.

7. Concept Reports Received for STP, CMAQ, and TAP funding 	Wayne Bennion
Wayne also distributed the WFRC Annual Process for Programming Federal Funds and timeline, as well as a listing of 2014 Project Evaluation Concept Reports which were received by the deadline of January 30, 2014.  After review and scoring by the Technical Advisory Committee, WFRC will return to COG in April for approval of projects recommended for funding.

8. Other Business	Mayor Arave 
Commissioner Millburn commented on the unique cooperation that exists between entities in Utah, particularly in Davis County, in regard to important issues centered on transportation, economic development and quality of life.  This approach is uncommon and adds greatly to what each organization might be able to accomplish on an individual basis. He invited board members to attend a Transit Academy that will be held May 2.  This is a collaborative effort with UDOT, UTA, and WFRC.  More information will be forthcoming.
