Bret Millburn, and Commissioner John Petroff, Jr. - excused, Clerk/Auditor Chief Deputy Audit/Finance Curtis Koch, Chief Deputy Civil County Attorney Neal Geddes, and Deputy Clerk/Auditor Janet Hanson. 

	
	            American Legion Post 27 Commander Kent Hansen led the Pledge of Allegiance. All in attendance were invited to stand and join in. 

	American Legion Post 27 Headquarters ribbon-cutting
	           American Legion Post 27 Commander Kent Hansen introduced the following members in attendance: 
Chuck Stephenson, Adjutant for Post 27 as well as the Commander for District 2 which encompasses Davis, Weber & Morgan counties; Ron Craig, who also works with the Boy Scouts of America; Lt. Colonel Jay Hess, our resident hero; Frank Ferrante - 1st Vice-Commander for Post 27; John Sheets - Area 1 Commander (one-fourth the State of Utah) and Post 27’s Finance Officer; Ken Hadley - 2nd Vice-Commander of Post 27.

            Commander Hansen announced on Friday, March 21st there will be a ribbon cutting for Post 27’s new “home” in the Memorial Courthouse.  They are grateful to the Commission for granting them this space.  Historically, in 1920, the American Legion had been allotted space in the basement of the Courthouse. 	Agreement #2014-77 Utah Highway Safety Office w/budget change
	            Lewis Garrett, Davis County Health Department Director, presented agreement #2014-77 with the Utah Highway Safety Office to provide education and training on highway safety issues in high schools and to conduct a seat belt usage survey.  It is in the receivable amount of $14,907.00.  He noted, the funds were more than originally anticipated; therefore there is an associated budget change.  It is for the time period of October 1, 2013 through September 30, 2014.  
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Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve with the associated budget change.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

Curtis Koch indicated the budget change of $10,550.00 represents how the funds will be used this fiscal year.  The remaining amount will roll into the next budget year due to Davis County being on a different calendar than the State’s fiscal year (July – June).
