The commissioners pointed out the vague language included within the agreement, and Utah County Deputy Attorney

Paul Jones described the area in question.  The Mt. Nebo Water Agency will address county areas beginning at 2700

North in Spanish Fork and extending East, West, and South to Utah County boundary lines.  Commissioner Anderson

explained the intent of a water delivery system similar to the Central Utah Water Conservancy District for areas further

south in the state.  He commented on the patience of Juab County in comprising the interlocal entity with cooperation

from the Goshen Valley Water District and representatives from Salem, Spanish Fork, and Payson cities.
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Commissioner Anderson noted the important symbolical step forward in creating this agency and the pertinence of mutual

respect between board members.  Commissioner Witney thanked Utah County Deputy Attorneys Paul Jones and David

Shawcroft for their work in creating the agency.  Commissioner Ellertson commented on the map and related

administrative costs, noting for the record that the Board has discussed the allocation of those costs and may contribute
