	· Chapter Champion, ENT, Hospital Association, and EHDI Quality Improvement seats need to be filled. Stephanie said she was consulting with Dr. Park and he suggested Dr. Jeremy Meir who is an ENT. Jeremy may have a full schedule already. Mike Page suggested Katheryn Colman who is a new ENT at Primary’s Hospital. · We applied for a new grant cycle beginning April 1st through HRSA on the EHDI - reducing follow-up grant with the focus on Quality Improvement. 	5) 26-10-10 CMV and 26-10-11 Chapp updates

	· CHAPP (Children's Hearing Aid Pilot Program) -This is a 2 year pilot program and we are now over half way of our first year with 18 children enrolled. We anticipated with the funds to service 25 kids per year however the invoices coming in are less so we can service more children. We have gotten other practices to participate that had not previously done so with past hearing aid programs.  Many referrals have come from audiologists that are in part with an ENT practice - they are getting the word out!
· CMV (Cytomegalovirus) -12 children tested positive in HiTrack. We will be getting an update this Thursday for HiTrack to include a module for CMV tracking.
· CMV Public Health and Policy Conference held here in Salt  Lake City 9/26-9/27 at the Little America Hotel (CMV Flyer) The keynote speakers will include Dr. David Kimberlin (CMV researcher), Michael Cannon ( CMV lead for CDC in Atlanta), and Rosemary Thackeray (Health Promotion and Evaluation).  CMEs, continuing education credits, and possible certification for the midwives will be offered. Karl offered to help in accommodating the cost for midwives to attend. Save the date has been sent to the Utah AAP, Family Practices Association, and other stakeholders.
	

	6) Out of Hospital Births project
- Kurt Randall/Suzanne Smith
	· Annual EHDI Workshop trip around the state will be held March 11th-13th and 18th-19th. These 5 meetings will focus on the introduction of the CMV module in HI track and other activities to help the screens and hospital coordinators stay up to date.
· We are continuing on the goal to get all hospitals on the web. Currently there are about 12 that are not on yet. Kelly commented that the speed to manage the database is slow and this consumes too much time and that is why there is hesitance with going to web. Todd Hoffman has also complained of the speed. Karl suggested documenting what process in HiTack is being slow noting how many seconds it takes and contact NCHAM.
· There have been discussions on how to get better compliance with home and birth center midwives on getting babies screened. How can we improve this situation? One of the ideas was to pair up midwives without equipment with those who do, however this didn't work geographically It makes more sense to have a list of resources and a clear pathway to help families and direct them to resource and then to educate them
· Kurt is working on this list - a book was published for interested pediatric audiologists interested in testing small children. Next, we will be adding the additional resources for the midwives. Sylvia White wants to be on the list and Wasatch County charges $10 for their services.
· Harper suggests talking with the providers to see if they can help with the services and OAE screenings in the rural areas. Catherine would be able to get a list of these vendors with equipment. Billing and reimbursement has been an issue. Can we look into this?

	7) National EHDI update
National Center for Hearing Assessment activities/issues
- Karl White
	· Tele-Intervention pilot has been completed in collaboration with USDB (Utah's School for the Deaf and Blind). This involved 30 families who were randomly chosen to continue with EI (Early Intervention) services - they liked the Skype connection. There was better parent to child interaction and cost analysis.  if you are doing 2 more visits a month then you save money with this option. This helps to increase services for families.
· How does that fulfill the federal law for natural environment for tele-medicine. This is something that will need to be explored
· Hippa and Privacy with this pilot -Families are aware and agree that there is potential that someone could hack in and see what is going. A Skype employee will not enter into agreement for hippa compliance so they can maintain the system and operating abilities. Parents sign to exempt them from HIPPA.
· National EHDI Conference - Remember to get registered for your hotels for April 13th-15th in Jacksonville Florida.

	9) New Business
Future Agenda items/assignments
- Kelly Dick
	· Suzanne brought up an issue that is happening at her Birth Center that may be happening at others. They allow providers to use birth center for deliveries and now added a midwife. This brings up the question on what to do about the hearing screening for these babies when the provider is not there and the family is who not likely to come back for screening. With the legal responsibility, how do we screen these babies?
· Kurt suggested for out of hospital births the person who does the birthing is responsible to make sure this test is done. In this case the midwife is the responsible party. They could give her the list of resources to direct the family for screening.
· Karl suggested that you could test at 2 hours of birth (before the provider left the facility) and even if half of the babies passed then you would only need to follow up on the babies that failed. The plan could be to train the midwife and medical staff. Then report back on how many out of 10 babies failed the screening. If all 10 failed then further training would be necessary. Communication would be crucial between staff and provider to make sure the testing is done and families get educated with resources.
· Sylvia had mom whose baby failed the screening 5 times and was not referred to any type of follow-up care. This has not been the first case so there is major concern with the level of care for these families. Sylvia will discuss this case privately with Kurt and Krysta so they can give an educational call to the managing audiologist. Stephanie reminded everyone that time is of the essence for CMV testing. Please call UDOH (Utah Department of Health) to help with cases like this.
