No Corrections Made. Jason Jacobson Made A Motion To Approve The Minutes, Hyrum Smith Seconded, The   Motion.
· Public Comment:
· Citizens Requests: 
1– Jeff Wanlass Kaylie Wanlass Presented A Map Of The Outlay Of Their Idea For Two Airbnb’s East Of Their Home On Their Property. They Met With The Planning Commission Last Month And The Commission Couldn’t See A Way For Them To Proceed With Their Idea, Other Than Making That ½ Arce Its Own Parcel /Lot. It Would Have Its Own Water Meter And Septic System. The Town Council Talked About The Same Subject. That It Has To Be On Its Own Property. It Was Also Talked About That The Council Felt That If There Were Going To Be Two Buildings There Should Be One Full Arce And Two Separate Systems. Mr. Wanlass Felt That Was Over Kill For Two Small Airbnb’s That Wouldn’t Need Much Area And/Or Water Usage. Wanlass’s Would Like To Go Ahead And Build Them And In A Couple Years When They Can Refinance Or Its Paid Down Go Ahead And Split The Two Properties. Alma Borg Asked If They Were Willing To Dedicate A Full Acre. Jeff Said They Would Rather Not. That For The Size Of The Buildings That Doesn’t Make A Whole Lot Of Sense. Someone Asked “If They Got The Lot Split, What Would Be The Issue? “Then It Was Stated “There Wouldn’t Be An Issue”. It Just Needs To Be Able To Stand On Its Own. Mayor Asked How Long They Would Need To Financially Be Able To Split Them? Mayor Alvey Would Like To Have A Work Meeting, But First Talk With The Town Lawyer.  Wanlass’s Would Like An Answer A.S.A.P. (Within A Week If Possible.)

· Youth Council? 
· Planning Commission: (Chair Jennifer Bastian)
Chair Bastian Handed Out A Binder To Each Of The Councilmen And Mayor Of The New Ordinances For Sigurd Town. 
Some One Is Interested In The 25 Area Parcel North Of State Rd .118/24. 
The County Wants To Keep That Road And It Only Would Have One Access Into It. A Comment Was Made They Are Looking At Putting Around 20-25 Homes In There; It was Brought Up That We Have An Ordinance Of A Maximum Of 15 Homes Per Year And We Have Blacks Starting On Their Subdivision This Spring/Summer. It Would Also Need To Be Annexed Into The Town. 
There Is Still Some Concern On The Number Of Cars Per Residency And The Look Of Yards. The Planning Commission Suggested No More Than 10 Dismantled None Running Vehicles And Only Two Visible, With A Non-Visible Barrier 6’ High 
Councilmen Jacobson Said There Is A Newer Ordinance Than The One From 2010. There Was A Lot Of Discussion On Limits And Definitions. Jim Freeby Brought Up A Point That If Yards Aren’t Taken Care Of And The Home/Yard/Vehicle Happen To Be On Fire Do We Feel Right Sending The Volunteer Fire Department In A Place That Has Tall Weeds, Propane Tanks, Cars, Car Parts Etc. That Could Be A Flammable Place Like That. It Was Also Mentioned That Some Of The Yards You Can’t Even Get Into.
Do We Want To Add Anything For The Fire Dept Ordinance. So That The Chief Has The Help He Needs As Far As Ordinances And Volunteers Duties.  Chief Joe Kirkwood Asked That We Also Have The Lawyer Look Over What Ever We Come Up With.
Chair Bastian Again Mentioned The Biggest Point Is Still Enforcement Of Ordinances.  

·  Bills & Finances: 
Audie Ekker Made A Motion To Approve The Bills For The Month. Alma Borg Second The Motion

· Delinquent List: 
Council Decided That A Courtesy Call Could Be Made On The Day The Water Is To Be Turned Off. If Not Paid At That Time In Full It Is To Be Turned Off That Day. If Not Taken Care Of Water Is Shut Off And 50.00 Fee Charged To Turn It Back On.  
Mike Roberts Said When He Was On The Council, They Went Through This Very Same Thing, Every Month. Until They Actually Started Turning Peoples Water Off And Then They Didn’t Have A Problem Anymore. 
 
· DEPARTMENT REPORTS

1.Parks & Cemeteries: (Jason Jacobson)
A. Bids On Bathroom Building : Councilmen Jacobson Asked For A Notice To Be Put In The Paper For Bids On The Bathrooms And Post Office. The Building Is To Be 20’ X 36’. Rhonda Perks ( Chris Stewarts Office) Is Waiting On A Drawing On The Bathrooms/Post Office So She Can Pursue The Post Office Again. Councilmen Ekker Mentioned We Need 3 Bids. It Has Been Decided That the Bathrooms/Post office Will Be Placed Between The Two Picnic Tables At The East Side Of The Park/Playground Area   
Councilmen Jacobson Would Like To Get 12-18 Trees For The Park. And Would Like To Move The Bleachers To The South Side And Put Some Of The Trees As Shade For The Spectators And Arena. Looking At About $600-700.00 dollars.  

2.Water: (Alma Borg) 
A. Sandbags? Prepared For Flooding? Joe Said They Have One Load Of Sand So Far And About 1500 Sandbags At The Fire Station. Put Info On Website And Facebook Page.
B. New 8” Meter: Need To Put In Above The Chlorinator To Meter Usage And It Will Cost About $3,000.00. In Order To Have More Accurate Readings. And Joe Can Do The Install Himself.   
C. All Meters – Get Working:  Parks, Town Hall, Fire Station, And Cemetery Meters Are Not Tracking Usage At This Time. And According To The Last Report We Did; We Are Shipping 64% Of The Water Down The River. Which Joe Feels Is In No Way Accurate. Joe Ordered Meters For All These On Monday Which Are 2” Meters. “But They’re Not Cheap”. Right Now, We Can Determine How Much Water Is Going Into The Tanks And How Much We Have Sold And That’s How We Come Up With Our Usage, Minus What The Ones Without Meters Are Using. That’s Why Joe Feels It Is Imperative To Get Those Other Meters On And Reading. And We Still Need To Change Out USG’s Meter. But We Have To Wait For A Shutdown Day. Which Is The Hard Part. 
D. Joe Kirkwood Explain How The Engineers Are Planning On How To Fix The Tank Problems. His Biggest Question Is Who Is Footing The Bill For All This Extra Line. We Need To Get Ahold Of Ensign And Figure All The Details What’s Happening And Who’s Paying For What?  Mayor Alvey Suggested To Set Up A Work Meeting With Ensign A.S.A.P.

B. Voting: Vickie Asked The Council If We Want The Town To Do Elections Or Have The County Do It? County Will Charge $800.00 Administration Fee Ballots $20.00 Per Precinct And $1.25 Per Ballot By Mail. Vickie Suggested Have The County Do It. Cindy Roberts And Michele Visarraga, Both Feel It Would Be Nice To Keep It Within The Town. People Would Have To Be Certified Through Training Classes And Paid For Their Time. Mayor Alvey Asked Vickie To Call Barbara And See Which Is The Better Way For Our Small Town. He Would Rather Have It Here Too. Cindy Roberts Felt We Can Find People To Help Out.  And See If Council Feels We Have 2- 4 Year Term Council Positions Coming Up And 1- 2 Year.
