 *Set Back Ordinance:  Stan Koyle for years the Town has operated on setbacks based on a resolution.  The attorney said that we need an ordinance, planning, and zoning developed an ordinance, and gave it to the attorney, the attorney sent back another version of an ordinance.  Planning and Zoning members reviewed the ordinance sent by the attorney and penciled in their recommendations (on the attorney copy) then presented the draft to the Council for approval.  


Electrical Fee Schedule Resolution:
Kanosh Town Attorney Justin Wayment forwarded to Kanosh Town Corp. outlining a general schedule of fees charged by the City for electrical services.  A cost adjustment will help the Town recover from the increased cost of purchasing power, for the last 6 -8 months the Town has been losing 10 to 15 thousand dollars a month.   This Power Cost Adjustment fee is essentially a second rate that is added to the customer accounts along with the regular power rate. Each month they adjust the PCA fee in Pelorus and leave the standard electric rate alone so customers can see how much of a variance there is in cost month to month. This cost adjustment will be added to each electrical utility customer's bill.  Kanosh Town is not trying to make money on this cost adjustment, just trying to meet our cost.

KANOSH TOWN RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING A GENERAL SCHEDULE OF THE FEES CHARGED BY THE CITY FOR ELECTRICAL SERVICES


WHEREAS, local municipalities are experiencing tremendous spikes in wholesale power costs due to multiple factors throughout the Western United States which is outside the control of Kanosh Town; and

WHEREAS, as wholesale power costs become more volatile, and marketing prices have risen drastically, it becomes difficult to make the necessary adjustments to retail rates to compensate for these wholesale fluctuations; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of Kanosh Town finds and declares that it is desirable and in the public interest to pass a Resolution for the purpose of establishing and setting forth a general schedule of the electrical fees in accordance with an adjustment clause charged by Kanosh Town to match the necessary fluctuations in power costs;

WHEREAS, the Power Cost Adjustment (PCA) is applicable to all rate schedules for Kanosh Town’s electrical fee schedule and shall be increased or decreased as a charge or credit to reflect variations in power supply costs;

WHEREAS, the PCA shall be applied as a rolling six (6) month average, which shall be the sum of purchased power supply costs based on actual data from the most recent available six-month period preceding the start of the billing month to which the adjustment is to be applied, less an average retail power supply base cost, which has been incorporated into the retail base rate schedule;

WHEREAS, the PCA shall be calculated, adjusted, and implemented monthly based on the six-month rolling calculation. Components of the adjustment are hereby adopted for all utility bills issued on and after April, 2023, and are calculated as follows: 

PCA CALCULATION PCA = (((6-month power supply costs $ / 6-month kWh units purchased) [1]    / 1- loss adjustment)[2]    - Base PCA $)[3] 

(((6-month P/S Cost $ / 6-month P/S units) - Base PCA $) 
1- loss adjustment) 

DEFINITION OF TERMS 

[1] Power supply costs: The power supply cost increment per kWh shall include all costs incurred in the procurement of adequate power supply, the transmission of power supply, and adjustments required to reconcile previous over/under PCA collections. 

[2] Loss Adjustment: Adjustment for losses incurred through the distribution system to retail sales units. 

[3] Base PCA: $ / retail kW


NOW THEREFORE, THAT THE CITY COUNCIL OF KANOSH TOWN RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.  The following Resolution is hereby enacted, entitled “General Electrical Fee Schedule.”


GENERAL ELECTRICAL FEE SCHEDULE

General Electrical Fee Schedule Established.  The fee schedule for all electrical rates are attached hereto as Exhibit “A” is hereby adopted and enacted as of the effective date on this Resolution:

Section 2.  All fees and charges not listed in this Resolution which are contained in or promulgated pursuant to any current resolutions shall remain in full force and effect, unless and until duly modified.

Section 3.  All fees and charges contained in any current resolutions inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of the inconsistency, but in all other respects, such resolutions shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 4.  This Resolution is to be construed to be consistent with any and all State, County, and Federal laws and regulations concerning the subject matter hereof.  If any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Resolution is held invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, then said ruling shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions.

BE IT FURTHER ENACTED AND RESOLVED THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL TAKE EFFECT IMMEDIATELY UPON EXECUTION HEREOF.

The Six County Representatives said they will set up a virtual meeting with us and Seth so that we can see if he can help us. They were pretty confident that Seth would be able to help us. As soon as we get confirmation on a meeting date/time we'll let you know. Cindy, we'll need to advertise it to follow proper policies and procedures.
 
Also, in the meeting Mayor Scott McDonald and Councilmember Brandon Stephenson came up with the following list of projects we would potentially like to pursue with the CIB:
1. Culinary Well Supplemental Funding - $300,000 - $400,000
a. This is in anticipation of going over budget on the existing culinary well project.
b. Our thought is that if we secure the funding then we can use it if we need it. But if we don’t we’ll just turn the money back to CIB.
2. Hydraulic Dump Bed Trailer/Utility Truck Bed/Mini Excavator - $95,000
2. The Six County Representatives said that if we can keep this under $100,000 then it’s almost a slam dunk that it’ll get funded.
1. Road Improvements Project - $650,000
 
 The Six County Representatives also discussed a meeting/training that is coming up in May. They talked highly about this training. It is a breakout session type setting where each session is led by attorneys, water rights specialists, city administrators, and other professionals that ask what questions we may have about subjects and discuss ways to resolve them.
