Due to some confusion, the % reduction in state tax was changed from 25% to 30%

This incentive is not to exceed a 30% reduction in state tax paid on new state tax revenue above the baseline established for the preceding 12 months. New state revenue is projected to be $21,771,545

This incentive is not to exceed a 25% reduction in state tax paid on new state tax revenue above the baseline established for the preceding 12 months. New state revenue is projected to be $4,174,108
