Update on Questar Gas pipeline:
Julie Peck Dabling will ask Questar where their staging area for new gas line construction be and ask for assurances that they will stay within their 30’ wide easement area. Questar will continue to own responsibility for the abandoned buried pipe line.
County Report on Park Activities:
“Purge the Spurge” volunteer weed pull will be held near 33rd & Wasatch Blvd on Saturday 5/3/14 from 8 AM till 10 AM. Ty Harrison moved & David Maiorano seconded that the annual DDAB weed pull in the park be rescheduled to the same date & time; motion passed. Ty and Diana will organize the activity in the park, Julie will provide pictures of the four target weeds and provide public relations publicity for the park activity.
Tad Campbell reported that granite park has been filled in, 14 loads of chips have been spread on trails, 5 loads were rejected due to incorrect chip size, and horse gate at 20th east construction will begin (measurements were taken by welder).
Update on Workman-Layton Property:
The zone change request (to small lot size) was denied by unanimous vote of the Salt Lake County Council.
Board Priorities:
Condition of the Park Headquarters was discussed and the need for maintenance emphasized. Terry Wood will send the letter to the county parks department outlining the board’s recommendations for Dimple Dell improvements:
1. Improvements between 13th East and the Trax line:
a. Opening up the new underpass at TRAX
b. Paved trail to the Jordan River Trail
c. Land remediation near 13th East
d. Clean-up and graffiti removal
2. Upgrade of Park Headquarters 
a. Paint
b. Clean-up
c. Skunk protection for the foundation
d. Improved security lighting & locks
e. Replace broken windows & screens
3. Establishment of a Nature Center
New Business:
Ty Harrison announced that “Blue Orchard Bees” are being trapped for investigation purposes.
Ty & Diana will research the effectiveness of the Toad Flax Beatle for eradication of Toad Flax as opposed to pulling the weed.
