AGENDA:
1) Call Meeting to Order – Alexa Wilson called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM.
2) Roll Call of Board Members – Alexa Wilson took a roll call of the members and all board members were present. 
3) Review procedures for handling electronic participation by the public- Alexa Wilson reviewed the public must raise their hand electronically and have 3 minutes to make public comments. Additional comments and concerns can be heard by TUID staff during business hours. 
4) [bookmark: _Hlk137123673]Adoption of Agenda – Alexa Wilson asked if the members had any changes to the agenda. Hearing none, Alexa Wilson called for a motion to adopt the agenda as presented. Mike Morlang made the motion. Amy Golden seconded. Voting was unanimous in favor of the motion.

5) Public Comment – No public comment.

6) Updates: Alexa Wilson asked about progress of a new telephone number and line for TUID and Ray Golden updated the cat iv hardline for installation was in progress and a new working number imminent. 

7) TUID Land Sale Counter offers- John Motley read the counter offers for sale of TUID properties. Alexa Wilson commented “the offer was viable and left nothing on the table” and called for a motion to vote for acceptance of the bid and sale proceeding. Amy Golden made a motion to accept the counteroffer from Jean Babilis and Mike Morland seconded. The vote was unanimous for the approval of the sale of said listed lots minus lot 48.

8) TUID and Ticaboo Water Rights- Alexa Wilson gave a historical narrative of the original water rights for Ticaboo for 700af, and how the original 60-day notice to show proof of beneficial use, was said to have not been received by the TUID GM/CEO. TUID received a notice of lapsed right with a new 60-day window to request reinstatement. The TUID engineer, charged with preparing the request claims they sent the request out 7 days late, however it does not show in the DWR records at all, and thus the historical water rights expired.. DWR granted a temporary 100af rights for 10 years to fulfill immediate need. TUID reapplied for 500 ac ft and BLM subsequently protested the request for the because the new right might interfere with its more senior rights. . Alexa Wilson acknowledged losing the water rights of Ticaboo presented a major challenge to current and future development.

 Various strategies were discussed including negotiating with BLM, contacting them directly and clarifying these were existing water rights, not new and other measures. Ray Golden commented that Dave Curtis, Owner of NLP be involved in contacting and speaking with BLM due to his experience in water rights and also suggested he will invite BLM to the June 20th “North Lake Powell Accords” meeting with federal and state officials in attendance to begin a conversation. Alexa Wilson stated she would set up a conference call with the TUID attorneys to discuss the matter and formulate a legal strategy, and include John Motley, current TUID General Manager. 


9) Call to adjourn meeting—Alexa Wilson called to adjourn the meeting. Amy Golden seconded the motion, Mike Morland seconded, and the meeting was adjourned at 12:47 pm.
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
